Tuz Sromx oy Moxpay Nieur
which here was characterized by the
amount of wster that fell, washing
the earth and beating down many a
field of oats, had a somewhat wide
extent. It swept over the region of
Pittsburgh with terrible fury. The
rain fell in a deluge and swelled in-
to raging currents in some of the
streets. The Unioh Depot was in-
undated with water three to four
feet in depth; the water in the Pan-
handle Railway tunnel was four feet
rendering it' impassible for trains.
Considerable damage was done to
property from all the streets leading
from the hill. Boulders were root-
ed from their position and hurled
to thelevel below, while in maay
places great holes were opened up
in the street. A sewer bursted, in-
undating the whole upper part of
the city. A number of houses were
swept away, the water attaining s
depth of ten feet, causing large loss
of lives.

The loss of life by the flood has

been appalling. Thirty-eight bod-
ies have been recovered in Butcher’s
Run distriet, Allegheny county,
and as many more missing and sup-
posed to have been lost. The havoe
at Wood’s Run was fearful and the
place was a perfect sheet of water.
Several houses were swept away.—
Nine bodies have been recovered so
far, and five or six are still missing;
on the south side, in the Saw Mill Run
district eight bodies have been recov-
ered and thirty-seven are still mis-
sing. A whole block of buildings
was swept away in this district. Tt
is thonght that over onme hundred
and fifty persons have perished in
the flood.
In Pittsburgh & Allegheny City the peo-
ple appear to be going to work very man-
fully to clesr up the ruins and to provide
for the wants of the sufferers from their
late calamity. It seems to be the inten-
tion ofthe Pennsylvasians to meet this
sudden emergency from their own re-
sources. In Pittsburgh, ihe deep feeling
of the public takes another form of ex-
pression than that of words. There seems
o be no adeguale explanation of the phe-
aomenon by which the cities were del-
uged. Itis most likely that the flood
came from what is ealled a clond-burst,
which after all, is only a more sudden fall
of water than is nsnal in the heaviest
thunder storms.

The effect of the strike among the
miners of the Buperior region, as
mentioned last week, is an impedi-
ment in the ore business, as was
feared. Some of the vessels running
to this Harbor are laying up, this
being sbout the only business that
offers. The Barnnm Mine is one of
those suffering from the Strikers, and
the consequence will be hauling off
of the large prop. W. H. Barnum,
and the large Schr. Ferry, belong-
ing to the Barnum Mining Co.—
Some of the companies, as the Cap-
tains informs us, would be glad to
shut down, on account of the small
amount of ore demanded, andbut for
contracts, would do so. These will, no
doubt, avail themselves of the addi-
tional inducement furnished by the
strike to earry ount their wishes, This
would seem to every man but such as
are beset with striking propensities,
a most unfavorable time for throwing
up situstions and work, and trusting
for a livelihood, to the uncertainties
that are usually consejuent upon
these extreme measures,

LICENSE AND NO LICENSE.
How They Work,

Some of the friends of temperance
are in doubt whether the interests
of the cause will best be promoted
bya stringent license law, or for
voting for “no license.” The fol-
lowing facts, showing the workings
of the prineiples, will aid them in
this decision, They are extracted
from a letter, by Hon. Wm. Baxter,
of Indiana. He says:

From 1883 to 1872, we had in In-
diana a license law. Inorder for a
peson to secure & secure a license
under that law, he bad to prove
a good character beforethe county
commissioners; show he was a prop-
er person to be intrusted with a
license, pay a fee and even then was
restrained from selling on Sunday
and to minors, ete. So that this was
what many people wonld eall n strin-
gent license law. Well, what was
the effect of this license law? Did
it restrain the traffie, orthe evils re-
sulting therefrom? Not a bitof it
It rather formed a shield for the
dealer to g:iy his unholy trafic with-
out let or hindrance. During those
ten P of stringent license, the
nnmber of saloons increas Bix:
times faster than the polls Asa
consequence, pauperism luc
BIX :i?;es, and crime nine times, fas-
ter than the increase of polls—
Whereas in the State of Maine, with
out prohibil.ion from 18668 to 1872,
her criminals actually dec
more than one half—irom two hun-
dred snd four to one hundred.
What more conclusive testimony
can any reasonsble person ask to
convince him that prohibition and

not license, is the true principle to
check the fearful evils resulting
from the drink traffic?

But let us illustrate this point a

little further. In December, 1872,
with our stringent license law, there
were in 201,869 polls, 2,
094 saloohs, and 845 conviots com-
mitted, In December, 1873, under
the so oalled Baxter law, with its
local option provision, ete., there
were 205,854 polls, 1,487, salvons,
aud 250 conviots committed. Thus
it will be seen that while saloons in-
creased six times faster than the
polls, under & stringent license law,
under the Baxter law, with its pro-
hibitory feature of local option, sto.,
saloons decreased nearly one

Mr. Barnes in-
troduced a very stringent license law
into the legislatur as a substitute for
prohibition. What was the resalt?
“Distilleries went to work again,
drunkenness and ecrime rapidly in-
creased.” The evil results of this
stringent license law were so fear-
fully apparent, that, in 1857, the leg-
islature elected were almost unani-
mously in favor of prohibition. A
prohibitory law was again passed,
and has been maintained ever since.
Writing of the effect of that law, af-
ter many yesrs of experience, the
Hon. Woodbury Davis, of the Su-
preme Court, said: “No observing
man who has lived in this State for
twenty years, and hashad an oppor-
tunity to know the facts, can doubt
that the “Maine Law™ has produced
a hundred times more visible im-
provement in the character, condi-
tion, and prosperitv of our peopje
than any other law that was ever en-
acted. Of over four hundred towns
and cities, I am satisfied that in
more than one hundred the law pre-
vents any sale of liquor whatever as
a bev In at least two hun-
dred of them it is sold on the s&ly,
just as in the same town there are
persons guilty of lewdness and other
crimes.”
Take New Fork as a further proof
of the superiority of prohibition
over license. In April, 1855, a pro-
hibitory law was passed. In Janua-
ry, 1856, Governor Clark said, in his
message in reference to that law:
“Notwithstanding it has been sub-
jected to an onosil.ion more persist-
ent, unscrupulous, and defiant than
is often incurred by an act of legisla-
tion, it has still, ontside our ﬁge
cities, been generally obeyed. The
influence is visible in a marked dim-
inution of the evils it sought to rem-
edy. In 1854, the committals for
offenses of drunkenness were, in sey-
eral counties, 4,960. In 1855, under
the prohibitory law in the same coun-
ties they fell to 2,808.”
On the 25th day of March, 1858,
the Supreme Court declard the law
void. License followed. What was
the result? The Albany Morning
Times, an anti-prohibitory paper,
wrote: “The pemtentiary is filling
up. The number of prisoners is
greater than it has been during the
past eighteen months.”
