Thk Election on Tuesday passed off

without any interest. The genera result
is against the Constitution by a large m-
ajorityas estimated iu the papers ot
Wednesday some 50,000. The loss of
the Constitution carries with it all the cuc-ning- ly

The question of holding a con-
vention was first laid be lore the people,
and their response was an affirmative one.

lOfficial reports Irom the Black Hills
expedition confirm the telegraph dis
patches, except in one important particu-
lar.

Til'ton-Beeche- r Scandal. Mr. Beech-

er has at length appeared before the pub-

lic with his statement, and making as it
does some ten or twelve closely printed
columns in the daily papers, we cannot
well make room for it We shall therefore
give a synopsis of it as found in the Chica-
go Tribune, a paper, by the way that has
outstripped all others in energy and en
terprise in supplying the public with au
thentic and valuable information upon
this rather dirty, but notwithstanding,
deeply interesting and generally read
subject We are induced to draw from
this source because its articles are made
up with more ability than any exchange
received. Beside these considerations,
the views taken by the Iribune are in
such general harmony with our own,
that we give them in preference to any-
thing we have either time and inclination
to attempt to write. Since tbe statement
alluded, the Tribune hag published a vo
luminous correspondence between Tilton
and his wife, extending over much or all
of the years, in which Mrs. Tilton has
declared before the Committee that she
endured everything in the way of cruel
ty from her husband. The correspondence,

be however, beside being models of epistolary
literature, ia in the most endearing and de-

voted spirit imaginable, showing implicit
faith and confidence in one another, and
carried on with a frequency daily for
the most part indicating a conjugal

of relation which only commands admira
tion. It cannot be, but that this corres-
pondence is a better index of the feeling

of and bearings between the parties, than
at her testimony before the committee. But

here is the synopsis of Mr. Beecher's
statement:

MR. BEECHER'S DEFENSE.

of The statement of Mr. Beecher is
incomplete, and is too mnch marked

a by an effort at avoidance. . It has
rendered Moulton s full statement,
with au the documents, necessary.
There can be no further excuse or
apology for delay or for withhold-
ing that statement. Tilton's charge
was :

. 1. That in July, 1870, he was m- -

tormed for the hrst time by his wife
inai, ior a year or more previous,
she and Mr. Beecher had been hav-
ing adulterous relations. Upon
hearing this, Tilton never again en-

tered Plymouth Church, but moved
by love for his wife, whom he be-
lieved to have been overwhelmed bv
her pastor and not personally cor-
rupt, he consented, for her sake and
the sake of his children to condone
the crime.

a 2, That in December, 1870, busi-
ness difficulties occurring between
Bowen and Tilton, in which Beecher
interposed against Tilton, an inter-
view was had between Beecher and
Tilton at the house of Moulton,
where they met for the first time
since the July previous; that, at
that interview, Moulton read to
Beecher a statement in writing, set-
ting forth the substance of Mrs. Til-ton- 's

confession ; and that this was
the first knowledge that Beecher had
that she had confessed; that Beech-
er asked to see Mrs. Tilton, and that
evening did see her, after which he
returned to Moulton's, expressing
sorrow and shame; that, later that
night, Tilton returned to his home,
where he heard that Beecher had ob-
tained from Mrs. Tilton a statement
in writing for his defense, in case he
was tried by a ministerial council;
that, the next day, Moulton, inform-
ed of this, went to Beecher, demand-
ed& and obtained this extorted retrac-
tion; that on Jan. 1, 1871, at an in-
terview at Beecher's request with
Moulton, Beecher expressed great
contrition and remorse for his pre-
viousJ criminality with Mrs. Tilton,and begged Moulton to write outthe now famous "apology," which
he signed.

8. In mav, 1871, Victoria Wood-hu- ll

advertised in the World thatshe knew of domestic immorality in
a certain family, and the same day
addressed a note to Tilton, demand-
ing an interview. At that interview
she told him the parties were Mr.
Beecher and Mrs. Tilton. She an-
nounced ber purpose to publish the
whole story. Tilton from that time
sought by every, means to induce
ber not to do so, and for nearly a
year he maintained an acquaintance
with her for that purpose. Mrs. Til-
ton and Beecher were aware of these
efforts on his part. The Woodhull
woman eventually published the sto-
ry in November, 1872.

4. That Tilton, in order to protect
his wife from the greater scandal,
has repeatedly given assent to the
intimation that Beecher's offense
was merely an overture to his wife.

With this statement Tilton publ
lished, as confirmatory, various doc-
uments, which have been since veri-
fied with the originals in the hands
of Moulton.

To this accusation Mr. Beecher
now makes reply :

1. Thar Triton's enmity ngaiiihi
him began in an effort to --coerce him
in aiding Tilton to obtain $7,000
claimed of Bowen.

2 That in December, . is (O, .airs.
Tilton left her house because oi nit-

on's cruelty; sent for him, and that
he and his wife advised her to have
a formal separation from her hus-

band. ...
3. That a few days after. Bowen

delivered him a note from Tilton,
demanding his retirement from Ply
mouth Church; he treated it with
contempt.

4. lhat in consequence of his re
fusing to take part with Tilton
against Bowen, and of his telling
Bowen of his belief in Tilton's im
moral associates and habits Tilton,
on JJec. 29, 1870, "extorted from
his wife, then suffering from illness,
a document criminating Beecher."
That the next day he went with
Moulton and saw Tilton, who then
accused him of business enmity, of
having injured him in his family by
advising a separation, and ot having
made wicked proposals to Mrs. lil-to- n.

Tilton informed Beecher that
this conference had been made in the
July previous, and told him Mrs. T.
was then at pme and would connrm
the statement. That he (Beecher)
saw Mrs. Tilton, who was sick in
bed, and obtained an explicit recan-
tation of the statement which she
said her husband had made her sign.
That, with this paper, he returned
to Moulton s, said nothing of the pa
per, and soon after went home. I he
next day Moulton came to him, re-

monstrated against his having ob-

tained her recantation; declared that
she had already recanted her recan-
tation, and he then surrendered the
paper.

5. That a day or two after (about
Jan. 1, 1871) Moulton visited him;
they had a long talk about the whole
matter; he (13.) was greatly pained,
and excited, and alarmed by the
threatened destruction of all the
aims of his life; believing that he
had perhaps umustly thought lilton
immoral, and had injured him by ad-

vising a separation from his wife,
etc., he expressed his regret in the
most earnest terms; that Moulton
suggested a letter of apology to Til
ton; that this he declined, but told
him to tell all to Tilton; that Moul
ton reduced to writing, in his (M's)
own words, as heads or memoran-
dum, what was to be said to Tilton;
that this paper, written by Moulton,
he (Beecher) never read nor heard
read; that, except the last line and
signature, he was ignorant of its con-

tents; that subsequently Moulton in-

formed him that this paper had been
destroyed. This paper, is the "apol
ogy."

6. That after this he met Tilton
at Moulton's; and subsequently he
was invited by Tilton to his house,
who recommended and praised him
to Mrs. Tilton.

1. In May, 1871, Woodhull adver
tised her purpose to publish a scan
dal; that Tilton "ostensibly" kept
this suppressed until November,
1872; in the meantime she was Til
ton s heroine.

8. That until the Woodhull publi
cation be had never heard of the
charge of adultery, nor anything
but that he had made proposals Jo
Mrs. lilton.

This is the substance of Tilton's
sworn statement and Beecher's
unsworn denial. How far the one
repels or meets the other is the mat
ter to be determined now.

The "apology," or substantial con
fession, exists. Tilton accepted and
acted on it as Beecher's own docu-
ment; Beecher declares that it is not
his, and denounces it. Here, then,
is a case where Mr. JUoulton must
come to the front and clear up this
mystery.

The next point is that Beecher de
clares he never heard of any graver
charge than an overture until the
Woodhull story was published.
Here, too, is a point on which Moul
ton alone can furnish any light.

Mr. Beecher attributes to Tilton's
intimacy witb the Woodhulls and
their lan the wrecking of Tilton's
morals, and that this was one of the
reasons why he advised a separation.
This advice was the occasion of the
"apology." Tilton says, and his
statement is not contradicted, that
he never met the Woodhull until
nearly a year after his wife's con-
fession, and six months after he had
accused Beecher, and after the lat- -

Lf,er had confessed and apologized.
Mr. Beecher labors arduously

throughout to explain his various
letters and deprive them of any
meaning; but the answer, however
satisfactory it might be in ordinary
circumstances, falls short of explain-
ing letters which evidently had some
object, which had a direct and fixed
meaning when written, which were
delivered and have been held in con-
fidence ever since. The meaning of
these letters has been attested by an
oath, and it is alleged that Moulton,
by the full confidence of all parties,
can verify it.

The intimations of Mr. Beecher,
that Tilton was covertly seeking to
blackmail him, are ungenerous; it is
disproved by every incident in the
history of the man and of this trans-
action.

The money claimed of Bowen was
a lawful debt which he could have
collected in any court of common in-

telligence. .Nor is the intimation
that Tilton was immoral of any avail
to Mr. Beecher; whatever Tilton's
crimes, they in no wise change the
case against Mr. Beecher. The fur-
ther charge that Tilton was deter-
mined to use this accusation to fol-
low Beecher through life, is hardly
borne out by the facts. It is dis-

proved by Tilton's sworn statement
that he had never communicated the
case to any outsider save Moulton
and Beecher; and that his life was
devoted to the suppression of his
wife's shame. But when Mr. Beech-

er appointed his six friends to inves-
tigate, and the next day Mrs. Tilton
abandoned his house and went over
to Beecher's friends to denounce her
husband, then he told the story
which, for her sake, he had carried
so long, and which, for her sake, he
would have carried to tbe grave.

As an answer to Tilton's charges,
Mr. Beecher's statement lacks the
confirmation it needs in essential
points from Moulton. The accusa-
tion depends for proof upon Mrs.
lilton s confession and Beecher's
verbal and written admissions toMoulton. The denial repudiates
having made such admissions. Moul-
ton, of necessity, holds all the evi-
dence, and, while his testimony in
one view may be necessary to com-
plete Tilton's accusation, Mr. Beech-
er's vindicatiou is equally dependent
upon Moultons explicit publication
of all the facts and documents. In
the absence of Moulton's vindication
and information Mr. Beecher's de-
fense must be considered defective
nnd incomplete. It is the word of
an accused man against the oath of
his accuser.

There is the opera, the
great theatres, the parties, receptions and
ba lis, and a thousand other forms, of the
most exciting dissipation. The lady who
has spun all night in the voluptous
dance in the arms of flushed men who
has drank wine and eaten exciting delica

ciesand who goes to her bed at three in

the morning, wearied but not satisfied,

awakens from her sleep In about the same

condition that a fast young man does af-

ter a debauch. There is a space of time

to put in after her rising, and to a woman

who lives on the fiercest excitements, an

hour that his nothing exciting in it is an
hour of pnreatory. As a male debauchee

is compelled to take his cocktail at inter
vals during the day to steady himself till

tbe time comes for his regular drunk, so

does the female debauchee require some

stimulant during the terrible hours be-

tween 9 a. m. and 4 P. m. to keep her alive.
This excitement they have found in gam

bling. Some of them play draw-poke-

the regular game, but not many. The
game, as I have been told, requires firm

ness, decision, knowledge of human na
ture, judgment, dash, daring, and pluck

qualities which the little dears are not,
as a rule, blessed with. What they pre-

fer is a game of pure chance, in which no

skill is required. To this end a dozen of
them will gather at a house, and make a
pool or say $5 each, making a 'pot" of
$60. The twelve numbers are put into a

box, and one drawn at random. The first

number drawn is entitled to one hair the
pot, the second to one fourth and the
third to the rem aining fourth. This goes

on for hours and hours till in fact it is
time to dres3 for dinner.

This game, simple as t is, is exciting
enough to satisfy their natures particular
ly as they can win or lose a large sum ot
money in a day. At one hotel In the up
per part of the city, at which a great ma
ny rich men board, the ladies made a
game in which each lady put in $100
each time. One lady won that day nearly
$4,060, which was a lucky thing for her,
as she was in debt, and wanted it. But
how was it with the losers, who probably,
were also in debt, and wanted it like
wise?

EMIGRATION.
Many good people have felt some

alarm at the vast number of foreign-bor- n

citizens who, this season, have gone
back to their former homes, supposing
that tbe panic and scarci
ty of labor had driven them back to Eu
rope. All these fears are groundless.
Tbe fact is the dullness of trade has told
terribly upon the steamship lines, and all
of them have been running at loss. To
get as much business as possible, they
all put down the rates nf passage to a very
small sum to induce travel. Thousands
upon thousands of well-to-d- o Irishmen,
Germans, and Frenchmen have taken ad
vantage of reduction to it their old
homes, and that is all there is of it. Tbey
will all return in the fall and bring others
with them, who will be attracted by what
they say of the "land of the free," but
more, by the evident prosperity of those
who return.

Emigration is not as brisk as iu former
years, for the simple reason that there is
but little work now. But emigrants are
coming every day, nevertheless. The
larm laborers ot England who are out of
work in consequence of the great strike
are coming. Indeed,. one hundred of
them landed here lost week, and I took
the trouble to see them. ' They are gener
ally good people, though lamentably ig
norant They lived the life of animals,
almost, on the great estates that held
them, with no earthly opportunities for
developement in any direction. One of
them told me fiat his entire family, con
sisting of his wife and eight children
lived in a "cottage" of two rooms, in
which there were no floors, the entire
family sleeDintr toeetherer In one room I

In this man's family was one ralher pret-
ty girl of eighteen, who every year had to
go away to work, living with her fellow
laborer in precisely the same way I The
condition of things on those estates may
be imagined. The wages paid to labor-

ers in this country seemed to them enor-

mous, and they were anxious to go West
and get at it.

"Why," said one of them tome, "they
say we'll get never less than four shillin,
a day ! At that I can earn a hoase for my-

self."

He pro
duces a document signed by Beecher
which is actually a confession, and a
thousand other documents, on which any
iurv in the country would send a man
to the penitentiary and which have sat
isfied the world as to the true state of the
case.

you put upon them. I wash mv hands of
the whole of it I don't like it It is dis- -

agreeable."

And what does Plymouth Church pro
pose to d Why, instead of sifting this
matter instead of bringing all the par
ties to the bar, and compelling them to
tell the truth and the whole truth, they
have decided ic advance that Mr. Beech-
er is innocent, and have determined that
their Committee shall make a report to
that effect Then Mr. Beecher is to ten-
der his resignation as pastor, which tbey
will not accept, and Henry Ward Beech-
er will go on as before.

This will happen within this week
Mark it.

But Tilton will not allow it to rest in
this way. He fancies he has some rights,
and if a church council will not do him
justice he proposes to find a tribunal that
will. Therefore he will take the matter
from the ecclesiastical, to the legal tribu-

nals. Tbe moment the church white-

washes Beecher, he will commence suit in
the courts for damages tor the seduction
to bis wife. This will bring thu delicate
people who know, but who do not
wish to testify to the mark. When they
are under oath, when they have sworn to
tell the truth, and the whole truth, and
nothing but the truth, and when the
swearing is invested: with all the solem
nity of legal forms, they must awear.
Then when Mr. Frank Moulton, who
has letters in his possessions, be com-

pelled to either produce them or swear
to their contents ; then will the people
who know things, but who have kept
what they know to themselves for mo-

tives of delicacy or interest, be compelled
to state the truth, and it will all out ;

then will the public be satisfied and not
till then. Till then, good people who
read these epistles rest Tou will get
nothing that is reliable till you gt it la-

the courts.

Plymouth Church intends to clear its

pastor, guilty or not guilty; the courts.
which are above personal likings and in
ttuenced by the magnetism of a great
name, will get at the cold solid truth.
Don't make up your minds till the courts
have passed upon it If Tilton makes
good his case, down goes a gigantic fraud.

If he does not, the name or Beecher will

still shine as one of the elect, and no man

in America will be more rejoiced than L

For I dislike to see a great name besmear-

ed I hate to see a life clouded.

But with all this be lenient to Tilton,

He is a great man an d a good one. I know

whereof I speak, for I know him well.

He has done unwise things and foolish

things, he has the infirmities that belong

to and are a part ofgenius ; but his inten

tions have always been g ood, his impul
ses have always been right, and his fail

ings have always leaned towards
virtue. If he fails in this he must not be

put down as bad. His action must be as

cribed to a malevolent influence that has
made things seem as they were not.

know Theodore Tilton well, and I assure

those who read these lines that be is not a

quack, a dreamer, or a fool. He is a
strong mail in all things that he believes,

aud his beliefs are as a rule right a weak

man in policy, but an honest man so far

as his light shows hint what honesty ia.

He would not liiako a good member of
Congress, but he has a place in the world,

and he will always fill it creditably and
well. A great genius is Theodore and a
good and useful man. He has made mis
takes which were almost equivalent to

crimes, but he has repented of them and
paid his penalty. Can't a little sympathy
be shown him t Must it all go to the
man whom he believes has injured him ?

It is, a serious matter, and oue that must
not be hastily decided upon.

BEECHER EXPLAINS.

And uow comes Beecher with his ex

planat Ion. It is the old story He

claims to have been a particular friend of
Mrs. Tilton's ; lhat she enme to him with
stories of Theodore's infidelities and era
elty, and that he advratd her lo leave
him.
