30,000. They also promise that ,the mill
will give employment to 200 hands, and
be worth f75,000.

Painesville is making an effort to have
this mill located there, but the Youngs-
town parties prefer Ashtabula Harbor as

is a better shipping point, either by rail
or boat. If our citizens will respond to
this offer, which seems to be a fair one,
Ashtabula can secure anotber of those
branches of industry that she bas been so
long working for.

DIPHTHERIA.
Diphtheria bas become an epeidemic

in New York and Brooklyn, and indeed
in many of the Hudson River towns, par
ticularly in Albany. It is claimed that
the disease bas increased frightfully by
the common practice ot salting the streets
in snowy weather. It appeared in Alba
ny early in the spring of 1858, and in that
half of the city which is situated north
of State street almost decimated the
childrem between two and seven years.
Over 2,000 cases of the disease occurred
in the whole city during the first ten
months of its prevalence. And 179 or
deaths are recorded by it Since that
day it has appeared as a local epidemic
and bas raged with more or less vim
lence in all the principal towns and cities
in the country. It is fearfully prevalent
now in New York and suburban cities
and villages, carrying off hundreds per
diem. The disease is so virulent in its

Stnature that the physicians find it difficult
to treat it successfully.

Bourbon or rye whisky is manufactur-ed from h,gh wines commonly calledfusel oil whisky, made to day and drankthree days after. It also coutaina, vine-gar, syrup, oil of bourbon, French' color-
ing, bluestone, and other poisonous
chemicals. It costs 80 cts. to $1 a gal
lon, and retails lor so to IS a gallon.

Cognac brandy is made from French
Cologne spirits, burnt sugar, oil of

;ognnc, vinegar, bluestone: Jamacla rum,
honey, syrup, port wine, French color-
ing alumn and aloes. It costs S3 a gal
lon, and retails from $8 to $10 per gal
lon.

Irish or Scotch whisky is made from
Canada high wines, or new distilled
whisky, one week old, saltpetre, fine
salt essence ot oil of Scotch or Irish
whisky, fusel oil, syrup, bluestone.

Croix rum, some imported Irish or
Scotch whisky for flavor. It costs $1 50,
and retails for $6 a gallon.

What sells for the best old Holland
is made from French spirits, water,

of juniper, syrup, white wine vine-ega- r,

bluestone, New England rye, peach
pits, with some imported gin for flavor.

Old Tom gin is made from tbe same
ingredients, but double syrup is added to
make it sweeter.
