From Chamber’s Joumal,

FOR LIFE OR DEATH.

“You'll not do it, and getin, young
chap_. with vour hair -In}unr n-Er!d,‘i
tell ye that; and, mark ve, Britisher,
tis no town-bred greenhiorn who savs
it. butold Joe Burton, that has
fought Injuns and hunted bufller on
the plains afore you left yonr moth-
er’s side, [ calenlate, '"Taint to be
done.”

“But, Colonel,” T put in, smiling,

et not guite so mach st my ease s
fd&ﬁireil to appear; for this tough
old frontiersmun who remembered
the foundation of the settlement, was
no light authority as to the practi-
cability of snch an euterprise as that
which [ had, perhaps, rashly under-
taken.

“A clear throwing away of life,
that's all,” grufliv rejoined the vet-
eran, as he stooped 1o pat the hound
that jumped up, whimpering to re-
ceive hix master’s earess.

Messrs, Curtis had
gtrained every merve to collect the
ready money necessary, and th
funds were fortheoming, but the on
tire scheme bade fair to be frustrated
by the abrapt closing of the route
consequent on the war. No man, or
party of armed men, conld hnve
been bribéd to attempt the conves

ance of the ecash across the plaing,
now lllillllh‘!l h'\ the SAVALE CHoiY,
when I astonished my employers by
volunteering to be the messenver,

*“Yon shall not have to repent ol
it, Harry, my boy,” said the elder of
the two brothers, as he wrune wy
hand in kis own horny one. Y o’ !
stood manfully by us in this pi
and we'd be mesn enouith for nig-
gers to trample on if we didu’t show
gratitude a little more substantiall
than a few fair words, We never
vet did raise a clerk to be a partner,
but——, There, there, Lyndham; |
did not intend to egg you on by an
t'ff\‘l’, as if you lsmwfl-f:i !Il:l:.“ has=t :i_','
added the honest old fellow. fearing,
as he saw theé color rise to my fage
that I had taken wmbrage at his
rough speech. “Come safe back to
us, Ind, and all will be right.”

Mr. James Curtis spoke words to
much the same eifect,
time bidding me be caveful, and in-
deed it was curious to watch the
struggle in my employers’ mind be
tween a natural eagerness to escape
a financial wreek that almost amount-
ed to ruin, and the kindly appreben-
sion lest I should lose my lile in
their service.

As for myself, I knew well enongh
how great was the risk I ran, and
for how momentous a stake I was

at the same

about to play, and had not the goal

before my mental vision been the
bright prospeet of ealling Rosamond
my wife, even the prospective part-
nership would hardly have tempted
me to set off on an errand so pertlous.
AsitwasT was resolved, and as 1
got ready for the start I tried qaiet-
ly to weigh the chances for and
against my safely reaching Cristo-
bal. I had a fair knowledge of the
country, which Thad traversed on
four or five oceasions, and waus no
noviee in eamping out, or in the ia-
miliar incidents of prairie travel. 1
conld ride well, too, and wis bhetter
mounted than most of the residents
in that district where horseflesh is
cheap and plentiful, having in mjy
possession a splendid chestimt thor-
ongh-bred, originally bronght from
Kevtucky by some United States of
ficer, and was celebraté¥ for strongth
and speed. I was fond of Sunbeam,
and he was of me, for he was docile
and intelligent as wall as swift, and
wonld follow me for miles as n duog
fullows his owner, or stand, when |
bade him, with the reins hanging
loose npon his glossy neck.

Theére was seanty time for leave
taking. It was deep in the afternoon
when I started, a dozen or more of
the younger citizens of Tueson rid
ing with me for the first hall-hour,
and giving me a hearty cheer as we
parted. More than one strong hand
trembled 2 little as it grasped mine
in token of adieu, and there was an
unwonted maoisture glistening in th
honest eves of some of the Kind
hearted young fellows as they wish-
ed me “God-=speed and a sufe re
torn.”  Well do I remember wheel
ing my steed on a little clevation in
the rolling, flower-cnameled prairie,
and waving my hat in answer to th
waving of hats and handkerchiefs
from the little knot of horsemen, not
one of whom, I am sure, ever ex
pected to see me again on this side
of the grave. Then I rode vu, and
lost sight of the friendly band of
well-wishers.,

The heavy sultry heat seemed to
enwrap the land like a mantle; there
was not & breath to stir the droop-
ping leaves of the few cottonwood
trees [ passed in the lower levels,
and on the uplands the long rank
grass was parched and brown by the
fierce sun, for it was leng since rin
had fallen. The shrill, sharp chirp
of the prairie cricket, and the far-off
barking of that curious animal, the
prairie: dog, alone awoke the siill
ness that was absolutely oppressive
Some three honrs after leaving Tne-
son I reigned up beside the blae,
bright waters of a creek, and slack-
ing_.ny horse’s girths I allow ed him
to drink freely, myself replemshiog
the metal canteen that was slung st
my saddie-bow, for in that  desert
land another ulllpnrtuuit_v of appens.
ing thirst might not readily voonr.
And presently leaving the grassy
prairie we struek into a country still
more lonely and desolnte, where the
only sound was the thud of wy
horse’s hoofs on  the seorched and
barren earth.

Far away to the left there glim-
mered against the sky something like
a shining wall, imperfectiy visible,
but which 1 knew to be the serrated
creste and mountain peaks of the
Mimbres, the mnatural fastpesses
where dwelt the barbarnan wnbe
whose toreh and tomahawk had lsid
wiaste muny & happy~home, No
wore mementocs of their hostilicy
lacking, as I traversed the track—
deeply seamed by wagon-w hieels,
and strewn with the blescned bones
of mules and oxen—that did duty
for a rond. Eight or mine times
there loomed before me a rade
wooden eross, on which was conrse
Iy painted in letters of black or red,
ometiimnes 4 name, morea oflen mere
initinls, followed by the simple in-
wription, *Killed by the Apm hes"

The sun went down, the dew ghis
tened upon the rank  herbage, aud
tufts of the wild sage, and a wel
come breeze cooled ‘the heated air,
while the broad, bright moon, like a
silver shield, rose to ahal her cim_-a_
tened light over the vast expiise of
prairie. Onward [ vode, nntil st
length ina sort of DUsis; where wa-
ter and grass nnd  trees were to be
jound, solected my comping-place
for the mnight, With dawn | was
again in the saddle, nor did any ia
cident during that day’s journey o
the next vary the monotony of prai
rie travel, Water was metr with,
sparingly, indeed, and of poor qural
ity, but the brackish and  turbad
dranght at any rate suffioed to sliey
that tormenting thigse which s the
great terror of the solitary wayfarer
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on these burning pluins. Wherever
there was water, too, there wns pas-
ture for wy borse; while for my own
sustenance I was provided with a ti-
ny store of wild bull-beef, cut in
strips and dried in the sun, in Mexi-
can fashion, and with a bag of parch-
Tln--‘-v.-, with a flask
oi French brandy, a Spanish poucha,
aid ammunition for carbine and re-
volver, made up all my equipment,
save only my canteen, with ita tin
cop and the leather saddle-bags
wherein were stowed away the gold
anid greenbacks necessary o redesm
the credit of Curtis Brothers wath
their ¢reditorsat Uristoball Qo the
ey e |1i;r:l: of the third ll'l:\' I halted in
4 well waterad dell near the head of
a ereck, and at a distance, as I'com-
pated, of 120 miles from Tocson; 80
miles more, at most, would carry me
o Fory Webster: and once across
the Giln I should be safe, and could
make cortain of Qum;rl-;!-ill_l__' my j')“f‘
ney o Cristobai. Hitherto | had met
with no living soul, friendly or hos-
tile. More than once 1 had fancied
thut on the verge of the dim horizon
I had canght a glimpse of tall spears
il feathered heads: aud on one oe-
casion 1 heheld a distant cloud of
dust arise from the bare, brown sur-
fave of the desert; but this might ss
l'.'!ﬁi}'\' have been l:l't':i.?iifll'h.!li h}’ !i!t‘
passage of a herd of bison or of wild
liorses, as of the Apaches or their al-
lies. My spirits rose as I proceeded
m my way, aml I began to feel von-
fident of snecess,

On that night, lying wrapped in
my poncha, with my saddle for a
pillow, and my wespons within
reach, I dreamed I wos at home
again in old England, and a boy
onee more, for | saw my sisters’ fuces
ronnd me, and those of my former
friends and playmates long dispers-
ed, when suddenly T was aroused by
the shrill, eager ueighing of my
horse, tethered elose by, and waking
with a start, opened my eyes to en-
connter the fierce eves glaring upon
me from n hideous painted face,
bending over me, and so elose as to
well-nigh tooch it I felt an Indian’s
hot breath npon my eheek, as he
stoovd over me, while of his purpose
there could be little doubt, for, as 1
conld see by the dim light of the dy-
ing wntch-fire, he was freshly be-
stnenred  with war-paint, snd one
hand held a glittering knife. As 1
sturted up nnd  grasped the butt of
the revolver Iving beneath my head,
the Tudian’s other hand clatched me
by the wrist, while again my steed
neighed shrillvs as 1 propped myself
OHn Gne k?ll'v l could see t]‘:ﬂt -";T[ﬂ-
heam was plunging and rearing vio-
lently, while two dark forms were
gliding about the spot where the
fastened, apparently in-
tent on unfastening the long lariat
by which he was haltered to the
groanid.

There are confused recollections
of which memory isnever able after-
wards wholly to unravel the tangled
thread. I remember a brief, sharp
strngele, during which I twice re-
ccived a slight graze from the knife
that the Apache carried, and then
my right wrist was freed from the
hamd thay grasped it, and the sharp
crack of the pistol, as three shots
were suecessively  fired, broke the
stiliness. Then almost immediately
I heard the thud of zalloping hoofs
npon the erisp turf of the praine,
and saw  two mounted men, whose
tfluttering blankets ond plumed heads
proclaimed their nationality, ride off
into the darkness. At my feet lny
my first assailant.  His hand, when
I lifted it, fell back to earth, and his
erim features, bednubed with streaks
of vellow, white and black, were
stiffening fast in death. The two ea-
zle’s fenthers, fastened by a silver
brooch to hiz long, black  hair, de-
noted that he had been a chief or
principal warrior, while the paint
and tattoning proved him to belong
to the great tribe of the Apaches.

My great source of anxiety now
wis lest the two braves who had es-
l_‘:l[ll_'ll should have comrades within
reach, and 1 at onee decided that to
press on was my wisest poliey. It
wis now the dark, chill hour that pre-
cedes the dawn, but saddling Sun-
beam, whom I found fretful and agi-
tatied after his recent interview with
the red robbers, I resumed my jonr-
ney. Up to this time I had spared
my horse, bt now, heavy as was the
sickly heat, and long ns were the
hours to he speut  in traversing the
brown, desolate plain, without gr:me
or water, I urged Sunbeam on, the
shining peaks of the Mimbres be-
coming more and more distinetly
visible as we sped npon our way.—
Poor Sunbeam showed for the first
timed Kigns of distress when we halt-
ed beside a stream, the brackish wa
ters of which seemed o hurn the
thirsty lips that craved for them:
bhut we were now, ns I compuled,
within three hours of the river Gila,
bevond which was safety,

spread itself before me, when, on
the next  morning, my jaded steed
and 1 pgain <ot forth upon the track,

bare of verdure.
drosaht and heat of the seorching
sun had withered every green blade,
while poals and erecks which ought
to have been full of sweet, pure wa-
ter, were now mere beles of nhir»gl!-'.
or hollows paved with dried elay; 1
shared the last drops of the ;nre-.u'mu_.d
fluid I carried in my osnteen, and
the List of the
Sunhenm, and  the good horse geem-
ed an thouwh he were grateful for,
and understood the Kindoess, for he
ribbed Dig velvet muzale eavessing-
[F a st my hand as | stroked Ias
aeck, vo lowger sleek and smooth as
sutin, for fatigue snd privation had
vimghened his cost and dimmed the
eye. -Suddenly, ns 1|
slad beside him, T looked buaek,
and saw, what for the moment,
mide my very heart cease to beat,
as if an oy towch had fromen the
Linad in my veins,

Spears and plume heads and wild
forms, whose shields and scarler
blankets or buffalo robes were dis-
1‘1!4-‘11) Lo be ween, were crowded to-
gethor at the top of a rising ground,
domitiy on over the prascie at the
gy, swinging gallop whith 8 mus-
sy keep up for ball o day. As
[ set my foot in the stirrap sud leap-
ed  iote wy saddle, the Indians,
silent till then, set up their fearful
war-whoop, and, with yells and fran-
nic gestures lashed on their steeds
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and took up the pursnit with a fury
that  sufficiently indicated whas
would be my fate shonld I be over-
taken, Then lwgan a d

rave—a race for life or death. Sun-
berm mmwerfe:l gallantly to my eall,
and for the first four or five miles [
saw a little. of the enemy, but on
they came pitilessly, and soon seem-
ed o gain ground. Had it been on
the first day of the journey, I conld
have langhed at my pursuers, but
now the superiority of my nobla
horse in stride and strength was
nentralized by the comparative fresh-
ness of the shagey steeds on which
the Apaches were mounted. I
groaned ad ] felt Sunbeam flag be-
neath me, thongh T urged him onm
with voice and hand.

Miles npon miles of rolling prairie
wWere l.l".‘\-g-l‘ﬁt‘-!i, my horse ke[.ping
the lead, and speeding on with cour-
age unabated, but stsggering as he
went, and bearing heavily on the
bit as we descended the frequent
slopes. The Indians saw their ad-
vantage and pressed on, making
every effort to come up with me.
Oune arrow slightly ‘wounded my
horse in the neck; a second brushed
my check, making me feel as though
& liot iron had been drawn across it
I bear the thii, blue sear to this
day. DBut maddencd with excite-
ment [ spurred Sunbeam on, shook
off the pursners for a while and pres-
ently saw, gleaming before me, the
waters of a swifuy flowing river
which could be no other than the
3ila; while beyond it rose the stock-
aded walls of a lonely building—
Fort Webster, donbtless,

I patted my steed's reeking neck
as I encouraged him on; and with
a faint, friendly neigh the gallant
horse responded to my appeal, and
still recled onward. e Tiver,
hordered by tall trees and cane-
brakes, was very near; [ could hear
its tnsh and ripple, when Sunbeam,
dead beat, stumbled, fell on his
knees and sank slowly down. There
Was an arrow, unkEnown to me, stick-
inz in his.flank, and the noble bruts
had actually been bleeding to death
as he carried his master, with un-
faltering spirit, over leagnes of the
weary praive, For the moment [
almost forgot my imminent peril in
grief for the loss of my brave com-
panion; but littlé time was left for
regrets, for already the ground
shook beneath the thunder of hurry-
ing horse-hoofs, as with yells and
outeries of barbarous tnnmph, the
Indians came racing up behind.

Thirty yards before me lay the
river, but it was too deep and rapid
for a man readily toswim or wade,
and though I was weary and worn,
yet T eould not bear wo sbandon life
while a chance yemained. My pis
tol was in my belt, but my earbine
wiis strapped in the saddle of the
dead horse, and so were the bags
which held the money of Curtis
Brothers, and these I sustched np,
though I had scanty prospect of
saving either property or life, so
vear were the ruthless foes, They
were but six lances length away
from me s I plunged into the brush-
wood, intending to tnke shelter
among the tall reeds of the bank,
in the fuint hope that the clamors
of the Apaches might bring ont the
troops from the fort. To my great
jov, however, on reaching the river
bank I beheld, moored w the stem
of & mimosa tree, & canoe contain
fishing tackle, and probably belong-
ing to the garison, and leaping into
it, I seized the puddie and pushed
off into the middle of the stream
just as four or five of the Indians,
who had dismounted, came bursting
through the bushes, knife and toma-
hawk i hand]

The river ran swift and I was in-
expert in the mavagement of a conoe;
but the Indians fortanntely. hesitat-
ed to take to the river, no doubt in
the viciuity of the fort, and althongh
they pursued me with fieree scouts
and volleys of srrows, only one of
the latter hit me, inflicting a slight
wound on my left wrist; while the
welcome sound of a cheer and the
discharge of a rifle from the further
bank told that the Indian war whoo
had attracted the notice of the sol-
diers, of whose weapons the Apaches
stood in wholesomea awe. was
soon amoug friendly faces, although
so exhansted was I with fatigue and
emaotion that | fainted before reach-
ing Fort Webster.

fv story, thus heartily natrated
is nv'.-srly at an end. The kindness
of the commanding officer at the
fort enabled me to push on, as soon
as rest and refreshment had some-
what restored my vigor; and I reach-
ed Uristobal without further hind-
rance or peril, and was in time to
save the credit of the firm whom I
represented, and to allay the sus-
pivions of the half-wild Mexican and
Texan cattlesfarmers, whe had be-
gan to chafe and monrn at the de
lay. The oxen and other live stock,
g,u-n][‘ weoks later, were sent aloa
with a wagon train that u'llwleg
ander a stroug escort of the United
States cavalry to ‘Tueson: and I
should have availed myself of the
apportunity to return had not an at-
tack of fever, brought on by anxiety
and over-exertion, prostrated me for
a time, althongh youth and a robust
constitution enabled me to shakeat off

I was still pale and weak, and was
sitting listlessly amony the magnolia
hushes and coffee shrubs int he gar-
den of the Tittle inn, when I saw
Rosamond and M. Gy, whoso
kindness to me during my illness
bad been unremitiing, avprosching
me with jovial looks, :
