THE DEAR DEAD FACE.

Tim war I refor to was not one of
those, whirh we have lately had upon
our own bunds, but that which a tow
Years rtfro rnired so Ion", ro tinrnplv.

How to Limb Eoos. F.ggs arolimed

by packing them in a liquid made as
follows, viz. : One peck of fresh lime is
slacked in sufficient water, to make a
thin paste; when thoroughly slacked,
which will require twenty-fou- r hours,
water is added to thin it so that it can
be strained through a fine sieve into a
clean barrel, which is then filled with
water ; the eggs, perfectly fresh, are luid
carefully into kegs or barrels, nnd the
stirred iime liquor is poured over them,
a board being floated on the top to keep
the eggs under the surface. In this way
the eggs may be kept six months.

Charlotte Kusse. Ono pint milk,
tliree-quarte- pound sugar, one-ha- lf

box gelatine. Tut those together, and
set ovor a kettle of boiling water ; aftor
the gelatine is dissolved, beat four eggs
and stir in. Leave over the fire until it
looks clear, then let it cool. lSvat to a
stiff froth ono pint cream, then add
vanilla to tasto. Stir all well together,
and set in a. cool place with ice or snow
around it.

Capital and Labor on the Big Farms
of Dakota.

We spent an evening In tho oomfort-a.bl- e

home of one of tho suporintond-ent- s,

and heard h'jn explain tno system
of Every man is en-

gaged by oor.cract, for a certain time,
to do certain work, for certain wages.
Ho receive his money on presenting to
me ca&dfer a time check certifying tne
amount and nature of his labor. The
average price paid to hands is $18 a
month and board. In harvest they get
92.25 a day. A record is kept by the
foreman of the amount of wheat turned
out by each thresher, by the driver of
each wagon of the amount of wheat
loaded by him, and by the receiver at
the elevator of the amount of wheat
brought in by each team. All the farm
machinery and the provisions are
bought at first hands for wholesale
prices. Mules and horses are bought
in St. Louis. Wheat is not stacked or
stored, but shipped to market as
rapidly as possible. Every thing
is regulated by an exact system,
and this is what makes the farms
success.

to Brains and energy in the man who
controls them and in those whom he
chooses as his subordinate officers this
is the secret of tho enormous profits
which have been made on the

farms. The cost of raising the first
crop is about $11 an acre; each subse-
quent crop costs fiS.
