unless we boldly assume that in all cases
the persons thus visited by alleged ghosts
were either deceived or deceivers, we must
admit that Ibis particular type ol ghost
story is worthy of U'licf.

A caretnl examination of all the authen
ticated irhosr stories of the peculiar type
now under discussion will show that In

every instance the ghost came from the
east. Persons ill Kugland have seen the

China, and persons living in America have
seen the ghosts of persons who died on tho
Atlantic Ocean or in Kurope. In no in
ilnnee has a erliost arrived in London
hot hasie from the I'nitcd Stales, or has
a New York man been visited by the ghost

of a t'hicngo friend. It seems to be the
invariable rule that a new ghost never
travels in an easterly direction. The
ghost may have to lay a course to the
nortn-wes- i or me simin-wcsi- ,; uut no mat-

ter how much northing or southing he
makes, he always appearH at a point west
of that from which he started.

We are now ill a position to combine
what we know of the direction and rate
speed of ghosts, and to deduce the impor-
tant law that ghosts have the power
moving in a northerly or southerly direc-
tion, but that, while they have an appar-
ent motion from east to west coincident
with the apparent motion of Ihe sun, they
cannot by any mot ion of their own change
their longitude. The Loudon
ghost, if he desires to visit a New York
friend, follows th meridian of London
the direction of tho equator at a speed
great, as to be inappreciable, ami, having
reached tho latitude of New iork, poises
himself in air. and when the revolution
of the earth brings New Y'ork under
feet ipiiotly dropa into Ilia friend's
We have hero tho llrst
ghost law that has ever been formulated,
and we have a firm bosis of facts for
support in the shape of the only authenti-
cated class of ghost stories.

Wo may go even further, and deduce
hardly less important law that tho period
during which the now ghost can thus hov-

er near the earth is less than
hours. If tho London ghost could remain
as long as he chose watching the earth

and selecting his own time for drop-
ping in on his friends, thcro would be
end of the interesting appearance
ghosts at the precise timo of their escape
from their bodies. The ghost that

to announce his cscapo from
body is never behind time, but always

at tho precise lime, by the watch,
which the muluiicholy event took place.
Wo are thus compelled to believe,
while the ghost ran remain near the
iliiiinu twenty-fou- r hours, and can

These facts are submitted as tho begin-
ning of a true science of ghots, audit
to be hoped that they will be followed
the discovery of other and equally impor-
tant laws, the knowledge of which will
