was given by the eoustant report ot guns
irom every direction in the wilderness.

They soon prercd a Imwor in the road-
side, and tables fairly groaned under roast
pig and fowl and other dainties too nu-
merous to mention.

About a hundred persons, young and
old, met together on that day to hold
what would now be called a very antlquat.
ed celebration, but to them it was fully up
to the times and very enjoyable. They
had no public speaking, no one present
was qualified to entertain an audience In
that way; but in firing gum, playing ball
and social visiting they trad a plenty. They
had no aotidents, neither drunkenness or
quarreling to mar the pleasures of the

went home at a seasonable
hour, feeling they had had a riirht down
good time celebrating the birth of inde-
pendence the first time In Kingsville.

It is a solemn thought for one who wss
present and took part, as a youngster, in
the pleasures of that day. to realize that
out of that happy company of pioneers

What enthusiam the nomination will
arouse remains to b. seen, but it will at
least exite no opposition within the Repub-
lican party, and will give measurable satis-
faction to all its sections. The believers in
a continuous tenure ot office will see in
Gen. Garfield a representative of their cure
for the strife of factions. For Gen. Gar-
field not only comes from a district that
oeneves in tbirtf and fourth terms, but his
eminence in American politics is due to
mat, lact. ine western reserve has in a
period of hall a century been represented
by but lour men ; Gen. Garfield has been
ineir repreeentatiye for a period of eigh-
teen years, from 182;to the present time.
For the last two sessions of the House of
Representatives he has been the leader of
the Republican party m the House. To
call such a man a dark horse is absurd.
The leader of the house is the natural lend.
er of his party when it comes into power,
and in England is almost always made
rnme Minister as a matter of course.

The advocates of Civil Service reform
must be hard to suit if they are not pleased
with the nomination a man who has never
sought an office. When first elected to the
House of Representatives he was with the
troops in the field and did not know that a
nomination was contemplated until he was
informed that it was given. When last
fall bis name was before the Ohio legisla
ture as a candidate for the United States
Senate, in competition with several men of
no little eminence in national politics, his
friends were urtrent that be should eo to
Columbus and take rooms there to be near
the Legislature at the critical moment.
He refused ; he never had sought an office
and would not begin then ; he remained at
nis iarro ; ana won more votes by nis wise
independance than he could have won by
wire polling, for he was elected without
opposition within his party. At the con-
vention which has just nominated him he
steadfastly declined to be a candidate, aud
was nnaiiy declared the choice ot the con-
vention bis protests and because
of bis hearty devotion to his party and
the promotion of its principles. At the
same time he is a practical politician : he
does nol belong to the "scratchers;" he
nas always acted with his party: he has
always been simply a Republican not an
lnmpenueni itepuDucan, nor a ioung Re-
publican, nor a stalwart Republican, nor a
bloody shirt Republican. lie possesses the
political purity and integrity which Pres-
ident Hayes possesses, and a skill in mana- -

ing men wmcn President ilayes lacks,
loth uualities were strikinclv manifested

in the convention which he did so much to
harmonize and which finally nominated
him.

The believers in paper monev. if there
are any such left in the Republican party,
are the only ones likely to be dissatisfied.
Gen. Garfield has been always and consist-
ently a hard money man. In the time
when Ohio waa most doubtful on this point
he never wavered. His record is in this
respect like that of President Hayes.

uen. uarneld is an earnest christian
man-- , a denomination very numerous in the
West and Southwest; has never been
ashamed of his faith; has often preached
though he has never been professedly a
preacher ; and has always carried his religi-
ous principles into his political life. He
has the respect of those who differ most
widely from his political views: and the
spontaneous meeting held in the House of
Representatives by its members to rend
him their congratulations on his nomina-
tion was equally credible to him and to the
moral sense of tho house.

The nomination of such a man is a re
buke to the croakers, aud a testimony to
the political power of moral sentiment in
the American community. For twelve
years the domiuent political party has
taken np and presented for the suffrages
of the American people men whose first
element of strength lay in their acknowl-
edged moral worth. Abraham Lincoln,
U. S. Grant, Ruth ford B. Hayes and
James A. Garfield, whatever may be
thought ot their political principles and
their political abilities, represent the high-
est moral elements aud convictions of the
couunity as applied to public questions,
hi character they compare favorably with
the foremost statesman of foreign countries
and wii. lb foremost statesmen of our
own earlier National life.
