WASHINGTON, June 15.

Frrsldont nave sent the following
veto tuoHKage to t,ho Senate

After mature consideration of the bill en
titled, "An act n'iriiliiting the pay and appoint-
ment of Deputy MiirwbHls," 1 am const nutted to
withhold from it my approval, and return It to
the Senate, In which It originated, with my ob-
jection to Its pasture.

otherwise Interfere with a Marshal or his
special Deputies, or to threaten or to attempt
to do so. f any person appointed such special
Deputy Marshal has taken the oath or oilleu
nod then-alte- neglects or refuses to fully dis-
charge the duties of such office, he la punish-
able not only by removal lrom office, Itut by
fine and Imprisonment. The f uuet lous of
Specliil Deputy Marshals lor by
law, Iteing executive, they ure placed under
the authority of the chief execu-
tive officer of the Courts of the Doited States,
'i'hey ure in fact, not merely In narne,the Depu-
ties of the Marshal, but he and his
arc responsible for them. A civil force for the
execution of the law is thus Instituted In a
con lance with and familiar
usage, which Is simple, effective aud under a
responsible head.

Tho necessity for the possession of these
powers by appropriate otlicers will not le
called In question by intelligent citizens, who
appreciate the Importance of n peaceable, or-

derly ami luwfulelectlon. Similar powers are
conferred and exercised under the State laws
with respect toStatu elections. The executive
officers of the United States under the exist-
ing laws have no other ur greater powei- to
supervise and control the conduct of Congres-
sional election than the State executive off-
icers exercise In regard to State elections.

Tho bill before tno changes completely the
present law by substituting for special Deputy
Marshals of tho existing statutes new officers
hithertounknown to the law, and who lack the
power, responsibility und protection which
are essential to enable thcra to act efficiently
as executive officer.

It will unobserved that the Deputy Marshal
proposed by the bill before mi' are distinctly
different officers from the S peel id Deputies of
the Mut shid ns snob, officer are now provided
for in the Statutes. This bill doe not connect
the new officers with existing luws iclat ng to
Special Depirty Marshal-- so us to Invest the
propositi sisrstmis wttn me same di
era, to impose upon tiiem the unte duties, and
to give tin-i- the b une protection by means ol
criminal law. When new officers are created
distinct lu character and upitoluted by differ-
ent authority, although similar In name to the
officers already provided for, such new ottice it
are not held by similar responsibilities to the
criminal luw, do not p.isscsh the same powers,
and tire not slntilurly protected uubtss
tt Is expressly so provided by leirislation. The
so culled Deputy Marshals provided for In this
inn win nave no executive nciui. The Mar
shal can neither appoint nor remove them
He cannot control thoin. and ho is not respou--
sinifl ior inem. i iicy win nuvu no autuority
to call to their aid It resisted the posse cotiil
tutus. They are protected by no criminal
statutes In the perform onco of their duties.
An assault uion one of these Deputies with
Intent to prevent a lawful will bo no
more than an ordinary ussuult upon any other
citlxen. They cannot keep the peace. They
cannot make arrests when ct lines ure commit-
ted lu tlK-i- r presence. Whut poworsthey buv
are conn oca to tne precincts in wnicn tney re
side. Outiddo of the precinct for whicb they
arc appointed tho Deputy Marshals of this bill
cunnttt keep tho peace, make urrcsts, hold
prisoner, take prisoners before a prop-
er tribunal for hearing, nor perform
any other duty. No oaths of office tire required
of them, nnd they give no bond. They have
no superior who is responsible, for them, und
they ure not punishable for neglect of duty or
misconduct In office. In ull those respects this
bill makes a radic.il change between the pow-
ers of the United States officers at National
elections and tbo powers uniformly possessed
and exercised by State officers nt Stulc elco
tious. This discrimination against the author-
ity of tho United States is a dopurturo from
the usage of tho Government l atHblished by
precedents bemnmtur w tn the earliest slut
titcs ou the subject, Hiid violates the true
principle ur the Constitution.

The Supreme Court in tho decision already
referred ui says: 'It ts argued that the pres-
ervation of pence and gitod order lu
is not witnin tlie powers connuca to tne uov-
brnuient of the United States, but belong ex
clusively to the States. Merc again wo arc
met with the theory that the Government ol
the United States docs not rest upon the
soil und territory of tho count ly. Wo
think that this theory is founded on an
entire niiscouccption of tho nature- aud
powers of that Government. Wu bold It to
he an Incoutrovcrtlbln principle that the
Government of the United Suites may by
means of physical force excroisod through
it oinciai ugema execute on every iooi
of American soil the powers and i'iino ions that
belong to 11. This necessarily iuvolvia the
tower to command obedience to Its laws, nndImnce tiie power to keep the pence 10 that ex

tent. This power to enforce Its luws and exe-
cute Its function In all places does not dcro-gnt- e

from the power of the State to execute
the laws at the sumo time and In the same
place. The one does not exclude the other,
except where both cannot bo executed at the
same lime, in mat case tne wnros or tne i on--

atitutloti Itselt show which is to yield: 'Thl
Constitution and all laws which shall lie niedo
in puisiiuucu thereof shall be tbe supreme law
oc uie itino. A

In conclusion, it fs proper to say that no ob-
jection would be made to the nppointment of
otticers to act with reference to chctlous by
the Courts of the United State, and Hint I aiu
In I'uvor i f appointing officers to supervise
nnd protect elections Withoul regard to party,
lint the bill before me, while It recognises tbe
power an I duty of ih United States to pn
vide officers to gieird and scrutinize Congress-
ional i lectlnny, fulls tomlupt its pruvDtoni to
existing Liws i hs to secure efficient super
vision ami protection. it is tltnreiore re-
turned to the S mite, tn which It orlginnted,
for that further consideration wblcb is
tcinpiaiod by tbe Constitution.

at about 10 o'clock, and there waa no moon.
lhere was not a soul on hoard the fated steam
er that was troubled with any presentment of
the terrible calamity which was drawing near.

l ne was mown at intervals as tne
Narragansett plunged ou her way through the
wstT, and this, with the splashing of the wheels
and the groaning of the massive engine, was ttie
only noise wliieh disturbed the stillness. The
whistle wits not blown as often as it should bnve
been, or the sudden breaking-upo- f this pleasAut-lv-begu- n

voyage would never have occurred.
Suddenly, Just before midnight, when the
steamer waa off Cornfield Light, opposite Clinton
and Madison. Conn., and Greenport, Long Island,
within seventeen miles, or two hours' sail, of
Btonington. and one hundred miles from New
York, there was a crash, the lights nf the saloon
suddenly went out. and the air was filh-- with
the screams of frightened men and women. In
a moment vast volumes of Hcnldin steam passed
through the cabin, and the place resounded with
the cries of officers and men giving orders and
calling for aid. For a brief season nobody knew
wnat naa Happened, but tnoseon uccksaw dim-
ly a Inure hulk locked fast to the Narrat'anAett.
and the cry went out that there had been a colli
sion. The Htimington, of the same line, hound
from Btonington to New York, had crushed
through the Narracansett, her bow sticking in
the port side, just forward of the wheel-hous-

Heveral of the Nsrrapansett's rasscngers were
struck by the Htoninlim, and three
were, carried completely away in the collision.
The Htonington hacked out as soon as iummble,
having lost her bowsprit and about three feet of
her stem.

The name which followed this mde awakemmr
of the passengers on the Narraansctt waa terri-
ble. Men, women and children jumped from
their beds and rushed shrieking from their state
rooms and berths, some in their
and none completely dressed. They tilled the
darkensd saloon and pushed and jostled each
other iu their fiantie efforts to get upon the
deck. The officers seem to have tost their heads
completely, and with the exception of the Purs-
er, John Kiernan, not one of them, from the ac-
counts of the passengers, seems to have done
anything to atop tlie panic. Kiernan reasoned
with the frantic men and women who surround-
ed him, but he might m well have talked to the
winds. Jjights were finally procured, and tiieu
the passentrera fought for chairs, mattresses,

and every article which could
possibly aid to float them. There were heroic
men in that struggling mass of terrified human
beings, and there were, too, cowardly creatures,
who took advantage of the. weak n en of women
and children to save their own worthless lives.
in me contusion ana terror ot the moment hus-
bands were separate: from wives and children
from parents, and at fought for but one object,
to grasp the life which was flitting from them.
Borne weaker than the others fainted away, some
prayed and some railed, while all shrieked wildly
for aid.

In rhe midst of the tumnlt. the Narrairansert
was discovered to be on hre. 'the how of the
btonington had penetrated the boiler of the
other boat, the burning coals of the furnace had
been scattered on the oiled wood-wor- k of the
steamer and now to the fear of death by drown
in waa added horrors of death by burnina,
This increased the panic and a rush was made
for the boats. But there were no officers at their
posts to shipthein and the passengers out them
adrift and piled into them like sheep. The first
to reacii uie water was overcrowded and swamped
but the otitsrs were out adrift with their tire- -
cious cargo. The steamer was settling, the heat
from the tire was growing too severe to be borne,
and men, women and children plunged into the
dark waters with chairs, mattresses, planVs aud
wnaiever eise uiy con hi my ineir nanus on. une
mother had left her babies in her stateroom and
tbe fire and smoke fought her bark as she at-
tempted U rescue them, ho that she was obliged
to leave them ti perish in the flames. Another
Jura iied with her babe into the wafer already
filled with struggling men aud women aud the
little one was wrenched from her grasp and
sucked beneath the waters. The incidents of
that terrible nicht are full of autteriuu and
agony to scores of human heintrs.

While these terrible scenes were being enact-
ed on the Narragansett, the officers of the n

seemed to have lost their heads com-
pletely, the passengers, after being ska sired uf
their own safety, the fear of which for a time
tilled them with terror, urged the ollicers to
send boats to rescue the drowning passengers ef
tho Narragansett. After a long deity, the boats
were lowered and then it waa found that there
were no plugs to stop the water-hole- To sup-
ply these created another delay, aud all the time
the eries tor help from the burning steamer and
from the black water were ringing in tho night
air. The boats were finally rigged and manned,
but the men knew nothing of handling the ours,
and the result was con tu ton and much loss of
invaluable time. Once at work, however, the
boata or the btontnuton ma wen and reucued
manv of the drown ins men and women. The,
men worked with a will, which made up iu some
aetrree ior weir laoa or discipline.

But other and more cfleclive aid was at hand,
Captain Lamphear. of the City of New York,
bound from New Ixtndon to this city, sighted
thn huriiinff steam ur, and. like a trus nuilor.
altered his course and bore down upttu the
disabled vessel. The boat of the City of New
York were soon in the water, and
manned by sailors who understood their work
and did it bravely, b'ot an hour and a half
the boats floated around amoim the drowning
passengers, whose struggles in the water weie
mane vim Die uy uie nirni ot tne nurmng
steamer, and the work ot rescue wua
not given up so Ions as a bead was to be seen or
a erv for hem to be heard. Women were imlled
into the boats by the hair of their heads when
they were just ready to give up the battle,
ana men who thought themselves strong
fell down apparently lifeless on the decks of
the Btonington and City of New York after being
rescuea. oevrrmi persons wuo were laiten on
board the Htonimitondied from sheer exhaus.
tion and fright, after having been in the water
for nearly two hours.
