Fish in Hot Water.
DrniNQ the late suRppriRion of pump

ing in the Belcher Mine the pump near-
est the Burfaee was overhauled, and at
the clack were found a number of

one bein nine inches in lenrrih
and fat as mnd. There were some
twenty smaller ones, ranging in size
down to less than an inch in length.
About two years ago V. r. Uennett
purchased a lot of these fish and placed
them in the Uclchcr tank on the sur
face, where thoy grew and bred. A
very fine wire screen was placed over
the outlet of the tank to prevent their
escape. These fish must have wiggled
through this screen when very small,
and then found their way through the
connecting pipes to the pump col-

umn. It is a mvsterv. however, how
these fish could liave lived in the hot
water raised bv the pumps, for if one
from ordinary water is placed in it,
immediately scaius the skip. on. liin
the fact that they did live in it and
thrive on it is attested by their presence
there and the line condition of the
large one taken out.

An Ant Worth Going To.

TnEUE has lately been discovered
species of ant which deserves to be nt
once introduced to the attention of all
children, servants and ladies keeping
house. No vestry Bhould be ignorant
of the habits of so admirable a creature,
and sanitary boards of all kinds should
without loss of time be put in possession
of the loading facts with respect to
them, iuifl ant, It appears, abominates
rubbish. If its house in made iu a mess
it gets disgusted, goes sadly away, and
never comos back. Dirt breaks its
heart. The insect in question is
native of Colombia, and hatches its
eTff8 by artiticial heat, procuring for
this purpose quantities ot foliage, which
in the course of natural fermentation
supply the necessary warmth. .When

Robert Raikes.

It i a good thing that the some hat
vague ideas a to Robert Kaikes are
to be cleared up in the minds of multi-
tudes during this centennial year for
Sunday-school- Kaikes was born in
Gloucester, Kngland, September 14,
173.5, and during most of bis life wa
editor of the . Gloucester Journal, of
which he became the sole proprietor at
the ajo of twentv-two- . He was always
in comfortable circumstances, and after
he retired from active life received an
annuity of $1,500 from the paper. We
first bear of him as a philanthropist
showing great resolution and courage
in behalf of the crowds of prisoners in
Gloucester jail. He was, however, far
more prominent than any other person
in bringing bunday-scho- ol work before
the public (which was done largely
through his paper), and in making
Bible studv on the Sabbath in connec-
tion with the churches a systematic and
organized work.

We are not sure even that he himself
was a teacher, but we know he exhib-
ited a rare organizing faculty, visiting
parent and children at their homes
and urging their attendance. Looking
backward it has long been admitted
that it was a mistake to pay his teachers
for their work, though even at this day
few teachers could be found to do what
they did without pay; for then schools
met at ten in the morning, each scholar
receiving personal instruction, mainly
in reading and writing. According to
Dr. Vincent, in the S. S. Journal,
nt twelve they were dismissed,
but met again at one; and at the
close of the afternoon preaching serv-
ice they came back and recited the
catechism, thus being kept at schooland
at church about six hours and a half.
Such teachers earned their money sev-
eral times over. But it became a
costly system to sustain in this way,
and in "passing from tbe paid to the
volunteer system, about thirty years
after their establishment, the schools
received a severe check. The work
grew rapidly from the beginning, and
ws are told that in 178), or only nine
years after Kaikes began his efforts,
there were no less than SOij.OOO Sabbath-scho-

a scholars in Great Britain. These
schools were at first almost purely mis-
sionary in their character, and even np
to this date in Continental Europe the
idealprev.iils that Sabbath-schoo- ls are
mainly for the lower classes. In this
country they encounter no such preju-
dice, and it is estimated that there are
7,000,000 of scholars in our American
Sabbath-school-

The death of Raikes occurred sud-
denly, April 5, 1811, at the age of seven-

ty-five; and his remains lie in the
family vault in St. Mary de Crypt
Church, in Gloucester. We have no
evidence that Kaikes was what thea world calls a brilliant man, or that he
was a success as a public speaker, but

It his mind comprehended and grasped
it fully a treat liea. and he showed re-

markable executive power in carrying
it out into practical results, so that he
rightly conies down into history a one
of the world's great benefactors Con- -

their failure to develop excellence of
moral character, or to achieve some
good work for others.

I personal advantage; because we have

failed to win the fame or the money for
which we hoped; or even because we
have not won Borne unworthy triumph
over a rival, or in Hie ted punishment
upon the enemies who have wronged
us.

Even in less directly selfish
over what seem to be failures in

one's past life, a man often looks back
of ut the relations between success and

failure with eye blinded by misappre-
hension, and so grieves over what was,
in fact, a blessing rather than a curse.
He thinks only of the bright side of the
thing which he has missed, and iguores
the long line of certain or possible mis-
fortunes which would have followed
the attainment of the lost opportunity.
Not all the things which " misfit have
been" are things of beauty and bless-
ing. We dwell with melancholy mus-
ings upon the bright things which we
have tailed to get. but we feel far too
little gratitude for the failure and suf-
fering which God has averted from us.

is Indeed, the habit of coddling
disappointments may so grow

upon us that we become utterly unable
to distinguish between the true and the

a false, and finally get into a fretful and
sinful mood, because of f.tilures which,
on the one hand, were real blessings,
or, on the other, had no actual basis in
fact. Kspceia'ly is this true of the re

flection which come with advancing
year, as one thinks upoa that which he
I pleased to term a " lost youth." W
are too prone to forget that the youth-
ful measure of niecns in an nntrnst-worthyon- e.

With all the experience
which come with middle life, we will
insist on looking at some dis-

appointment from the fuolisn stand-
point of callow inexperience. We
throw the cloud of imagination over
possibilities whose greatness Increas-
es as memory of their res,1 nature di-

minishes. So one hear a well-to-d- o

merchant sadly repeating some extrav-
agant compliment elicited by a piece of
achool-bo- y declamation and intimate
that, if he had only been a lawyer, the
highest aiiciesse of the profession
would have been open to him. 'i hna it
is that a worthy and minister
occasionally permits himself to give a
saddened thought to the great fortune
he lost when he Irft the counting-roo-
and began hi classical stndica. The
same deceitful process of thought lead
the quiet wife, whose work at home
has been a noble and happy one, to
conjure np the ghost of what she
might have been had she married the
long-haire- d youth who used to quote-Hyro-

and Mrs. Hemans, and had she
followed him in the paths of literary
glory in which, to be sure, he never
walked himself, but to which her guid-
ance niijfht have led him. There in no
need of multiplying examples, for few
are those persons who never find them-
selves in a frame of pensive meditation
over some silly compliment they re-
ceived when they were in their teens,
or some crazy ambition which they once
nursed in their unsettled bruins.

Certainly there is enough sadness in
the world, and in the happiest life,
without increasing it by any grief that
has no foundation outside of the imagi-
native faculty. If it is a sin to give
place to prolonged lamentations over
real woes, it is more sinful to mourn
over those which are unreal. Musing
over " disappointment" is downright
ingratitude to G'xi. If people could
realize the essential wickedness of it,
they would not be so ready to rive way
to it. For our mistake and follies we
may well have a godly repentance, but
this Is a very different thing from
brooding over disappointments. If we
have failed, let us amend our lives. Ii
things have not been what we would
have them, let u remember that God's
hand leads us in failure and misfortune
as well as in success and joy. Who
shall dare look back on his life and say
that it has not been led by One who
rules wisely. The ancient proverb that
tells us that we go np through difficul-
ties to the stars may be read backward
for those who vex their souls with un-

grateful and wicked thought over im-

aginary disappointment. Ii we would
go prowling around among the false
stars of fancy instead of real stars
reached by genuine endeavor, we may
be sure that we shall only fall back
among the. thorns.
