"Transplanting"—A Rare and Delicate

Surgical Operation.

A very delicate and rare surgical
operation was yesterday performed at
ho County Hospital. J he operation is
hat is known K "transplanting."

which It a doeidod advance on tlie better-k-

nown method of grafting small bits
of skin from one person to another.
The operation was conducted in one of
the operating tents in the oourt-yar-

and was witnessed hy a small class of
clinical students. Drs. Lee and Fengcr
conducted the oporation.

Ihe subject was a little girl ten years
of ago, named Agnes Asho. About
sixteen months ago she was playing
with her brother and some other chil-
dren on the prairie, when they con-
ceived the idea of sotting the grans on
fire. The little girl's clothes caught on
tire, and before she was aware of it she
was in a blaze. Running wildly across
the prairie she fanned the flames, and
before they could be extinguished she
was terribly burned from the shoulders
downward. She was taken home, re-
ceived medical attendance there for
three months or more, when she was
brought to the County Hospital. While
there she received the best attend
ance, as testified to by her father, who
desired special acknowledgment made
to warden mills anu ir. Aiurpny. it
was found that the most serious burn
was on the left thigh exlendingup along
the nates. In spite of everything that
could be done the. little one's exhaus-
tion was so complete that the burn re-

fused to heal. A fungoid growth
formed rapidly, and nothing could stop
tbe decay of the skin and flesh. Graft-
ing little bits of tlosh was of no avail;
and in this predicament it was decided
to try the method of transplanting.
After the matter had been thoroughly
explained to Johnny, the twelve-year-ol- d

brother of Agnes, he bravely de-

cided to make the sacrifice, and the re- -
ult of the little fellow's decision was

the operation performed yesterday.
The operation itself, as witnessed by

a Tribune reporter late yesterday after-
noon, is a peculiarly delicate and inter
esting one. The only untoward cir
cumstance was the heavy rain which.
as the patients were in a tent in the
open air, may nave had some ill enccts.

A curious box haa been construciea
nndor tho supervision of Dr. Murphy.
It resembled nothing more than a pair
of scissors opened out, except that one
part was about four inches higher than
the other, un one lace oi the crosi tne
littlo girl was laid face downwards. On
the other the boy lay on his side so
that his leg crossed his sister, the
part of the thigh from which
the skin was to be taken being
just over the burn on the girl. The

and two assistants constantly directed
thevanorof carbolic acid on the wounds
of both the boy and girl. The surgeons
then cut from the boyB thigh a leaf ot
skin four inches wide, and five inches
long, leaving it attached by the under
side. The wound of the girl was then
cleared of Its decaying matter. The
Han of the boy s skin was then laid on
the wound and stitched to tbe outer
edgo of tho skin about the wound, with
out cutting the edge which rendered ita still a part of the boy's lleshy covering.
This was done te secure the vitality of
the boy, for the skin which is expected
to grow to be a part of bis exhausted
sister. Tho boy's wound was ugly in ap-

pearance, but the skin had been, separ-
ated, or dissected, so neatly that itwi 11 bo
easy to heal over by the usual process
of grafting. Tho children, as they lay
in this position, were so bandaged that
tlicy cannot possibly tear the nap 01
skin or move from their position. Thus
their dual existence was begun, which
will last for about three weeks. By

a that time the success of the operation
may be known. During that length of
time the boy's vital forces will be in
measure transferred to the assistance
of his sister, and, at the end of that
time, it is hoped that tlie transplanting
will be complete and the skin firmly
grown on the burned portion. The flap
is not quite large enough, and, before
the skin is nnaiiy severed irom tne ooy,
a still further portion'will be dissected
and applied to the remainder of the
wound. The little girl's pulse dropped
considerably toward the close of the
operation, but she was revived by the
application to the nostrils of a cloth
dipped in brandy. The operation
yesterday was a success as far as

ot went, and, it IV mure taKes noia in tne
manner expected, tho brave boy can
congratulate himself on having saved
his sister s me. 1110 iatner 01 me
children was present, but could not look
on the actual operation.

The operation consumed about two
hours' time, and' required the unre
mitting attention of the surgeons
charge to get the flan of flesh properly
dissected and placed on the girl. The

It is inexorable,
yet thrice haupy is the journal in which
it is never violated. There are more
mistakes than the sagacious publio evei
finds out. Nowhere is a newspaper so
criticised as in its own ollioe.
