B. Arnold pives a detailed statement of
experiment made to determine the.
agency ol the oxygen of the air on the
separation of butter from milk and
cream. Omitting the careful details for
securing a reliable result, we can only
state- in general that vessels containing
oxygen with the cream, gave butter by
agitation in eighteen minutes, while
another vessel with carbonic acid con-
fined with the cream required twenty- -
eight minutes of agitation to pro
duce butler. J he product in the
two caxes w &n unlike; that from cream
under oxygen had a lively, rich and d:
licious flavor, while that Irom under
carbonic acid was insipid and had a
grenwy taste. Tho former kept well,
the latter soon became tainted. The
ouantitv of butter wan the same in each
case. VVe are not informed what chem
ical difference appeared whether the
butter was obtained from fresh milk or
from cream forty-eig- hours old.

Bitttkk to be kept any length of time
should be made with the greatest pos-
sible care and with an eye particularly
Ui the exclusion of every drop of but
termilk. To accomplish this to the
greatest perfection the churn should
be stopped while the butter is in the
granular form, certainly no larger than
peas, and a little earlier II possible
Draw off the buttermilk and wash
through changes of fresh water at
temperature not higher than sixty-thre- e

Ldegrees several times and until the
water runsoti perfectly clear. ;oi less
than three-fourt- of an ounce of salt
to the pound of butter should be added
atter the water has been an worked out.
The second working, at the end of four
hours after the first, and just enough
to remove any mottled or streaky ap-
pearance to the butter; pack immedi
ately and see that the packing is solid
without fissures or cracks of butter.
Tho tub or firkin should bo thoroughly
soaked in hot brine and packed while
the wood is wet. though it should bo
allowed to cool off before the butter is
put in. American Dairyman.

Winter Dairying.

The better class of livers in the
United States are beginning to de
mand good fresh butter instead of
the Kilted article which has hith
erto been eaten through the winte
months. In consequence those farmers
who try to plea.se the palate by produc
ing a sweet, mitty-tostin- g commodity,
will reap their reward by rcceivin
remunerating price, betting aside fan'
cv prices it is certain that a good fai:
rate will always be paid for butter which
can be depended upon to come to hand
weekly in uniform quality. The best
butter-mak- in the United States fails
unless the cows are fed properly, there
fore, there must be the right sort of
food. The hay should be made from
grass cut when in bloom, and this alone
will do, but some corn meal and wheat
bran will increase the cream and add
to the rich flavor of the butter. Also
the use of carrots will cause a creator
How of milk and there will be then the
peculiarly fresh taste which character
izes butter when cows are in good past
ure in June. UI course comfortable
stabling, cleanliness aud exorcise in a
sheltered yard will be requisite for full
success. The cows should have their
calves in September or thereabout, and
the heifer calves from all good milkers
should be raised, which cau be done on
the skimmed milk,

Iu the autumn there is no forage or
food of any kind, better for milch cows
as a help to failing pasture than pump-
kins. 1 have usea them freely foryears
with the best results, and iind the fear
of tho seeds all nonsense. At the pres
ent time I have a tine lot growing among
tho corn and about three acres planted
near the barn, which together will be
sullicicnt to last till t hristmas if 1 can
secure a portion of them from frost,
After tho pumpkins are gone, carrots
are better than any other variety of
roots, and if feu till grass comes agai
there need be no loss of quality in th
butter. The quantity of the milk will
be equal to the best grass season, and
will depend upon the cows. Any man
having common sense, and managing
properly, can obtain double tne average
given by cows of the kind usually met
with, if he will buy good ones and
breed from none but deep milkers, and
from bulls which are from a deep milk
ing strain. tor. vountry uentianan.

; to Europe, tne quality must be good
"Skims" will not lill the bill. If any
temporary pecuniary advantage
gained by making skim-chees- e it is
more balanced in the long run by sub-
sequent losses. The explanation for
the inferior quality of so large a per
centage ot tue rail make oi cheese i

eawy. Cupidity is at the bottom of it.
As soon as tne not weather is over,
many factories resort to skimming.
factory which has made a reputation for

froducing cheese ol tine quality, spoils
and ruins its prospects

bv skimminir. and at the very time, too.
when the best opportunity is presented
to maintain and enhance it. It is well
to remember that the September and
Lie toner cheeses are tnoso that are re
quired to carry over for spring use. If
these goods are "full cream" they are
rich, solid and desirable. The factory
producing them is more than likely to
gut an order for goods from abroad tli
following season. But such will hardly
oo tne case if skimming is resorted, to.

An experienced aanv man, of nome.
N. V., says, on this subject: "Makers
seldom fully realizo the full e fleets of
skimming. It alters the condition of
the milk which they have to work, re
tarding the desired change, and this, in
connection with the cold weather, do
lays the development of acid. The
maker tires of 'waiting and watching,
and dips the curd too soon, the result
being a poor, d cheese,
Full cream October milk, properly
made into cheese and well cured, should
be tho finest of the season, such
would bo rich, mellow and
in April or Way." Prairie Parmer.

How to Candy Fri it. When finish
ed in the sirup, put a layer into a new
sieve, and dip it suddenly into hot water
to take oh! the sirup that hangs about it;
put it into a napkin before the fire to
drain, and then do rorip more in a sieve ;

have ready sifted double refined sugar,
which sift over the fruit on all sides till
white; set it on the shallow end of sieves
in a slightly warmed oven, and turn it
over two or three times; it must not
bo cold till dry ; watch it very carefully.

Kveuy gardener or farmer should
raise his own onion, parsnip, cabbage,
turnip, salsify and beet seed, as well as
save seed from his choicest cucumbers,
squashes, tomatoes and melons. (Jather
them in paper bags of a size to suit the
(uautity aesirea, ana men at once laoei
jefore storing them. The room for seeds

enough to supply the needs of a large
garden will hurdlv be missed, and the
culture is not at all troublesome. In this
way an annual outlay of five to ten dol-

lars is saved, and good, fresh seed made
a certainty.

Fkaohks with Rick. Take some
peaches and cut them in halves; sim-

mer them in a sirup for half an hour,
then drain, and when cold arrange them
on a dish round a shape of rice mode as
follows : Boil three tablespoonfuls of rice,
picked and washed clean, in a pint of
milk, with sugar to taste, und a piece of
vanilla; when quite done put it into a
basin to get cold. Make a custard with
a gill of milk and the yelks of four eggs ;
when cold mix it witn the rice, beat
up to a froth a gill of cream, with some
sugar and a pinch of isinglass dissolved
in a little water ; mix this very lightly
with the rice and custard; fill a mold
with the mixture and set it on ice.
When moderately iced turn it out on a
dish and serve.

Thk Sorlhwfstfm Lumberman men-
tions an experiment which may have
important results for lumbermen and
grist-miller- Sawdust and bran, com
pressed at little cost into a space which
will much reduce the cost of their trans-
portation. Into a block of compressed
sawdust an eight-penn- nail was driven
so firmly that it broke in the attempt to
draw it. Vet the block was easily fri-

able. Three pecks of bran were com-
pressed into a roll six inches long by six
inches in diameter, capable of enduring
much handling, yet easily broken up by
the fingers. The process will probably
bring sawdust largely into use for beti-
ding horses, and will reduce the cost of
bran to consumers distant from the
mills.

Tub Prairie Tanner gives the follow-
ing recipe for removing a film on a
horse's eye: Dissolve four grains of
nitrate of' silver in four ounces of dis-

tilled water, and apply, by means of a
earners hair pencil, a portion between
the eyelids, morning and evening. If,
however, this film consists of a

d scar after a wound on the
surface ot the eye-bal- or if the film is
over half a year's standing, there can be
but small hopes of its removal. A grad-
ual diminution or disappearance, would,
in a curable case, begin between the
second and fifth week after treatment
has begun. The above solution may be
used alternately with the following, so
that every other week one of the two
remedies is used: Take half a drachm
of sulphate of zinc, one drachm of
di acetate of lead, and twenty ounces of
soft water ; mix. Open the eyelids gent-
ly, and by means af a piece of soft
sponge, apply a portion twice daily.

Poison Ivy.

The poison ivy is very poisonous to
some persons ; they are poisoned by not
touching it at all, or even it is said pass-
ing near it, while others may handle it
without being afflicted by the contact in
the least. The poisonous property of
tbe plant is owing to a volatile acid ; its
effect is an acute inflammation of the
skin, often accompanied by a great
swelling. The effects remain sometimes
for months, before the poison is com-
pletely removed from the system. The
usual remedies are cooling purgatives
and an external application of load wa-

ter. An application of a solution of
hops has been known to prove an effec-
tual remedy when all other remedies
failed. The plant has sometimes been
mistaken for Virginia creeper, to which
it bears no slight resemblance. The
distinguishing feature is, that the poison
ivy has leaves of three leallets ; whereas
the Virginia creepers' leaves have five
leaflets. Persons have been poisoned by
mistaking the poisonous for the harm-
less species. This plant is of 'the genus
Khun or sumach. There is also an up-
right plant that is poisonous. Farmer' I
