Military PriMtiwos.-Cho- p verr
finely one-ha- pound of sue, mix with It
one-nai- f pound of bread crumbs, and
tho same quantity of moist sugar;

thn juice; mix these ingredients well,
and put the mixture into small buttered
cup, and bake for rather more thnn
half an hour; turn them out on a dish,
and serve with lemon saure. The above
ingredient may he made into small
hails, and boiled for about half an hour.
They should be served with the same
sauce as when baked.

Bakki Ham. Make a thick paste of
flour and water (not boiled), and cover
the entire ham with it, bone and all;

Although the day
was still the fire roared like an engine,
and red-h- cinders fell hissing upon
the wet roof, showing the terrible result
that would have followed had the chim-
ney taken fire on a dry and windy day.

To Keep Grapes. Select nice fresh
clusters, and cut the end of tho stem
smooth, and dip 'into melted sealing
wax ; then put it in cotton batting ; pack
them away in wooden boxes ; keep them
in a dry, cool place. In this way they
will keep fresh all winter. Another
way Take full bunches, ripe and per-
fect; seal the end that is cut from the
vine so that no air can get in, or the
juice of the stem run out, and let them
stand one day after sealing, so as to be
sure they are perfectly sealed (if not
they will shrivel up) ; then pack in
boxes of dry sawdust, ami keep in
cool place; they will keep nicely all
winter without losing their flavor: in
packing, do not crowd the bunches;
sprinkle the sawdust over the bottom
the box, then lay the grapes carefully,
bunch at a time, all over the box, tnen
sawdust and grapes, alternately, until
the box is full.

from improvidence, a lack of fore-
thought, or an abuse of his own property
and he who takes no care of his own
will hardly be scrupulous in the care
another's. In tho mean time we en-

counter not only those who borrow your
personal effects and your household
Penates, but your opinions, your witti-
cisms, which they kindly pass off as
their own; who " never think of think-
ing for themselves at all," since it is so
much easier to adopt somebody else's
thoughts, with the advantago of not
being expected to return them.

Glass is. probably, the best
material from which to make It, as it is
light and strong, permits no sonkape
aud imbiber no taints. Such a packsgo
canj be encased in wood to protect it.
There mut surely bo some eay way of
making a glass packngn ior
butter, when they are so extensively
and MiocHsfu!ly used for fruit. Three
fourths of the had butter in market is
spoiled after packing.

Making the Most of Milk.

Di'itiKO the past two or threo
seasons of low prices of dairy
produce, it has become a matter
of greater importance to dairymen
to know how to dispose of thcii
skim milk to the best advantage. Tak-
ing one year with another, the relative
price of butter and cheese is about the
same, hut with thm dmerence: we nnd
that if the milk is worked into butter,
the skim milk, if fedtoealvceand hogs
is worth from four to eight dollars pel
cow, varvinsr with the Quantity ol
milk friven and the price of calves aud
of pork; while if worked into cheese the
value of the feed ifl lost, as the whey is
worth but little if any more than the
trouble of drawing it "from the factory.
When milk has been worked in

as a large part of It in here, the dif-
ference between working it into butler
or cheese is the difl'erenoo in the value
of the feed, as above stated. The re-

sult is that nearly all utf the factories
built within the last two yenrs have been
butter factories. In tiiis town there

a will be about eighteen or twenty facto-
ries running this p&tson, aud all but
three will make butter. Two years
ao a factory in this vicinity, with
about 800 cows, run on butter and cheese
both, making half-sku- n cheese. They
used the largo open pan, had a large
supply of cold running water, and dur-
ing the cold weather of tho fall made a
very good showing in results, but failed
to give satisfaction to patrons in the
general summing up of the season, as
was indicated by the loss of more than
half of the patrons last year and by only
running on butter last season.

The difficulty in this case, as in all
others where cheese is attempted to be
made from skimmed or partially skim-
med milk that has been set in pan, is
that the milk cannot be cooled quickly
enough, and has to stand so long to
allow even a part of the cream to rise,
and that when put into the vat and
warmed up to the point fit for the re-

ception of the rennet, it has already ad-

vanceda so far toward decomposition
(hat the best quality of even a

cannot be obtained from it. The
question whether to skim or not to
skim has been very much discussed,

a and dealers have decided that it is not
best nor profitable to skim. But
dairymen who have been making butter
or cheese for tho last three years with-
out any profit, and hardly able to make
the ends meet, can be made to see
handsome profits in it, they will be
likely to skim. The experience of the
hist year has done much here to settlea that point. In 1878, one factory ina this county was run with tho sub-
merged cans, letting the milk stand
twelve hours at a low temperature,
taking off all the cream. The skim
milk was then made into cheese, which
sold for nbout $1,500.

By submerging the milk in cold water
at about forty-fiv- e degrees, the creama can all be removed in a few hours, and
the milk is found to be in excellent con-
dition to be worked into cheese, all p

towards fermentation and decayis having been effectually stopped by its
low temperature and exchuion from at-

mospheric influences. By this system of
raising cream the quantity of cream is
much larger than by tlie old way, but,
by letting it stand only long enough to
get slightly acidified, the buttermilk

; can be put into the cheese, which adds
of considerable to the quantity. The

amount of money received for 100
pounds of milk, when made into butter
alone, by the patrons of factories here
last season, varied from sixty-fiv- e to
seventy-seve- cents; and on the sales
of September and October milk in some
instances went as high as $1. 10 to $1.17.
In one factory, in which butter alone
was made during the forepart of the
season, they began running on

of some time in August, and from
then until the close of the season each
100 pounds of milk netted the patrons
$1A'J. Another factory that was run-
ning in the same way until into Decem-
ber, for some time had been netting its
patrons $1.76 per 100 pounds of milk,
from which was made four aud a half
pounds of butter and eight pounds of

;
cheese; the cheese selling fur soven

of cents per pound. When 100 pounds of
pure skim milk can be manufactured
and sold forlifty-si- x cents it is disposed
of to better advantage than it can be in
any othor way. I can see no reason
why any dairyman with a sufficient
amount oi milk to make a cheese can-
not, by adopting this system, produce
as good or better results. S. if. Wires,
in N. Y. Tribune.
