swindle In Mston. and or the Presi
dent. Mm. Hniab E. Howe, thut have mil been
published in the IVmrs' specials, she and her
agents have repeatedly declnred that their
"bank was no experiment; that it bad been
In oporattou for forty years In Alexandria,
Vs., where it hnd been foun led by capital in
fuml-bc- d from time to time by benevolent in
Dusker anxious to ni l virtuous and unpro-
tected women. The object of the Deposit was
nevor to accumulate money, but to benefit
humanity, esireclnlly Its feminine portion.
Consequently, it was as willing to puy ninety-si- x

per cent, per annum as half s in
quarter of that rate. At leort three--
fourths of the dep rsltorlT are asserted
to live) out of Boston, and never
to have drawn their Intercut when It had
fallen due, which has materially helped the

bank 'to pay off city creditors. Tne fact
ha. been revealed that a largo number of Bos-
ton business men have, eiumilarlr enough.
raised every dollar they could bv selling se
curities, household furniture and personal
property tn order to put it in the Deposit.
While they had no faith In Its management or
ultimate solvency, they wore willing to Incur
the rltk, reasoning that. It the establishment
should oniylast one year, they would nearly
deuble their eupltal, and then draw out the
whole amount. Tho opinion that most of the
deposits have been from the middle and lower
elnsses is entirely erroneous. Many of
the ttrst families In that city are de-

clared to have intrusted Mrs. Howe with is
the onre of their funds to the extent of
from (I.ojo to SKUPiiU each, and to hnvo
sustaine d, as well as the business men, very
hoavy losses. The bouse in Lost Brnokline
street, where the bank was situated, was most
expensively, though tawdrily, furnished. So
many costly articles were bought and carried
there last spring, at tho time of its removal
from humbler quarters, that tho whole neigh-
borhood wondered at such luxury. There are,
douhtlt ss, varluus bruuehos of the Deposit,
and not a few of the depositors are reported to
be residents of this city.

she seemed to be Insensible to all else passing
round her. This singular oreature wus sub-
ject to epilepsy, and this Is what caused her
wondorf ul condition. She ute and slept well,
and seemed In her usual health up to fifteen
minutes before her death, when she was
Beizcd with an cpllcptlo nt, from which she
never reoovcrecl. Kalle was forty-eigh- t years
of age at the time of ber death. Forty-liv- e of
these she was cared lor at the county Alma
fcouse and Bayvlew Asylum, and it Is perhaps
attributable to the care and treatment she re-

ceived in those Institutions that she bad sur-
vived ao long. iialtfrnoieifaMUe.

Parents and Children.

There are few parents who fully
comprehend the amount of intlunnee
their example and spirit exert over their
children. The intuitions of childhood
are wonderful, and parents rarely un-

derstand thoir power and influence in inthe formation of character, which often
begins in a child lone; bolore the parent f

the least degree expects it. The babe
its mother's arms is more or less af

fected by the disposition and temper of
its parent anil older members ol the
fiimilv, and as it irrows older the moral
tone and actual practical life manifested

the household, affect it very much themore than any amount of instruction or
imparted precept. The first manifesta-
tion of reason in infancy is shown in the
child's attempts to imitate what it seos A
done in its presence ; nnd so the moral ex-

ample that is set before children, and
the spirit and temper that parents par-
take

in
of, are naturally imitated bv them,

and they take their strongest impres-
sions, and are very much more influ-
enced theby what occurs in their presence
than any amount of instruction or warn-
ing directly imparted to themselves by
word of mouth. If a little prattler is
taught to be gentle, loving and kind,
and then sees its parents quarrelsome,
proud, and selfish, the child
very naturally feels that the instruction

of little account, and so Boon mani-
fests the same characteristics that are
prominent in one or both of its parents.
Children are great critics, and quick to
note the weakness of their eiders, and
readily observe any failure on the part
of a parent to practice what the child is
taught to do and say. And so I desire
to call the attention of thoughtless and a
indiscreet parents and instructors to the ofimportance of looking to their conversa-
tion, tempers, and doings generally,
when in the presence of childhood, so
that no evil influence is unconsciously ofexerted by them upon a young immor-
tal soul.

If parents or older brothers and sis-

ters have differences and contentions let
them restrain themselves until child-
hood is absent. If a mother or father an

has an unkind word to say of neighbors,
an adverse criticism to make upon

their dress, manner of living, business,
or any other remark not entirely Christ-
like, let them at least wait until the
children are beyond hearing. It is
natural and right for a child to look up
to and imitate its parent, and tbe Fifth
Commandment indicates clearly the im-

portance as well as the reward of honor-
ing parents.

A parent who is fond of his child
naturally watches its development of
mind and character with great interest
and delight, but he should see to it that
he is not making the child vain and
proud spirited by calling the freouent
attention of friends to its attainments a
and personal attractions when it is pres-
ent.

When the little one is to be com-

mended, let the parent see to it that
vanity and pride are not being engen-
dered or fostered; and so beauty of
form or feature should never be alluded
to by the parent in the child's presence,
and its attainments should, be praised
or rather commended generally in se-
cret,

It
that is, with itself alone, lint when

the parent makes adverse comparisons
in speaking of neighbors and their chil-
dren, when those spoken of are absent,
and then when in their presence com-
mends the same persons who were
abused when absent, what a tendency
it creates to make a child deceitful and
given to undue flattery, slander or
abuse! Parents who are anxious to
have their children grow np truthful,
honest and amiable, little think of what
they are doing when prevarication, in
double-dealin- g or evil temper is mani-
fested in their own lives and conduct,
and frequently under the notice of the
child itself!

The Skin.

The skin Is wonderful beyond concep-
tion in the multiplicity of its parts, and

its diverse ollices and relations. Mil-

lions of nerves connect it with the brain.
Thousands of arteries bring to It nour-
ishment, and almost as many veins bear
away the waste. Millions of ducts empty
out the perspiration upon it. Innumer-
able glands anoint it with a lubricating
oil, and countless little scales are con-
stantly thrown from its surface. So
intimate and powerful is its connection
with the nervous centers, that one kind

emotions instantly blanches it and
another kind mantlos it with a burning
blush the first contracting its vossels,
the other dilating them. The skin has

peculiar diseases, but many of its
ailments come from its readiness to help
other organs which are diseased or tor-
pid, for it exceeds all others in this " vi-

carious " power. The skin is double.
The outer epidermis protects the
nerves and vessels of the inner from rude
contact with, and from the absorption

poisonous or harmful substances.
To vaccinate, wo have to break through
the epidermis. So, too, when this
sound, it is safe to handle morbid mat-
ter; but to do so with the slightest
scratch or chafe is sometimes to incur
death in its most frightful form. Warmth
applied to the surface dilates the blood-
vessels of the skin, nnd cold contracts
them. Hence, a warm bath soothes and
refreshes, by drawing the blood to the
surface ; local fomentations over an in-

flamed spot will relieve the pain by
drawing away the blood. A

acts on essentially the same
principle. Cold applied to the surface
for a brief time contracts the vessels and
crowds the blood back, which then re-

turns with accumulated force, producing
healthful glow. If the vitality is low,

this reaction does not take place, and
the cold only harms. Generally only
the purest soap (caslile) should be used

washing the hands, as the alkali
most soaps tends to destroy the epi-
dermis. No bathing of the whole body
should be protracted beyond a few min-
utes, else the good effect of it is lost,
even if serious harm is not done. Sea-
bathing is additionally beneficial from
the stimulating effect of its salts.

Hunting the Walrus—A New Field of
Adventure in the Arctic.

Thk little schooner San Diego, Capt.
Cathcart, arrived in port on Tuesday,
after a five months' cruise in pursuit of
walrus among the islands of Behring's
Sea. The ivory and oil ot these hugo
hyperboreans are utilized for various
manufacturing purposes, but the market
heretofore has been supplied by whalers,
who, when whales were scarce, eked out
a cargo with the product ol the walrus.
To the usual articles ot ivory and oil,
the San Diego has added the hides ol
these immense animals. II they can be
extensively used, walrus-huntin- g must
speedily become a successful enterprise.

a The San Diego, being only thirty-tw- o

tons burden, is much too small a vessel
lor other than private adventure. Her
crew, composed of hardy, resolute men,
have, however, returned from their
cruise with a remunerative cargo, and a
number ol white and cinnamon bear
skins nttest that their labors have not
been without incident. In a conversa-
tion with James Morrison, the intelligent
Mate, he informed a Chronicle reporter
that walrus abound in immense numbers
among the islands ol the Behring's Sea.
Like tne seal, they clamber up the rocks
and beaches, and, huddling closelv,
sleetMor days without movement. In
thisstdndition they can be readily ap-

proached, and by skillful marksmen
shot at will. The crew ol the San Diego
shot 700 in one shoal on the beach at
Hall Island, belore the myriads com-
posing it took to the water lor safety.
Many of them weighed over 3,000
pounds. Owing to a violent storm but
WO of this number were secured. Near
Cape Upright and the southeastern end
ol St. Matthew's Island, eighty-on- e

were shot, and another storm occurring
during which both anchors were lost,
obliged the return of the vessel before
the cruise was halt completed. Here-
tofore the method ol capturing walrus
has been with the harpoon. The alarm
which this method occasioned soon ren-
dered it impracticable. The plan
adopted by the crew ot the San Diego
was lor each man, armed with a Win-
chester or Sharps' rille, to approach
the sleeping animals cautiously, and
shoot at the particular portion ol the
skull covering the brain. Any failure
to penetrate the brain does not kill.
The front ol the head is impervious to a
bullet, and the neck is so well protected
by the blubber that a ball produces no
other effect than to alarm and excite the
animal, and thus cause the entire shoal
to take to the water. Every shot must
kill instantly, without producing any
commotion, or the game disappears.

is The walrus is very stupid unless dis-

turbed, when it fights with great power.
Throwing its immense head back so as
to elevate the tusks to a horizontal po-
sition, it springs forward, and by a
rapid move of the head is enabled to
strike with unerring aim any object
within three or lour feot. Woe to the
man or annual within that limit. He is
transfixed in a moment. Fights among
the males are frequent and terrific, of-
ten terminating in the death ol one or
both. Few females are lound in Beh-
ring's Sea during the summer months,
the theory among hunters being that
they pass this season with their young
in the Arctic and appear below the
straits late in the fall and winter. Un-
like the seal, they have a habit ot sleep-
ing in the water, with the head par-
tially exposed. The ivory ol the wal-
rus

of
sells readily lor torty-flv- e and fifty

cents per pound. Billiard balls, cane
heads, and all ivory articles ol
similar size are made ol it here, but
the larger part of it is sent to China and
used extensively in the manufacture of
Chinese ornaments. The oil Is equal in
quality to whale oil, commands the same
price, and is used lor the game pur-
poses. The hides are trom one and a
hall to two inches in thickness. When
tanned they furnish a superior article ot
belting lor heavy machinery, and are

a unsurpassed lor polishing silver plate.
White bears are numerous in Behring's
Sea, and the crew ol the San Diego ob-
tained tbe skins ol seven or eight that
they shot on the islands. They also
killed a large number ot large cinnamon

a bears in Alaska. On one occasion, while
engaged in the slaughter of walruses on
Hall Island, a hunter, while in the act
ol reloading his gun, startled by a rustle
on the beach, looked around, and to his
great dismay beheld an enormous white
bear seated within twenty feet of the
spot he occupied. Droppiug bis gun,
he started on a run, and was followed

I hotly by the bear, who gained on him at
every leap. A comrade perceiving his
danger, directed his aim at the ferocious

a beast, and was fortunate enough to kill
him, but not until he was in leaping dis-

tance ol his intended prey. The climate
oi Behring's Sea is cold and foggy, and
daylight during the months ol June and
July is ol about eighteen hours' dura-
tion.I Very little ice is to be seen there
in the summer; the islands are barren,
and the whole region unpromising tor
any other than fishing and maritime pur-
poses. Owing to the shallowness of the
water, storms there, which are frequent,
make a very turbulent aud dangerous
navigation. Sim Francisco Chronicle.

King's

The people ol Clmnutte and its vicini-
ty, and, indeed, ol all the upper coun-
ties of the Carolines and northwestern
(ieorgia, recently joined in celebrating
the hundredth anniversary of the battle
ot King's Mountain, fought the 7th of
October, 1780.

King's Mountain was, with the ex-
ception of tho gallant repulse of the
fleet of Sir Peter Parker Irom Charles-
ton Harbor, in Jime, 177G, the first vic-
tory ol importance gained by tbe
colonial forces at the South during a
war which had been going on lor five
years and a halt. In tiie winter ol 1778
the British overran Georgia and Flori-
da and captured Savannah, which they
held to the close ot hostilities. The
following spring at Brier Creek on the
Savannah, the Southern troops under
Lincoln wore beaten by the British
General Prcvost and lost about

men. In June Prevost
defeated thorn again at Stony
Ferry, near Charleston. In Octo-
ber an attempt ol the combined
French and American forces to capture
Savannah was repulsed with a vigor
that broke the attacking army to frag-
ments. Pulaski being among the slain.
In May, 1780, Sir Henry Clinton be-
sieged and captured Charleston, making
prisoners its 0,000 defenders, and tak-
ing 400 cannon and all its provisions and
stores. Then he overran South Caro-
lina as he had (ieorgia and Florida.
The entire Southern army having thus,
disappeared, except for a few hundred
partisan rangers under Marian ami
Sumter, ensconced in the swamps,
Washington sent another army to the
rescue, composed ol most ol his Mary-
land, Delaware and Virginia troops,
under Gates; who had the prestige ot
Saratoga to help him. Cornwallis, with
an interior force, met Gates' army at
Camden, in South Carolina, and routed
it.

Such was the prelude of King's
Mountain. During two years the pat-
riot forces at the South had been defeat-
ed wherever they appeared in the field,
except, perhaps, in minor skirmishes.
Two armies, the army ot Lincoln and
the army ot Gates, had been destroyed;
allthechiol cities were in the hands of
the British, and as much of the interior
as they chose to occupy. Cornwallis
found nothing more to do with his
troops except to invade North Carolina,,
and deliver it into the hands of the
Tories. While executing this purpose
he detached Major Ferguson, with a
lorce of about 1 "20 men, in advance, on
the same errand. But in arousing the
loyalists of the mountain region Corn-
wallis more effectually aroused the
patriots. The latter collected from all
quarters, to the number ol about two
thousand, and the best armed and best
mounted half ol these undertook to in-
tercept Ferguson. Alarmed at the up-
rising that ollicer was hastening to re-
join Cornwallis, who had occupied
Charlotte, in North Carolina.

Ferguson was overtaken at King's
Mountain, an eminence in South Caro-
lina close to the northern border. He
had now something over a thousand
men with him, mostly recruits Irom the
loyalist inhabitants. These latter seem
to have been of little assistance to him,
and in a few hours' fighting on the after-
noon ol October 7, 1780, nearly the
whole body was surrounded and cap-
tured, about 450 of them being killed
or wounded. The American loss was
twenty-eig- killed and sixty wounded.

The action at King's Mountain, then,
was an engagement ol a secondary or-
der, the cutting oft' ol a detached body
and not a pitched battle ol main armies.
Nevertheless it had a vast effect on the
conduct of all'alrs in the Carolinas. It
gave a check to that Tory enlistment
which was going on with rapidity and
threatened to swamp the patriot cause
at the South. It caused the postpone-
ment of Cornwallis' plans in North
Carolina. It aroused the mountain re-

gions to take part in the conflict which
had now been brought to their neigh-
borhood. Above ail, it was the first
suooess at tb.e South after years of uni-
form disaster. New York Sun.
