When we see a man behind the prison
bars, we forget that he may have been
reared in a Christian home nourished in a
Sunday School, and fell a victim to a vice
that came to him from without, and from

TEMPERANCE IN PRIMARIES.

It becomes temperance workers, and
such should all temperance people be, to
watch closely the management of certain
would-b- e leaders in conventions. The
time has come when caucuses cannot ig-
nore the temperance element, and yet we
must look out for the sly movements ol
the,'politition, and guard again their well
planned dodges to control conventions.

Not long since we witucssed the maneu-
vers of certain delegates in a convention
who had been elected at the primary, and
iusttucted to nominate temperance men,
and empowered to appoint another set of
delegates to represent them in a still high-
er contention. It was plain, (at least to
ns) that two delegates by adroit manage-
ment, made up the cast of the future dele-
gation, who were entrusted to nominate to
the more important offices, to represent
the people in Ihe law making department.

One of these had a bank at his back, and
the other the prestage cf a city official.
W hile the former seemed to have charge of
the manner of appointing the delegates,
the latter was busy passing from one coun-
ty delegation to another, in order to ascer-
tain wtio was in favor ot license and op-

posed lo prohibition, and thus putting
himself in possession of the necessary in-
formation to arrange the coming delega-
tions. The former of these delegates waa
carefnl to see that the latter was put on
the nominating committee that should se-
lect the future delegate convention.

' The committee retired, and in a few
moments returned with a one sided nomi-
nation, now completely out of the reach of
the convention, and in opposition to the
primary election, at least to a majority of
those present and voting. This very n

endangers the succetts oi the party
represented, and may so divide the votes
at the coming eleotion as to defeat the
nominees.

Iiow much better would it be to act fair-
ly and openly, in these conventions. Such
men often overreach themselves, and de-

feat the very object in view, and cause
their own defeat by forcing temperance
workers to divide their vote and leave a
place for a third party to come into pos
session of the offices and to the control of
power. Let temnerance workers be wide
awake and keep on the alert for the good
ot tneir cause, mere will t a granu vic-
tory in the end. The cause of right must
finally prevail.

With so simple an article as a red cab-

bage a very old but pretty little chemical
experiment may be made by the young
people, with the result of amusing and as-

tonishing those around them. The effeott
may be strikingly shown in this manner:
Cut three leaves of the cabbage into small
pieces, and placing them in a basin, pour
a pint of boiling water ovor them, letting
them stand an hour, then pour off Ihe liq-

uid into a decanter. It will be of a fine
blue color. Then take four wine glasses:
into one put six drops of strong vinegar;
into another, six drops of solution of soda;
into a third,' the same quantity of a strong
solution of alum; and let the fourth glass
remain empty. Fill up the glasses from
Ihe decanter, am1, the liquid ponred into

The church was
largely repaired ami enlarged Just at the
time when the panic came on, leaving the
people with a heavy church debt, with
which they have struggled ever since.
One year ago they owed about five thou-
sand dollars, but under the direction of
their excellent pastor Itev. S. S. Binkley
formerly of Kingaville they succeeded in
paying off one half of that sum, and on
Sabbath the 12th Inst., they paid, or rather
subscribed Ihe balance thus providing
for the entire debt duriog the balance of
this coufetence year.

This, Mr. Editor, is my church, aud
though myself and wife never forget any
of our "old friends," whether of Ashtabu
la or elsewhere, still, we are pleasantly
domiciled among this people, aud are
learning to feel at bona; among them and
lo prize them highly fur their wnrk's sake.

Baltimore before the Retolutiox.
Of those primitive days before the Revo-
lution, it was recorded of "Baltimore
town" that "as all were peaceable and
healthy, lawyers anl doctors found little
to do, but tradesmen and working men
found ready pay and constant employment.
Women's wages especially were high, as
the sex was not numerous; and as they
generally married by the time they were
twenty, they sought a t for
themselves in turn. A duty of from five
to twenty shillings per annum was laid
upon all bachelors, and old maids were not
to be met with, neither jealousy of hus-
bands. The children were well favored
and beautiful to behold, and without the
least blemish. A frank and generous hos-
pitality prevailed, devoid of glare aud
show, always abundant and good. s

and modesty in the young were re-

garded as virtues, and young lovers list-
ened gravely, and took sidelong glances
before their elders. Al eventide the fami-
ly, heallhily dressed, sat in thestreet porch
aud welcomed their neighbors. It was
customary to live at one's place of business,
and the wives and daughters served the
shop, retailers of drygoods being mostly
widows and spi liters. If a townsman
failed in trade, it was the cause of general
and deep regret. Every man who met his
neighbor expressed his sorrow. Bankrupt-
cy was a rare occurrence, because honesty
and temperance in trade were then univers-
al, and none embarked without means ade-
quate to the business. At Christmas, din-
ners and suppers went the round ot every
social circle, and tbey who partook of the
former were expected to remain for the
supper. Afternoon visits were made at
such an hour as to permit matrons to go
home and see their children put to bed.

"Between tradesmen and the gentry
there was a marked difference. The aris-
tocracy of the gentleman was noticed, if
not felt. Such as followed roueb trades.
and all men and boys from the country,
were seen on the streelx in leather breeches
and aprons, and would have beeu deemed
out of place without them. Hired women
wore snort gowns and v petti
coats, and some are still alive who used to
call master and mistress who will no long-
er do it. Cookery was plainer than now,
and coffee as a beverage was used but rare-
ly. Chocolate was the morning and even-
ing drink, and thickened milk for children.
A white floor sprinkled with clean silver
sand, large tables and d chairs
of solid walnut or mahogany, decorated a
parlor enough for the best. Sometimes a
carpet, not, however, covering a whole
floor, was seen upon the dining room.
There was a show parlor up stairs, not
used but upon gala occasions. Pewter
plates were in general use, but china was a
rarity. Plate, in the form of bowls, tank-erk-

and waiters, was seen tn most fami-
lies of easy circumstances. Punch, the
most common beverage, was drunk from
one large bowl, and beer from a tankard of
silver. At dancing assemblies no gentle-
man under twenty-on- e or lady under eigh-
teen was admitted, and the supper consist-
ed of tea, chocolate and rusk. Six mar
ried managers distributed partners by lot
for the evening, leaving nothing to the
success of forwardness or favoritism.
Gentlemen always drank tea with the pa-
rents of the ladies who were their partners
the day a'terthe assemblage." Invitations
were printed on playing cards: "The
honor of Miss s company at a ball to
be held at six o'clock p. m., indorses the
queen of hearts, and is one of the many
such trophies still preserved.
