, , Napl, Oct 80, 1860.
Although I am here where events are

oocurring which oocupv the attention of
the world and have used all diligence to
obtain correct information of what has
been done and is doing, I feel the greatest
hesitancy in making auy statement of soy-thin- g

whidh has not come under uy own
observation. It would seem that the or
ganization of the Garibaldfaos is anything
but orderly. The city is filled with arm-e- d

men, who walk the street! and (ill the
cafes; coming up from the camp and re-

turning to it at pleasure.
On Tuesday last, in company with two

Englishmen and Madame S. of thfi oity,
I vitited the camp before Capus. As we
drove down the road to the River Voltur-n- o

we readied the extreme point when
the road turned round the base of St. An.
gelo, when a sentinel stopped us isying,
'.'You are in great danger of the batteries
from the other side, which command the
entire road you have come down, and they
have been firing upon us this morning.'
We at once halted and sent our carriage
baok, and under the eonduot of one of
Garibaldi's men, ascended the mountain
till we readied the summit of the rising
ground and bad a good view of Caput and
its defenses.

He breathed about fifteen
annates after the fatal discharge, but was
entirely unconscious. It seems that he
had many yeais ago determined on taking
his own life, if Providence did not relieve
him of tbe necessity, and Iks period final-
ly arrived beyond which lis great anxie-
ty to die would not permit him to pass
A cooler or apparently more unprovoked
act of has never been
chronicled. What his private ressons
for such an sot may have beeo, of course
none of us; except bis most intimate re
lations, can know; but certain It, is life
had become an intolerable burden: ami
with more coolness aod courage than
many thought bin capable of. did the in.
complish his death.

To some of the members of his fail ha
had more than onoe given indications of
ma usisrminauoo to die, and to them tne
suicide was not wholly nnexpsoied,

severely painful. To his aasoci-ate- s

be had occasionally expressed bim- -

seu aissaiisnea wim bin lot, and aakiobs

He attended to profeSsioLsl business
up to ths hour of his death, as though
nothing of ths kind was iu contempla-
tion, although doting tbe day of the 16th.
he was quiet busily engaged to bis office
writing, what proved to be, letters to
fiiauds informing them ot bis delerm'.y- -
liou to die, elo. We are atso informed
teat no iook neither dinner nor supper at
homo ou that day, and was seo in his of-

fice writing for some time after dsrk.wt ieb
was very unusual. After taking a dish
of oysters and smoking a cigsr at s saloon

whs a note addressed, to nis son Jo; de
posited his portmonis and knifs ia ths
pooket of his ssoond son, took off his over-
coat: walked deliberately out of tht baok
door and into the back yard; laid himself
on his baok upon a little raised swsrd;

it, bringing both hands aeross his breast

ths right still grasping the pistol, sad
in ins ten a sup ol paper oa which was
written in a bold hand: "Bury mt as
you find me, without change of clothing.

His wife, hearing the report of the pis
tol, rushed to sn upper room and aroused
the eldest son, Jo. 0, Suit, who had re-

tired for the evening, to whom she band
ed the note scarcely a minute before left
with her stating at the tame time, nnder
great excitement, that the expected bis
lather bsd killed bimself. Ths sou,' on
hastily opening tht letter and glancing
over its contents, was instantly satisfied
that a suicide had been at least attempted,
and without slopping to make search, ran
u procure spoy.ician ana oiusr assistauoe
which were soon on tht ground. Afier
breathing had sntirely tubsided ths corpse
was removed indoors and kept until ths

It It worth while to Inquire ss to tho
effect, to far, upon the people of th
couth, aod their immediate nolitinal
friends, of the Disunion sentiments and
tbe reign of terror which prevail ia that
section of country. Io tht first pliee.tb
credit of the msrcbsntt aad tbt bsnkt ot
tbe Cotton Stats bss been entirely pros
t rated. Tbt necessaries of life, for whiob
they are Compelled to look to the North,
cannot now be pnrcheeed Io any great ex
tent, except for cash. Heretofore tbt
merebautt of South Oarolina.Alabama and
Georgia have tebl tbeir orders to this oity
for flour and provi.ioas, thsir brokeit
drawing oa tbein at siuht or abort tight,
for money. These drafts) were fretly ta-
ken by broker. New the latter art un
saleable in most' cases, and purchaser
will find it necessary to send coin with
thsir orders. Tbe banks of tht Cotton
Statss Lave beoo discredited everywhere,
and their circulation is being returnad so
rapidly that most of them ait crippled.

Io tbt next place, all tht products of
tht South bsve dsprecisied ia value. Cot-
ton bills on Europe are told at the North
with great difficulty and when taken at
all, rates ait very low. Thit falls ullN
mately on producers.

Thirdly, tbt creditor of t'nt South in
Southern aod Northern cititt are suffering
severely. This is not altogether atiribu
ta-.l- to tbe union psnio, but it bss beeo
greatly aggravated by the latter trouble.
