Terrible Encounter with . Boa
Constrictor.

One of the most thrilling incidents
which have ever come to our knowledge.
occurred a few days eince iu a 'side show'

van Amburg & to. s Menagerie,
where two enormous snakes, an anaconda
and a boa oonstribtor, were on exhibition.
Both of the huge reptiles are kept in one
case with a glass top, opening at ths Bide.
And the keeper waa engaged in the act
of feeding them when the event occurred.
The larger of the snakes, the boaconstrio-tor- .

which is some thirty feet long, and
as large around the middle as a man's
thigh, hsd just swallowed two rabbits
when the keeper introduced his arm aad
body into ths cage fur the purpose of
reaching a third to the anaconda at the
opposite corner.

Wi ile in this position the boa, not sa
lisfied with his share of the rations.made
a spring, probably with the intention of
socuring the remaining rabbit, but In-

stead, fastened its jaws upon the keeper's
hand, and, with tbe rapidity of lightning
threw three coils around the poor fellow,
thus rendering him helpless. Uis shouts
