Editors Gazitti: I sit down this mor

ning to give you a phort history or me
gallant and heroic 58ih Ohio Regiment
during the expedition from here down

the rMisBissippi, within tLroe milos of
Vioksburg. We left Helena, Aug. 16th,

with ten days rations and forty rounds of

cartridges to eaoh man. The force thus

leaving consisted of two regiments of In
fantry, one regiment of cavalry, two sec

tions of artillery, two gunboats, threo
rams and two transports. The infantry

consisted of Ibe 76th and 68th Oiio reg

iments, ibe former commanded by Lieut,
Col. Wood end the latter by Major D is

ler. Also, in connection with the infan-

try two sections ot Batman's Battery and
theStli Illinois cavalry whioh composed

llie brigade commanded by Gen. Wood,

formerly Col. of the 76th Ohio regiment.
Tbe entire force consisted as follows:

The gunboats Bonton and Mound City,
the rams Lioness, Monarch and Sampson

and the above infantry, artillery and cav

alry, all under commaud of Capt. Phelps.
of the Navy. We went down the Mis-

sissippi River a distance of 288 miles, and

on our way down, landed at Milikin's
Bend, Louisiana, where we completely

routed the Louisiana Regiment, running
them to Richmond Station, a distance of
ten miles from the Bend, where tbey
were completely scsttered lo tbe woods

and cornfields, and after shelling the
woods snd cornfields in tbat vicinity, we

destroyed the railroad bridge by chop,
ping it down, burnt a number of cars and
the depot, with a large amount of army
equipage, as we bad no way of transpor-

tation, therefore compelled to burn it or
leave it in the bands of the enemy, after
which we returned to their csmp, where

we had captured llie steamerFairplay,witb
about 9000 stand of arms, and considerable
amount of equipage and ammunition; also
the entire camp equipage of the Regi-

ment, and about 600 double-barre- l shot
guns, togother with about fifty prisoners.
The Regiment had been organized there,
and discovering our approach they fled

to prevent capture, soma not even taking
tirao lo dress thenisr Ives, as we landed a
little before sunrise on the morning of the
!8ih.Tba boys sdemed almost spoiling for
a tight, yet the reoeis would not give
them an opportunity to display their gal-
lantry. The number of secesh known to
be killed here was seven; we did not loose
a man. After loading the captured pro-pett-

we boarded the boats and passed
on down tho Mississippi till we got a
glimps of Vicksburg, and as we hd not
intended to attack Vicksburg, We tuined
and came up lo the mouth of Yszoo river,
where theolbxors held a consultation,aud
it wa determined lo make a reconnoisanoo
up the Yaioo nver, the force io consist ol
two gunbouts, ihree rams, snd in addition,
three hundred infantry, 150 from 76ih
Kegimeht, and 150 from 58th Ohio and
a portion of officers from each Regiment,
among which 1 was one. The men were dl
vided equally on the 3 rams to strengthen
the crew of each. All thinirs beini in
readiness we started off about noon of the
1 9th, wont up the river about 25 miles,
when we discovered some socesh on shore.
which was immediately fired upon by the
gunbotit Benton, when the sooesh broke
and fled as if their eternal happiness or
woe depended upon the swiftness of their
beels. We then landed and imagine our
surprise on finding there four large siege
piecos and two brass field pieces, and al-

most any amount of shot, shell, powder
and army equipage. IVe loaded the
two brass oieccs on the ram Monarch
and charged tho seige guns so a- - to
burst on their being discharged, whioh
wai done early on the morning of the
20th. Wo loaded a'iord the Monarch all
the ammunition suitable for our gnns and
destroyed the remainder by throwing it
into the river. This being don-- , we
boarded and passed up the tivoi lo the
mouth of the Big Sunflower, where we
divided, part going up ibe Sunflower and
part up the Yuxoo, Tho gunboats and
ram Monaroh going up the Yazoo, had
not proceeded lar, when ll.ey were com
pellod to turn ha"k on account of low wa-te- i,

therefore returned to II, tries' Bluff.
whore we had made the capture ou the
1 9 li, lhre waiting the return of the Li
oness and Sampson, which bad weni up
the BunUowor. heing aboard the Samp
son with iny oompany.nnd learnted by in
formation from Captain Porter, we were
within a fow miles of Lake George, when
we ware also compelled lo turn back on
aoeounl of low water. We however made
no farther disxovories'.When bore, we were
about 65 miles from the mouth of tbe
Yazoo. We then turned baok to the gun
boats at Hanes' BlufLsnd finding all quiet
mere, passed aown io me Mississippi and
there joined the remainder ol the fj?et
on the 21st, and came up to Qreen
villr, where we had a skirmish on the
24th, with secesh Cavalry. Here as usual,
ws only saw the ohivalry in time to give
them a parting salute, whioh was done in
very handsome style by the Benton. Ne-
vertheless we landed and found we had
killed one man dc badly frightened a great
many more. After scouting in pursuit
of the enemy, burning some hay and equip-
age, we partook of some seocsh mellons
and peaohes for the benefit of our health.
We agaiii boarded ahd came up to Bolivar
where we again landed and offered the
secesh fight, but tbey declined the com
pliment. We were then stationed along
the levy, but these impts of Satan still
refused to fight us The General then or
dered the cavalry forward in pursuit of
tbem, shelling tho weoJs in tbe direotion
of tbe rctroating rebels, a portion of
whioh soon returned with several prison-
ers, the others were fired upon by some
bushwhaokers and compelled to fall baok
with the loss of two killed and four
wounded. The brigade was immediately
ordered forward, tbe 63 lb. Regiment by
the front with two pieces ol artillery, and
thelfiih Regiment immediately, in the rear
of the artillery, mareliing in column. We
passed through one of tbe mpstpsnetra-bl- e

thioketa I ever saw, nevertheless the
beys cheerfully obeyed, but. the socesh
skedaddled and left ui in complete and
updisputed possession of thi field. After

shelling the woods in that vioinity,' our
skirmishers again capturing some prison-
ers and several horses. We returned to
ihe boats without any farther loss. In the
advance, the rebels loss about thirty men,
beside horses and otbor property. We
again boarded and oame op the river, this
being (be evomng of the Z6tn. Again on
the !6th, we discovered some few cavalry
wbioh fled io great histe after being fired
upoo by tbe Benton. We did not land,
as they could not be followed without
detaining the fleet too long for what ra-

tions we had on board. We came on up
the river, landing at Helena agiin in the
moroiog of the 27th about sunrise. Our
lots during the expedition was 3 died of
diseases, 2 killed, 4 wounded and three
drowned by falling over board. One of
the drowned was our Sutler, A. S. Beer,
of Columbus, Chio.

The whole force evinced the most detor-- .

mined and obdurate courage, suffering
hardships without a murmuror complaint,
showing (bey was willing to sacrifice any
and every thing, even life itself, tor the
perpetuation of our tr'orious and bsnefi- -

cient Qoverment. Especially must I com
mend the brave boys of Company li.who
nobly displayed their bravery on all

Mr Editor : As I stated in my last

we had orders to leave our fine springe
at Iuka. On ihe next morning just as the
sun wss making its appearance, we were
ordored lo much and proceeded cast- -

ward along the railroad whioh traverses
a narrow bottom of land 2 or 3 hundred
yards wide. Tbe land on either side is
broken and covered with timber, vory
similar to lhat found on tbe hills south
east of Lancaster; the only difference
there is neither spruce pine nor laurel.
The hilly couniry here is not mountain

ous, and in the hands of our industrious
Germans of Fairfield would bring forth
good crops, as they are made up ol lime

stone. Thecouutrv abounds with livirir
water, theiefore every ravine has its rip-lin- g

rivulet of most excellent water, all

emptying into a small stream ab ml tbo
size of Baldwin's run.

After a march of sevon miles we were
halted and ordered- - to pitcb our lenis on
this email run seven miles east of Iuka,
thirty one from Corinth, on tbo railroid
leading from the latter pluce lo Cbata
nooga, ten miles north of tbe Tennessee
river, directly on tbe line between Misis- -

sippi and Alabama, aud one mile went of
Bore Greek, which is as large as Rush- -
credit at bu"r urove. lne rilrod
bridge over this stream was bumeJ some
months ago by Mitchell's foioe after hav
ing quite a skirmish with secesh cavalry
who were encamped in our present posi-
tion. On the liuo between the two States
ihe bottom is h of a mile wide,
but from appearances the bottom below
rpreads over a fine body of laed similar
to the Hocking valley below Lancaster.
Uur csmp is in a fine grove and deeided-l- y

the most pleasant I bave ever been in.
Wliile riding on a load of knapsanks,

I could but think Oh.! fine und healthy
country, why art the people so distracted!

We have been placed here io guard the
l.ridge over Bon creek which bas been
rebuilt. Tbe rtilroade here have lo be
S'rnngly guarded atld therefore r. quires a
large army for thai purpose. It is one
hundred and seventy milos from here to
Columbus, Ivy., by railroad, mid I be- -

lieve Iroei passing over the roid that
there is a c mpany for every two miles

Our Rogiment is now looking well
but horrors ol war 1 When 1 left it on
the 16 h of March it numbered one thou
sand stalwart soldiers, and now three
hundred aud fifty will cover the number
able for duty Bui few have died, but
many have become diseased.
