wages, To unthinking men, there is s0
much probmbility in such staemoents as to
demand examinstion and refutation. For
if unprincipled men ahall sucoeed in in-
flaming the passions of the laboring men
of the North, and, to the hatred of race,
sliall add the blind fury of selfishness, a
good cause will be impeded, and the Ad-
ministration will be embarrassed iu carry-
ing out its henafivent plans.
1 Ewmancipation will bring no colored labor-
(ers to the North, but will drain a great
'many out of it.

The colored man™s the creature of the
tropive, and all his aptitades fit biz fora
warm climate, Eventhe temperate zonss
are not temperate to his hant loving oon-
stitution. His skin is thirsty for the sun.
| He basks luxuriously in a beat that would
seorch and copsume a white man. In
short, Le is fitted by Lis nature for trapi
coul latitudes, and is as much out of place
in our cold temperate zones a8 are oran
gos, pluataing, or palol trees,

Nor does he willingly wander away
from warm latitudes, 1t is only as the
lues of evils that be is persuaded to such
oxila. There oan be oo more extiaordin
ary testimony to the black man's love of
liberty, thap that he submits to live in
Onnada. A white bear in the Gulf of
Mexico, and & bisck nisn in the arctie re-
yiona, are about ¢ qual misplaced.

Experisucs, likawise, sliows that his re
luotance to live in cold olimstes hLasa
physivlogical basis, For ihe colored rave
do not thriva in cold climates. They do
not multiply, they are vot so robuat; they
fsll iuto consumption essily, snd waste
sway. This is clearly thown in the sta
tigtics of New Englaod and New Yok,
Itis very plain, then, that black men
would never emigrate from the Bouth 1o
the North, except under some extraordin
ary pressure, It ia the dread and hatred
of slavery that drives them, ageinst their
tasies, inio an uroongenisl olimate, If
slavery continues, thers will be s grea:
influx of fried slaves into the Northern
States, This is inevitable. But, il they
nra ullowed their liberty in the South, no
inducements will inoline the slaves to ex-
change the glowing airs of the South for
the figid and sustere chmate of the
North, Theirloeal attachments are known
to be strong. They linger around 1he
place where they were born and bred.—
They have a great deal of Southern feel
ing. They may be tbankfulfor Northern
kindness; bot they are identified in their
ideas, wheir pride, their whole method
of living with thi South, will never be
come Northerners.
