political campaign of 1840, when Gen. Har-
rison was the Whig candidate for the Preai- -

idenrv. Tho men comnosinr the masses at
.. ceebrlltipn wiU bear lo theil

respective abodes and neighborhoods the fire
of a more earnest devotion for the Whig
causo and Whig candidates. 'And as Gen.
Scott's early laurels were gathered in that
vicinity, as his military career had there its
brilliant beginning, and the roar ol the great
Cataract rang responsive to the awful clam-

or of his first battles, so the electoral cam-

paign, which is to result in his election to the
Presidency, may be said to be fairly opened
at Niagara. This mighty Gathering inau
gurates his new career of triumph. It may
be likened to the onslaught of Lundy's Lane
fend tho coi.flict of Chippewa; and still be-

fore us lie the seige of Vera Crua, tho storm
of Cerro Gordo, with the flight of tho

General, leaving at least a wooden
leg behind him. and the crowding days of
Uontreras, Uhapuuepec anu nuruousco,
until at last our loader will complete the
present campaign as he did bis last in the
field, by entering tho Capital in triumph, and
taking possession, not now of the Halls of the
Montezumas, but of the White House of the
American Presidents.

Seeing the warm and boundless enthusi-
asm with which tho musses from all parts of
the country, through their delegates at Ni-

agara, have thus responded to the nomina-
tion ol the men chosen to represent the no
ble, benebcent, and truly democratic prin-
ciples of the Whig party, the mind instinct
ively reverts to the scenes - along that
frontier, thirty years ago, when the seoond
struggle with England for our national inde-
pendence was raging in all its fury. In this
connection, we have read with peculiar in
terest an official account of the battle of
Chippewa, which we here give to our read-
ers. It is Gen. Scott's own report to the
Adjutant General, made ten days after the
buttle, and the following are Ins words:

Qceehstowh, U. C, July 15, 1814.
Sir: By the .'general order of the 13th

Inst., a methodical and detailed report is
called for, designating' the names of 'such
persons, whether commissioned officers or
others, who, in the action of the 5th, con-

tributed in a particular manner to the suc-

cessful result of that dny. '

I am not asked for an account of the dis-

positions made of the troops under my com-

mand duriug tho action; I will, therefore,
confine myself strictly to the general order.

A severe action has been fought and a sig-

nal victory gained. The general order of
the 0th inst., a ttribntes thnt victory to the
1st Brigade of Infantry, and Capt. Towson's
Company of Artillery under my command.
It was believed at the time, and has since
been clearly ascertained, that of the forces
engaged, the enemy were greatly superior
in numbers. Under such circumstances;
victory could not have been obtained with-
out li very general participation of all ranks
and (trades i the event. '

I have the satisfaction of being assured by
every commanding officer, (which is con-

firmed by my own personal observation,)
that every man and of every grade in the ac-

tion, evinced an ability to meet even a great-
er shock than that encountered, with like
success.

The . truth of this observation was most
conspicuous in the very crisis of the action.
