DEFINITIONS

Of The Terms Used In Tak-- .

ing The Census

Washington, D. C., Fob. 18. The
official definitions of tho terms
"dwelling house" and "family," with
reforenco to the population schedulo
to bo carried by tho enumerators In

tho Thirteenth United States census,
boglnnlng April lGth next, aro ex-

plained in tho coiiaus bureau's
lengthy printed Instructions to the
canvassers. It Is pointed out that
tho answers should relato only to
conditions existing on April lGth, tho
"Census Day."

Tho words "dwelling house" and
"family" aro, for census purposes,
given a much wider application thnn
thoy havo in ordinary speech.

A "dwelling" Is defined as a placo
In which, at tho tlmo of tho census,
ono or moro persons rogularly sloop.

It nocd not bo a houso In tho com-

mon meaning of tho word, but may
bo, for example, a room In a fac-

tory, storo, or olllco building, a loft
over n stablo, n canal boat, a tent, or
n wigwam. Tho torm also Includes
n hotel, boarding or lodging house,
a tonomont or npartinont houso, an
Institution or school building, It por.
sons rogularly Bleep thero, as woll

n3 the ordinary dwelling house,
A "fninlly", as a census torm, may

moan a group of Individuals who oc
cupy Jointly a dwelling placo or part
of a dwelling placo, or an individual
living alono In any placo of abodo.
All tho occupants and employees of
a hotel, If they regularly sloop thoro
mnko ft BlnBlo tamttyt ,)CCaltao

thoy occupy ono dwonlng lllncu nl,
persoim living alono In cabins, huts,
or tontB; poi-son-

s occupying a room
In public buildings, stores, warohous
es, factories, or stables; and porsons
Bleeping on river boats, canal boats,
barges, olc, if thoy havo no othor
usual placo of abodo, nro regarded
as families.

Tho enumerators aro ronulred to
eiuor on tho echedulo tho name of 0V'

ory porson whoso usual placo ot
abodo on April 15, 1910, was with
tho family or In tho dwolllng pluce
for which tho onumorntion Is bo-In- g

inado. Tho head of tho family
Is to bo entorod first; thon tho wlfo;
noxt tho chlldron, whether sons oi
dnughtors, In the ordor ot tholr nees;
nnd lnstly, all other porsons living
with tho family, whothor relntlvos,
boardors lodgers, or servants. Tho
head of tho family, whothur husband
or father, widow or unmnrrlod por-

son of olthor box, Is to be designated
by tho word "bond," and the othor
momborB of a family as wlfo, fathor,
mothor, son, daughter, grandson,
daughtor-ln-la- uncle, nunt, nlocc.
boardor, lodgor, sorvnnt, etc., accord-
ing to tho particular relationship
which tho porson hoars to tho head of
the fnmtly.

Although Winter Weather

Stiil Prevails

Women In East Ordering

Spring Suits Now

Light Weight And Light Co-

lors Are In Vogue

The Latest Styles From New

York City

(Uy Florence Fairbanks)
Now York, February 18. Al-

though winter wealhor still prevails
and may bo expected to contlnuo tor
somo tlmo, the shops antlclpato tho
coming of tho warm season and dis-

play a lnrgo array not only of spring
but oven of summor goods. Winter
materials and costumes aro still
shown, but everything, particularly
tho low prices, Indicates that tho
tail end of tho winter season has
arrived. Women of modorato moans,
who liko to dress well, will find it
to tholr advantngo to mako tho
rounds of tho fashlonablo shops with
a vlow of picking up bargains. Thoro
aro many of them to bo found, par-

ticularly In tho better grado of
frocks and coats.

Now Is also a good tlmo to Invest
In furs, though tho wlso woman will
guard against tho extremes which
havo run rampant this season and
will choose modclB slightly conser-

vative, whether alio Is buying a coat
or small furs. Tho long fur coat
which has heon this winter's fad
may not bo so chic next season, but
It Is fairly suro to bo accoptnblo for
cortaln kinds of wear. Thoro are
also tempting bargains In fur mlllln-ar- y.

Of course, thorc Is no certainty
concerning tho styles which will prc-va- ll

noxt winter, but If a fur turban
or hat enn be bought cheaply, It will
bo a good Investment under all cir
cumstances, ns It will bo compara
tlvoly easy to romodol them.

Although spring may not bo ex

pectod for at least two months ev
ery woman will find it a wIbo pre-

caution to ordor hor tailored trot
tine suit for spring woar now, If
alio has not done flo alroady. In
selecting tho matorlal for hor suit
It will bo best for tho buyer to bq-lo- ct

Bomo llghtwolght matorlal, llko
flno twill oergo. Thcso materials nro
always worn in midsummer, oven in

a rough-clot- h eoason, and' In hot
wonthor nro less opprosslvo and try-

ing than tho woollor woavca, no
matter how loosely tho lattor may
bo wovon.

Tho early showing of suitings In-

dicates n strong fooling for light
weight and light colored vorslonB ot
tho rough, loosely wovon stuffs bo
popular last soaBon and all tho pret-

tiest things so far aro In theso ma-

terials. Smoothor, llghlor woolens
may como along later, but It seems
snfo to nssuro that tho roughor stuffs
will bo good stylo throughout tho
season, Certainly thoy nro attrac-
tive onough to Justify contlnuod suc-ros- s.

Many light or comparatively
light colorings nro shown, supplying
a wolcomo chango nftor tho unusual-
ly Bombro lines of tho winter soa-so- n.

Tho light colored twoodc nnd home-
spuns and klndrod woavca nro lovoly.
Moroovor, thoy are usually ot mixed
offocts which do not Boll readily and
so nro Borvlccablo In splco of their
light coloring. Ilowovor, to many
women tho light colorod suits aro not
so becoming as a dark suit, no mat-

ter how Boveroly It 1b made, llluo,
na usual, will bo worn a great deal
and Ib always a safo investment since,
provided It la really dark, and not
of a vory vivid or purplish tono, It
Ib almost unlvorsally becoming una
Is tho coolest looking of all dark
colors.

Somo charming Ughcor blues ot
soft, dull sllvory shades mixed with
whlto nro nmong tho homespuns and
tweeds and theso snmo toncB appear
too In loosely wovon rough diagonals
and In tho smart BtuK of tho samo
soft, looso, rough surfaco ordor, but
with n woavo suggestion tho old
tlmo basket wcavo. Corresponding
shndoa and woaves of roso, mauvo,
blHCult, gold and 11 mo greon aro on
tho counters and havo a frosh, spring
llko look, Thoy aro charming when
made up with tho utmost sovcrlty
and aro alrnoBt, Invariably becoming.

Tho coat for theso trotting suits

aro somowhat shortened, though not
to an oxtromo degroe. Tho low cut
collar la rotainod and tho coats uro
but littlo cut away, If at all. In tho
mattor of tho buttoning thoro la var-
iety oven among tho soverost tailor
modes, tho numbor of tho buttons
depending chiefly upon tho dopth to
which tho shawl or notched collar
runs down.

Tho skirts aro fitted smoothly over
the hips and often simply gorod, but
moro often somo plaiting offoct Is

Introduced toward tho bottom or
down tho full length of tho front
nnd back. Tho flatly stitched front
panel or box plait running-dow- n to
moot a group of plaits below tuo
knees and associated with plain sides
and a full length box plait back or
Inverted plait back Is vory ofton seer
on good models. Thero nro yoki
skirts too, but less la Boon of them
In tho savoro tailor modes since tho
coats aro shorter.

Many modols aro mado up on Rus-

sian lines and somo of them nro ex-

ceedingly good looHng and modlsn,
but fashion experts aro of tho opinion
that ho Russian crnzo will not sur-

vive the summor and a walking suit
of that stylo would bo hopolessiy out
of voguo In tho fall.

Quito wonderful is tho display of

materials for spring frocks. Partic
ularly flno nnd attractive is tho ar-

ray of foulards, which promise to bo
extremely fashlonablo durlngthocom-ln- g

spring and summer seasons. Tho
gold tones and brownish yellows
which woro novelties last spring and
enjoyed decided popularity during
tho winter aro shown in groat var
iety. Theso same yollows aro found
not only in chiffons, but also in
moussellucs and other sheor mater
ials, In tho oriental silks, In tho lin-

ens, und oven in tho dimities, glng
hams and porcales. Thero aro also
tho roso tones, various blues, which
havo appeared In winter materials,
somo vory attractlvo greens and lav
enders and occasional grays and
browns. Of courso, thoro aro nlso
Innumorablo good designs in black
and whlto. Somo smnrt cortlso foul-

ards with whlto or black designs arc
also ottered, but thcso will probably
appear at tholr best when veiled In

dnrk otamlno or chiffon alter the
fashion which promises to bo very
popular.

A comparatively now matorlal Is

rovorslblo shot satin. It Is procur-

able in many chnrmlng color combin-

ations, such ns gray with daffodil
yellow, deep violet with dollcato
mauvo and dark omorald greon with
pnlo loaf color. By a clovor adjust-
ment on tho part of tho modlsto ono

sldo of tho satin Is folded over as
trimming. On a green model tho
darker sldo Is employed for tho un-

derskirt and for tho lowor part of
a draped bodlco. Tho tunic, extend
ing qulto far down, Ib of tho lightor
shado, but alashcd to disclose tho
dark skirt. A huge oblong motlt
of volvot In both tones of greon holds
tho open tunic togothcr at Ra lowor
end. Tho glrdlo la of palo green
whllo nbovo tho dark bodico drapery
thoro is an omorald jowolcd garni
turo. Tho construction of theso ro-

vorslblo satins requires much tho
aamo skill ns that domanded by tho
borduro gowns.

A narrow band ot gold or silver
brnld and two folds ot tullo or mallno
form ono of tho many novoltlos In
niching. Tho touch of gold or sil-

ver comes noxt to tho collar of tho
frock and tho folds of tullo lie next
to the skin.

Long, thin coats, which really nro
soparato garments, yot havo tho

of being a part of tho gown
itself, nro much worn in tho ovonlng
whon it hat Is conBldorod tho correct
finish to tho tollotto.

Dolts nro again featured on many
of tho nowest costumo designs, but
thoy aro different onough In stylo to
mnko them Boom something of a nov-

elty.
Long, tight, sovoroly plain slcoves

nro rapidly giving way 'to tho moro
olnborato modols.

IMPORTANT

Ruling On Powers Of Boards

Of Equalization

An Important opinion construing
tho powers of tho various boards of
equalization was glvon Auditor of
Stato Fulllngton Thursday by Attor-no- y

General Donman. In It ho holds:
That tho decennial county board

of equalization nnd tho decennial city
board of equalization has no author
ity to lncroaso tho aggrogato valuo
of the real property of tho county or
city abovo tho aggregate valuo there-o- f,

as returned by the assessors, with
additions mado thoreto by tho audi
tor.

That tho deoonnint stato hoard ot
equalization has no authority to In
crease or decrease the aggregato val
uo of tho real property of tho stato,
as equalized by the decennial county
and city bonrds of equalization, and
certified by tho nrnrlous county audi
tors.

That the decennial county board of
equalization or decennial board of
vision, has no authority to increaso
equalization, sitting as a board or re-- or

decreaso the real proporty of the
county or city nbovo or below tho
aggregate value cortlfled to thorn for
consideration.

That tho decennial county board
of equalization, In equalizing tho val-

uation of real estate, has no right to
shift tho valuations from one taxing
district 'to anothor, though It may
chango tho valuo of cortaln tracts
of land as roturned by district as
sessorB to Buch an extent that tho
offect will bo to chango tho total ap
pralsal of a district valuation as re
turned by tho district assessor.
