It provides that tho legislature
shall meet In tho January following
the November In which Its members
are elected. Now tho membors do
not meet until a year later, unless
called together In extraordinary ses-
sion by tho govornor.

'lhe enactment of trio Pattorson
bl means that the legislature will

k'. in regular session next wlntor
and then biennial sessions will bo
helJ regularly thereafter.

Outlook In Middle West Far

From Encouraging.

WHEAT ALSO SUFFERS DAMAGE

Memphis Reports Heavy Snow and
Loulovllle Icicles a Foot In Length.
EL Louts Weather Man Promise
Rising Temperaturo After Days of
Rain and Slush Many Ohio Points
Report Heavy Losses ss a Result
of Cold Snap.

St. Louis, April 25. After delaying
his report teveral hours, the govern-

ment weather observer at this point
predicted fair and slightly warmer
woathor for here today and fair
and warmer tomorrow. Ho reports
that the temperaturo dropped, to 25
degrees at St. Louis, the lowest ever
recorded hero at this' season of the
year. Unofilclal reports aro that all
fruits and vegetables were entirely
destroyed In the vicinity of St. Louis
and wheat badly damaged. There
will practically bo no fruit crop in
tho ralddlo west. Ten Inches of snow
foil in the lower Ohio valley, turning
to slush and rain. Icicles a foot long
and several Inches of snow are re-
ported at Louisville, Ky. Frost will
bo followed by heavier frost at Padu
cah. Ky., and other points along the
Ohio river, Injuring much wheat
which has begun to head In bpttom
lands. Indications point to frost In
Oklahoma, where snow prevails.

Tho. Springfield (Mo.) weather bu-
reau predicts freezing weather
throughout the great Ozark mountain
fruit region. It is feared that the
IHIloIs fruit crop Is practically de-
stroyed. Memphis reports a heavy
fall of snow.

As more cotton Is above ground
than ever before at this sejisonjif
the year, tho tender plant is expect-
ed to suffer In the r.oithern part of
tho cotton belt.
