Jerusalem, April 24.-My friends, we
meed today for the worship of God In
traditionnlly one of the most renowned
weeting pluces In the whole earth.
Traditlon hoas it that this 1s the same
“apper room” which wis owned by one
friendly to our Lord and his disciples
and who granted it os their meeting
place on seversl oceaslons most intl-
mately associnted with the innugura-
tion of Christlanlty. Traditlon also
bas It that this Is the room mentioned
by St. Mark in our text, where the
disciples with the Lord partook of
the lnst Jewish Passover Supper, after
which Jesus Instituted the Bucharist
or Lord's Suppor a8 an antitypical me-
morinl, tuking the place of the Pass-
over to all who accept Jesus as the
Passover Lawmb—-"The Lamb of God
which tinketh away the sin of the
world” (John i, 20y; “Clrist our Pass-
over |s sluly, therefore let us keep the
foast™ (1 Corlothlans v, 7, B).

Traditlon nssures us that thia Is the
same roow wentloned In the Book of
Acts (I, 13) ns the place where the
Apostles resided and assembled for
worship during the ten days following
the Lord's usceusion—the same “upper
room," therefore, In which wus manl
fested the acceptunce of all the con-
secruted followers of Jesus into Cove-
nant relationship with God as “mem-
bers of the HBody of Christ, which Is
the Church” OF course, our permis-
slon to use this room for a public serv-
fee today wus obtained only by pre-
arrangement with those having it in
charge. True, traditlons are not al-
ways relluble. Surely, In almost every
other purt of the world It would be
absurd to think of the preservation of
the ldentity of a house Hke this for
wore than elghteen centurles. But
bere we have most peculiar condi-
tlops. Tle Inhabitants of this Ilnnd
eeem to have been content to leave
things just as they found them from
generation to generntion, merely mak-
tng such slight repalrs ns were from
time to time found pecessary. Heve
visltors come, look and depart, flled
wity n sacred nwe, and have done so
for centurles, and the Inhabitants,
each Intent upon his own business,
bave {guored this In a manner hardly
{maginable by Buropeans. It Is possl-
ble therefore that tradition in this case
and In otber instances hereabouts, has
located correctly, just as in Rome the
prisou In which Paul was confined ls
indleated by tradition with apparent
sceurucy.

Christ Qur Passover.

We are fuvored not only in respect
to the nse of the room, but additional-
ly fn respect to the time of our visit
and our use of ., This, according to
Jewish reckoning, s the first doy of
Passover Week—it began last evening
at 6 o'clock. The three hours preced-
fng that morked the time of our Lord's
deuth and the bLegging by Joseph of
Arimuthen for the privilege of bury-

(lnu his body in his pew tomb and the

hasty taking of our Lord from the
cross and getting bhim only partially
embalmed and the tomb elosed and
sealed before 4 o'clock—thls day be-
gluning at ¢ o'clock being amongst
the Jews, as the Apostle declured, an
“high day." n Sabbath day of special
gacredness as the beglnning of the
Passover Peast-Week, .

As we look buck to that memorable
occaslon we can sympathize with the
Apostles and early bellevers in the
bllghtiag of all of their hopes by the
appurent fullnre of Jesus to make good
his clalm of Messlubshlp, We can fm
wgloe better thon we ean deseribe their
dejection, their disnppolntment.  On
the next day, corresponding te to-mor-
row, the two with whom Jesus met on
the way to Emmuus sald sadly, “We
bad trusted (hat it bad been he who
shontd hoave redesmed Isrpel” (Luke
xxiv, 21),

They had bhoped that his miracles,
corrobortitiog his teaching, when he
“spuke as pever man spake,’ were
evideoces that be was the Mes
glab. They had bullt their hopes, ns
Jews, that now finally God's promises
to thelr natlon would be fulfilled—that
Israel should be exalted In the earth
in name and fame and power awd au-
thority to bless and to inatruct “all the
tamilies of the ecarth They bad
boped that Messinh would be the great
King under whose beneficent relgu, as
the grent Medlator berween God and
men, the long-promised blessing would
come to the ecurth. They had hoped
also for n personal share with him in
the glories of hig Kingdom, according
to. his own words—"Ye shall sit with
me on tveglve thrones, judgiong (ruling)
the twelve tribes of Israel"” (Matthew
xix, 28). His < eath as a malefactor,
a8 'n bmsphemer againgt God, seemed
1o casl @ sbuduw oyer every hode and

“He Will Show You a
Upper Room: There Make Ready
For Us" (Mark xiv, 15).
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to ledve them not only desolate In
heart thenisolves, but desplsed by thelr
nelghbiors us decelved fanaties, Thla
I8 the saniversary, dear friends, of n
day that wus very sad to our brethren
of 1877 years ngo:

“Moses and All the Prophets.”

How different Is our attitude of mind
that we are able to see, to pralse God
and e rejolee that Jesus died; that
he sullered, “the Just for the unjust,”
that his denth might constitute the
Ransom-Price for Adam and all his
race, ‘This light upon the sulerings
of Christ begnn to shine into the hearts
of tbe Apustles on the day of our
Lord’s resurvection, eorresponding to
to-mortow. The oll for thnt Hght lay
hidden In the words of Moses and all
the Propbets of Israel. But It was
gecessary that our Lord, having risen
from the dead to be the gréat antl-
typleal 1Hgh Priest, sbould trim the
lnmp of Divice Truth that the lght
might shibve out to all of his peaple,
all of bils “members,” ull of the “Roynl
Priesthiomd,” all wbo are In the con-
seernied condition of heart, sy imbolleal-
Iy represepted by the “holy” of Israel’s
Tabertuncle.

Mark bow gently and bow wisely
the Lord permitted the Hght to shine
In gradunlly upon bis faithful few,
The eyes of thelr understanding must
wot be blinded by nn [pstantaocous
flash.  Graduodlly, ns they were able
to bear Jt, the good tidiogs of his
resurrection™from the dead to glory,
honor und Imwmortality on the divine
plane mwust be wade koown to them.
The first intimatlons were from the
women of the company who had gone
with splves, after the “high doy,” on
the morulng of the third day to com-
plete the work of embuallng the Lord.
They reported first, that be wus goue
from the sepulchre, nnd secondly, that
they had seen some angels who told
them that he was risen from the dend.
And later Mary bad reported that she
bad seen the Lord and clugped him by
the feet and that be had sald to bher,
1 am not yet ascended to my Father;
but go to my brethren and say uoto
them, | nscend unto my Father, and
your Father; nnd to my God, and your
God" (John xx, 17). Jesus said to tell
the disciples that be would meet them
In Golllee, 88 be bhad sald to them
before, ‘I'hese bewlldering esperlences
were merely leading gradually on, pre-
paring the disciples for the fuller
knowledge of the facts.

It was the same day (corresponding
to to-morrow afternoon) that the Lord
overtook two of the sorrowling discl-
ples us they wialked into the country
to spend the pight., Here agonin he
would not shock them and overpower
them by a vislon of his glorious pres-
ence such as smote down Saul of Tar-
su8 un his way to Dnmascus, “shinlog
nbove the brightness of the sun at
noon-day;” on the contrary he as-
sumed o0 body of fesh ond traveler's
clothing and tnlked sympathetically
with the two sorrowlug ones. After
hearing thelr woes aund sorrows he
must bave astonished them with his
knowledge of the Scriptures, as well
a8 by Lis sympuathy, saying to them,
O foolish and slow of heart to believe
oll thar the prophets bave gpoken!"
(Luke zxly, 20,0 They had been willing
to belteve something of whot the
Prophiets  had  spoken—the glorious

things, the happlfyving things pertiin.
g to Mosslab's Millenuinl glory. Dut
they bod been slow to belleve the
prophoeis’ other tegtimonies (o ihe ef-
feet, (har the Redesmer must e “led |
18 0 Lamb to the sloughter,” must be |
the sln-ofering, must be despised and |
rejeetedd af men, mast be Hfted up on
the cross us the antitype of the “hrazen
serpent,” oud must be salsed from the
dead by the power of the Father to
the glory, honer and Immortality of
hiz groat statlon as Prophet, Priest,
Medintor, King, the anthtype of Mel-
ehifgedek, for the fulllliwent to Isenel
and the world of all of God's great
proinises

Thew «nld Jesas, In view of these ex-
pesitions, “Ought not Chelst to have
sullersd these things and to enter into
hls glops " What else ghould Lbe ex-
pected?  IMdYhe not foretell his own
doath? And did he oot foretell hils own
resurrection?®  And were you not too
confised o understand bis tenchings
to the full? Did not your minds run
more to the coming glory than to what
he sitld to you respecting the pedessity
that you should “wateh and pray lest |
yo onter jnto temptation® aod lose all
your purt aud hope under these trying |
couditions? A little Inter, in the same |
day, he appeared in the “upper room,"
traditlonally this very room—the doors
being shiut for fear of the Jews—bar-
red. we may be sure, because the poor
flseiples felt that the envy and lmtretll

which had led to the crucifigion of the
Master might easily be transferred |
now to them because of thele sympa-
thy with him and thelr relntionshlp to
his work, ere Jesus mgterinlized In
thelr presence and spoke 4 few words.
e told them that be was really pres-
ent with them and that It was oot
merely @ phantom which they saw.
And theh be ate with them, hopeycomb
and fish. n8 evidencing the fact that
they were not helng addressed by sn
{lusion, but by a corporeal belng.
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White they still wondered with nnton
fshment. he proved to them dyat el
tleon  Lord wns oo 1Rrely
man, but that e bod experienced
change lu by resucrociion: so tha wow
he vwod o wplric belog aod conld ge aud
come ke the wind<apipesting ooy
body of tesh when s purpuses so de
manded.. He gave proof of this by
vaniahing out of thelr wight, dissolving |
the body of flesh and bones aod the |
clothing aa eanlly ns he had ereated
them and by the same Divine power.
The Pentecostal Blessing.

The glorifled, resurrected Jesus re-
malned with the Iofant Church for
forty days, watching over thelr inter
ests, On four or five oceasions he ap-
peared to them again in diferent forms
and for the further neuleatlon of the
great lesson thar e was risen and
changed, henceforth a spirit belng,
Then he nscended up on high to ap-
pear in the predence of God on behnlf
of hia falthful ones frst, as lnter on
he will appear in the Intercst of the
world, The Father's recognitfon of
the merit of his sacritice, applicd “on
our behalf,” was manifested by the
impartation of the holy Spirit on Pente-
cost daoy. Traditionally this same won.
derful “upper room" witnessed that
outpouring of Divine bleksing and
favor, which came only upon econse
erated believers nud has come upoy
the same class, and upon woue other,
from that day unto this—begetting
them ludividunily by the holy Splrit
to the divine wuture with Its promises
of glory. honor npd immortulity to the
faithful, in arsociation with the Lord
Jesua (e Lis Millennin) Kingdom

That blessing was n partinl folfil-
ment of the Lord's word through the
P'rophet Jool, nwmely of that portion
which says, “In thoge days will | pour
out of my Spirit upon my servapts
and upon my handmnfds” (Joel 1), 28
We ure glogd, dear friends, that what
occurred at that first Pentecost and
what has continued all through this
Gospel Age, of Pentecostal blessing
tpon each Individual member of the
Dody of Clrist, §8 werely s foreinste
of God's grear favor towards Adam's
race. As St James declures (1, 18) the
Chureh Is merely “a kind of frst-frults
utito God of his ereatures.” True, the
first-frults fu this case I1s the very
choleest—our Lord, the glorious Head
and High Priest. and his saiotly fol-
lowers the antitypical under-priests of
the Roynl Priesthood. But a grent
blessiog Is yet to come, for there shall
come a still greater omtpooaring of
God's Spirit s mentioned In the snme
prophecy In the words, “After those
days, salth the Lord, T will pour out
my Spirit upon all flesh; and your sons
and your daughters sbnll seek for me,
and your young men shall gee actunlly
what your anclents dreamed of.”

This will have Its fullillment during
the Millennial Age, not that the world
in general will be begotten of the
boly Spirit to a spirit nature ke unto
the angels and lke voto Christ. as in
our case, but the Lord bas promised
to take nway the stony heart and to
give a heart of tlesh to all the willing
and obedient of mankind during that
Millennianl Day. Ino such, a right spirit
shull be renewed as they become obedl-
ent to the graclous arrangements of
Messioh's unlversal Empire and that
right spirit in man, thut right digposi-
tion, wil, be the bholy Bplrit—God's
Spirit or disposition. It was given to
man originully when he wns created
perfect, upright, in the lmage and
likeness of God. It was lost by sin
and displaced by a spirit of selfishness
and sometimes by o spirit of devilish-
pess, 1t will be the great work of that
thousand years of Messlah's Kingdom
to Hft mankind out of sin and selfish-
negs und death aod to restore the will-
Ing and obiedient to all that was lost
in Adom and redeemed by the merit
of the sucerifice at Calvary. With the
close of the Millennlal Kingdom, God

shows us that all who will not hn\'o‘

attalned to the possession of his holy
Spirit will be destroyed ln the Seconds)
Denth.  Then there ghall be no more
slghing, nor eryving, nor dying. no more
sln, no more sorrow, for all the former
things of sin and death sball bave
passed away. It will be Christ on the
throne who will muke all things new.

Ing this “Upper Room" and the biess-
Ings here conferved, yon do pot for- |
get the specinl prvilege which some |

Wa remind you afresh that that even-
Inge, alter six o'clock. corresponded to
the nlzht o which our Lord with bis
diseiples first celebrated the memorial |
of bis own death with the lonf and
with the cup, traditionally in this same
“Upper toom,” Inekdenrully we remark
that the enrly Chrelstlan Church used |
this spome Jewish reckoning in the no- |
wual ¢elebrution of our Lord's death
and resurrection, but that, later on,

we partake antitypleally. May we,
dear friends, pro. o so falthful to our
consecrntion Vows that we will be In-
clnded by our glorous Lord amongst
tnose who shall ke counted worthy to
shure also bis cup of joy and glory—
particlpation in bls Millenninl King-
dom and his glorjous work of blassing
all the fumilies of the earctl!

vided in this constitution.*’
