Among those from n digtance

friends before resnming her duties,

STATE FAIR IS
NOT ABANDONED

Agriculfural Boerd Decides fo
\gnore Streefcar Strike.

UNIONS OF STATE INTERESTED

Will Meet In Columbus to Discuss
Means of Bringing Labor Dispute
to Successful Termination—Local
Workers Pledge Support and Pre-
pare to Wage Bitter Commercial
and Political Warfare on Those
Whe Ride Cars,

Columbus, O, Aug. 24.—The state
bonrd of agriculture decided to hold
the state falr as plamned, beginning
Sept, 6, whether the streetcar strike
le ended by that time or not,

A regquest that the Columbus cham-
ber of commerce put up & guarantee
fund of $25,000 to assure tha pay-
ment of expenses amd premlums was
not complied with.,

That there is to be a concerted ef-
fort of organized labor throughont
the state to help Columbus streetcar
men win thelr strike has developed.
Fred Fay, national organizer, and
wember of the sexecutlve boprd of
the carmen's unlon, now in sesslon
at Detrolt, recelved a telegram say-
ng that the executive board indorsed
the position of the Columbus street-
car men gnd that the executive board
was consldering: plans for calling a
conference in Columbus of represem-
tatives of organized labor throughout
the state to carry the strike to a suc-
censful termination.

Fay wired the executlve board fa-
voring this plan and recommending
that In addition to representatives of
the Ohlo Federation of Labor and
the central bodies of the streetcar
men's organizations, that the repre-
sentatives of the steam road organ-
lzations also be called into this cone
ference. This meeting will probably
be held some time next week in Co-
lumbus,

Detective's Character Assailed.

It was given out at the governor's
office that no pollce powers of any
kind had ever been conferred by the
governor on any detectives employed
by the R. J. Coach detective agency
of Cleveland and doing strike duty in
Columbus, Such a charge was made
by the Columbus Federation of La-
bor when & resolution was passed re-
questing the governor to revoke any
powers granted Coach detectives,

Secretary Long expluined that the
stntutes give the governor no nuthors
Ity to confer police powers on men
cmployed by a detective agency, He
may, however, graot pollce powers to
rogularly employed watchmen or de-
tectives for steam and electrle rall
roads, but the law lmits the number
of such men with police powers Lo
one to egch five miles of track,

The chuaracter of R, J. Coach, chief
of the detedMve agency, s attacked
by labor organizations, who allege he
s an ex-conviet,

Representatives of 38 of the 60 la-
bor organizations of the city held an
enthusiastlc meeting and pledged the
support of every member to the
gtreetcar men in their strike. By the
terme of a resolution, adopted by
unanimous vote, the actions of per-
wons both in commercial and political
life are w be closely watched In the
future, This Is understoed to mean
that merchants who ride on cars or
permit thelr clerks to ride will be
bhoycotted by unlon men and publie
officinls whe patronize the Columbus
Rallway and Light compsany will be
taken cnre of at the polls by the
B,000 unlon voters of the clty,
