Klbler and tho parties aro prominent,
respected and' well to do farmers of
Bennington township. They, were mar
ried in Itomnoy, W. Va., May 16, 1894,
and they bavo two daughters and a
son, Vblma, aged 19; Edith, aged 17;
and Pugh. Hllbrant, aged 16 years. He
chargds that she is extremely cruel to
him and grossly neglectful and that
sho deserted him and said she would
never llvo with him again.

Ho further relates that sho has
poisoned the minds of tho children
against him and has so influenced
them that .they will perform no house-
hold services for him. Tho assault
complained of was, he alleges,

year, and the,wlfe
and mother incited 'the children to
make an assault on him and menace
him with a butcher nifo.

Tho defendant in this action and her
three children are now living on East
Vino street, Mt. Vernon.

A train crew found the man, both
legs crushed, in tho east end of the
yards between tracks 5 and 6.-- It Is
thought ho had been stealing a ride
and fell from a train. Ho was rushed
to the Newark Sanitarium, where Drs.
Shlrer and P. H. Cosner operated on
him, both legs being amputated. He
was conscious at times and told his
namo as John Scott and said that his
homo was, In Scotland, but . that he
had been employed by tho Mt. Vernon
Bridgo Works.

Tho body was taken to tho morgue
of Clunis & Martin, and an effort is
being made to communicate with a
sister of the deceased who lives in
Leigh, Scotland.

To Pay Claims In Knox Co.

Under Provisions

Of The Workmen's Compen-

sation Law

County Auditor Walter M. Riley has
received tho certificate of premiums
for Knox county under tho Workmen's
Compensation law. It shows Knox
county's sharo to bo ?1,C02.33. Any
public official In tho city or county
other than elective ofllcers and depu-
ties, will be paid a reasonable sum out
of this fund In case of injury. Persons
eligible to draw bononiz aro county
school teachers; road superintendents,
policemen, firemen, and In fact all em-
ployes of tho city and county not elect-
ed.

Out of tho above sum, $1,002.33, tho
county's share Is $44.39, tho city's
sharo $206.34, tho city school board
?388.07 and tho remainder to tho var-
ious school districts of the county.

County Auditor Riley has tho neces-
sary blanks and any person entitled
to benefits under the act can secure
tho blanks at the office of the county
auditor, which should be properly filled
out and forwarded to the board of
awards of the state Industrial commis
sion.
