Chicago Arrested Here,
Win in Lnamcmd Smug--

glinO

"When TV. B. Ware, attorney for Aba
and Max Rosenthal, makes the neces-
sary entry and pays the $1000 duty on
the Rosenthal diamonds, this diamond
smuggling case which has been in the
United States courts for the past two
years, will be closed. The United States
circuit court at New Orleans, the high-
est court of appeals for revenue cases,
has affirmed judge Maxey's decision In
civil suit for the possession of the dia-
monds and by the payment of the duty
on the diamonds by ono having power
of the collector of customs
will surrender the jewels to the legal
representative of the Rosenthals.

The two Rosenthal brothers. Max and
Abe, were arrested two years ago,
charged with smuggling diamonds into
the country. Upon being searched a
small sack containing $2700 worth of
diamonds was found suspended about
the neck of one of the men. They were
tried and acquitted. The government re-
fused to surrender the diamonds, how-
ever, and the case was to the
United States circuit court at New Or-
leans by the United States attorneys.

Attorney Ware, the
brothers, filed a plea of former

jeopardy, claiming that the men had
been acquitted of the charge of smug-
gling the diamonds and that the confis-
cation of the jewels would be punishing
them for crime for they had
been acquitted. Judge Maxey sustained
the plea in the federal court and the
decision was affirmed.

Attorney Ware has to the
Rosenthal brothers who now in
Chicago, for a power of attorney to
take the diamonds and also to pay the
amount of the duty.
