RAGE QUESTION ON MEXIGAN ROADS

THE MEXICAN'S AND THE AMERICAN’S SIDE OF IT

Texas Has Rigid New Sanitary Code

T last Texas has a sanitary code that is modemn. It now remains for the
officials whose duty it is to enforce the law, to see that the regulations
are followed; in that event Texas ought soon to rank among the leading

states of the nation in the matter of health. Very rigid rules are provided in the
new sanitary code and as the state legislature empowered the state board of
health to promulgate these rules and backed it up with a penalty for violation of
any cf the rules after promulgation, health officers of the different communities
have the power to enforce the law.

According to the legislative emactment empowering the Texas board to frame
these samitary regulations, any violation of any of the provisions of the code
becomes a violation of a state law, punishable by a fine of $10 to $100.

The matter of registering births and deaths is made compulsory upon all
physicians, midwives and undertzkers. In the past physicians have beea very lax,
especially about reporting births. AIl such reports have been made in the past
to the county clerk, but in future they must be made for the city to the city
health officer, and for the county to the county clerk, as has been the past custom.
The state is to furnish the blanks for these reports, and it is made the duty of
the city health officer and the county clerk to report for prosecution anmy failure
to record vital statistics.

The mew regulations also cover thoroughly guarantines of contagious diseases,
sanitary regulations of depots, coaches, street cars, and public buildings.

One of the provisions is that all street cars must be scrubbed and washed out
with a hose once every 24 hours.

These regulations do not prevent cities and counties from making regulations
still more stringent as long as they do not conflict with the state authority.

Smallpox cases mmust be isolated for at least 18 days.

All buildings frem which patients suffering with smallpox, scarlet fever,
diphtheria, tuberculosis, or any oiber guarantinable disease, must be fumigated
after the patient has recovered or has been removed and the danger of a new case
has passed, before the public is allowed admittance to the house. The fumigation
must be onder the direction of the city health authorities and the expease borne
by the owners of the premises. In case the owner refuses to hzve the place fumi-
gated, the health officer must tack up a placard stating that the apartments have
been occupied by a patient suffering with a contagious disease, and the placard
shall remain until the fumigation requirement is complied with. )

The regulations are very strict about prohibiting persons working about dai-
ries if they have come from a house where any infectious disease has prevailed.

The records provide that sextons and superintendents of all cemeteries must
keep bound records of all burials, so that it will be possible at aay time to lodate
the grave of any person interred therein.

Persons suffering from smallpox, scarlet fever, diptheria, measles or whooping+

cough are prohibited from nding on a train, and in case the disease develops on
the train it is made the duty of the nearest health officer to remove them.

The present provision for cuspidors on trains is reiterated and in each sleep-
ing car it is ordered that a cuspidor of unusual size be placed where a dentzl lava-
tory is not provided. Cleaning the teeth in the wash basin of cars is prohibited.

Every depot, railway coach, sleeping car, and interurban car must have a
water cooler, which be removed and cleaned thoroughly every 24 hours. Ice
must be handled with and washed with a hose before it is put into the cooler.

Special provision is made for cieaning coaches and Pullman cars and every
railroad and street car company is ordered to keep reporis on just how and when
every car is cleaned, so that the state officials can see the reports at amy time
they wish, '

Sleeping car companies are instructed not to allow their negro porters to use
the same bedding or berths that are used for white persons.

That Elephant Butte Decision

HE impressicn seems to have gome out in some guarters that the decision

T in the old Elephant Butte dam case at Washington the other day, meant

the death of the government’s Elephant Butte irrigation undertaking and
the end of all the plans for reclaiming the Rip Grande valley.

On the contrary, it mesnt just the opposite. It meant that the old English
cempany, which undertook the reclamation of the valley at one time by buildine -
dam at Elephant Butte, but failed, has been ousted—has been divested of all its
rights—and that the government is left free tp go ahead with its work without
molestation. The government has never seriously considered the oppositiom, but
to have it legally removed is just as well

The English company never did anything but preliminary work and then got
into litigation. The United States government intervened and asked to have the
English company’s rights anaulled and the government has come out of the case
wictoriously in the final decision of the supreme court.

The governmesnt will now continue its preparations that have been under way
for the past three years, for the construction of the great Elephant Butte dam,
with government money, for the reclamation of the New Mexican, the Mexican and
the Texas valleys, 180,000 acres all told.

Instead of ending the great work of reclamation, the decision in the Elephant
Butte case as handed down at Washington the other day, will hasten it if any-
thing, for it will remove any objection that might be urged against the work on
the grounds that the English company might some day be sustained in its claims
and demand damages from the government,

All danger of this is mow Temoved. The government is unhampered. The
great dam can go forward.

When it comes to financisl consolidations no scheme gives greater promise of
success than the one at Leavenworth, Kansas, which for practical reasens is under
the direct supervision of the United States government. With the arrival of John
R. Walsh, of Chicagoe, the number of tried financiers reaches 30, justice L. Brokerick,
of Elkha:t, Ind., being dean, and Frank G. Bigelow, of Milwaukee, holding down
Lhe job as stated clerk. It is exceedingly doubtfnl if this aggregation of financial
experience can at any point of the compass be equaled and perhaps it is just as
well that your Uncle Samuel is looking after them.

ENGLAND UPTODATE IN CAMPAIGN
I1—The English Elections.

ONDON, England, Jan. 21.—This
great campaign has been fought

principally upon the billbeards.

Posters have been used 1o an extent
never before heard of In any country,
and the blil-posters unlons have not

complained of a iack of work in Eng-
land silnece the lords rejected the budg-
€t. While the speakings and the can-
vassings and the newspaper “leading
articles” and all of the ordinary meth-
ods of campalgning in England have
been employed as usual, both parties

|t0 the contest have pinned their great-

est faith to posters.
Every Space Covered.

Any¥where in England, town or
country, clty or province, every avall-
able dead wall was pressed Into ser-
vice, A huge six-sheet poster repro-
duces an artistic painting s=howing a
starving woman with desd haby at her
breast. The famished mother |s gazing
with hollow eves at her starving husband
crouched in utter delection and despalir,
And this ix labeled, In letters three feet
high, “Free Trade™ It 4s a horrible
thing, but it fixes the eye and com-
pels the attention. The appesl it
makes to the unemployed and penni-
less Englishmen cannot be less than
Kripping. Next to it to drive the les-
son home, i{s another poster declaring
In Jetters of flame, “Tariff reform
means a job for every man.”

The Cry of the Lords.

Across the street there s a different
story. A poszter shows an empLy-pat-
ed peer In his ducal robes whining:
"Tax your loaf but do not tax my
land.” Alongslde (s an argument
prove, In boxcar letters, that a tariff
tax will increase the cost of Uving and
that a8 tax on wheat lessen the
slze of the workingman's loaf of
bread. ““Tariff reform means happier
dukes.”
