His Hobby Is Archeology and He Favors a Universal
Language His Wonderful Collections of the Times
of the Pyramids A Mighty Celestial Who Does Not
Graft His Doubles and How He Escaped Assassi-
nationBehind the Scenes With the Highest Official.

China, Jan. 6. TheNANKING, of China are being laid
on shelf. Shortly after the

DaTy emperor came to the throne the
prince regent and his party retired the
great Yuan Shih Kai, and they have
now ordered Tuan Fang, the strongest
STanhu of the empire, into disgrace. The
plea for Tuan Shih Kai's abdication was
that he had a lame leg. and hence could
not attend to his official duties. The
cause of tha dismissal of Tuan Fang
Is that he outraged the proprieties
when he had charge of the empress
Sowager's funeral, allowing foreigners
to photograph the procession, and also
lhat he attached heathen telegraph
wires to the heavenly trees of the im-
perial cemetery. Tuan Shih Kai was the
most ahle executive China has had for
rears. Tuan Fang is its ablest states-
man- He might be called the father of
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the new constitution, ana he has been
at the front in all sorts of reforms.
He is also a scholar along many lines.
In some respects he reminds one of

j Gladstone, in others of Alexander Ham
ilton, and aeraln of Sehllftman. th ptm-
Greek explorer. He is now in retire-
ment at Peking, and will carry on his
studies there.

Chang Chi Tung had opportunities to
make incnlculabjle wealth, but he died
comparatively poor. He cared more
scholarship than for the dollar and
ranked as a leader of the literati.

Tuan Fang will live simply at Pe-
king. He has an establishment there,
but his private fortune is small. "When
I met him here at Nanking about eight
months ago he was the viceroy of three
of the greatest 'provinces of th,e lower
Tangtse valley, and under him was a
population larger than that of the
United States.

try so rich that It almost raises sold
dollars. It has scores of walled cities
and thousands of villages. It is so
thickly settled that much of it supports
more than a man to the acre, and is so
cut up by canals and dykes that one
can go to every man's house in a boat.
The region includes such cities as
Shanghai, the New York of China; Soo-cho- w,

the Manchester, and Nanking, the
classical, reminding one of Boston. It
has thousands of factories and it hums
like a beehive. Of these provinces Tuan
Fang was the absolute ruler and his
Income was greater than that of the
smaller European kings. He had a
large corps of government clerks and
most of his subordinates were laying
up fortunes. The taotai, or mayor, of
Shanghai was getting about 1000 a
year as a nominal salary, but the offipe

j was so valuable that within three years
It made him independently rich. The
mayors of other cities were receiving
large sums, and of all that came into
the treasury I doubt not that every
hand through which it passed pinched
out a portion. Nevertheless, there were
millions left for the viceroy, and he
might have made himself rich beyond
the dreams of avarice. He did not. All
of the surplus went into public im-
provements and into the carrying on of
reforms of this new Chinese movement.

A Chinese Reformer.

The work of this man is an evidence
of what Is going on out here in what
Is supposed to be the deadest country
of the world. Tuan Fang yanked up
the dry skeleton of Chinese conserv-
atism and put on it the flesh and blood
of our civilization. He organized all
sorts of reforms In his various cities.
Here at Nanking he established in-

dustrial schools, commercial schools
and a school for teaching silk culture.
He had schools of law and debating
societies for the study of the new con-

stitution. He established an academy
for the customs officers and there were
meetings night after night where the
people were educated in modern gov-
ernment. He reorganized the courts,
the police and the prisons. He built
roads in the cities, and established fac-
tories and industries. He had one gov-
ernment hospital which treated 500 pa-
tients a day, and among the assist-
ants were lady physicians and nurses,
educated abroad. He sent Chinese stu-
dents to the United States and had a
coeducational school in his own prov-
ince. He did what he could to wipe
outppium in the Yagtse valley and
had opium hospitals here and else-
where. He did much to push railroads.
A line was constructed from the river
to Nanking and he aided Jn building
the railways northward to Peking and
Tientsin.

Tnan Fang- and the Rebels.
Tuan Fang did so much in the line

of reform that he aToused the enmity
of the conservatives andthey tried to
assassinate him. The Chinese objected
to him on several grounds. One was
that he was a Tartar and therefore
an interloper and should be wiped out.
Tho secret societies were against him
and they planned to kill him in the
rebellion which was to spring up on
the Yangtse when the empress dow-
ager died. The plans for this revolu-
tion had been perfected and It was
the intention to kil the missionaries
and drive the foreigners out of this
valley and at the same time create an
army which would wipe out the pres-
ent dynasty. Tuan Fang had many
spies and they reported the scheme.
At the time of the death he had his
big army engaged in maneuvers andby means of it was able to quell the
rebellion and thus save China. He went
himself to the seat of the trouble and
his spies told him that there was a
scheme to shoot him on the way from
the cars to his bouse upon his return.
He foiled the assassins by having s

sent to the station. Each of
these was the exact counterpart of the
other, each was driven by a coachman
in the viceroy's livery, and when the
train stopped four viceroys dressed ex-
actly alike and made up to resemble
Tuan Fang stepped from the car and
entered the four carriages.. The make-
up was so skillful that no one could
tell which vas the viceroy, and his
excellency thus had three chances out
of four of someone else beinir killed

The result was that no
bombs were thrown.

Behind the Scenes With, a Viceroy.
It was shortly after this that I met

Tuan Fang at Nanking. He was then
ruling from 90 to 100 million people,
and the machinery of his palaces was
somewhat like that of the white house.
He was working harder than president
Taft and dispatching his business al-
most as promptly. He used the tele-
graph for his business correspondence.
The reports from his officials were
sent in by wire and his answers went
the same way. He was daily receiving
dispatches from all over the globe, the
news of the Associated Press cominsr

j to him before it went to the newspa
pers. He worked at his correspondence;
with a stenographer, and had his trans-
lators, who gave him extracts from the
foreign papers in Chinese.

Hj began to work at 7 oclock in
the morning and seldom went to bed
before midnight.. He was particular
as to his eating, though he used simple
fare. He ate breakfast at 7, luncheon
at 2 and dinner at nightfall. His cook-
ing was done by a Peking chef, and
he used chopsticks. His work was
thoroughly systematized, and he had
enough time in connection fvith it to
carry on literary hobbies ana to make
archeological investigations. N

Shortly before Tuan Fans: was an- -
J pointed he made a tour around

the world, visiting Egypt on the way.
He studied the civilization of the Nile
and brought back tons of statues and
a half dozen mummies. Some of these
I saw during my visit, as well as other
curios and archeological objects relat-
ing to China, upon which he had spent
more than half a million dollars.

A Wnrnlng: to Grafters.
But let me tell you something about

these vice regal palaces. I have been
in many of them since I came to China-Ever- y

viceroy has his official home,
which covers acres, and Is composed of
enormous Chinese buildings with gar-
dens about them. In these palaces are
hundreds of officials and servants.
There are soldiers and clerks and all
the machinery of government.

The palace here at Nanking is en-
tered by several gates, on the walls
near which Is , painted a warning to
grafters. This is in the shape of a
hideous animal 40 feet long, with a
body as big around as a hogshead and
a neck the size of my wri3t The head
is like the ttody, enormous. The ani-
mal looks something like a hippopota-
mus, with the neck of a snake. Ac-
cording to the legend, this beast once
tried to swallow a great quantity of
silver, but it burst Its neck and died
in the act. Its picture is, therefore,
placed at the entranco to every vice-
regal palace to warn the officers with
in against overexertion. It Is to let
the viceroy know that if he" takes too
big bribes or squeezes too much he
will probably bite off more than he
can chew and die in the attempt.

China's New 'Constitution.
During my audience with Tuan Fang

I was received in a large parlor furnish-
ed in Chinese style. His excellency and
myself sat sjde by aide at a big "black
table, upon which were refreshments of
various kinds. Tea was brought in as
we talked together, and our audience
fas terminated with a glass of cham-
pagne.

The first subject of conversation was
Tuan Fang's trip around the world. He
was sent abroad to study modern poli-
tics and to plan a constitutional govern-
ment for China. Upon his return he
wrote the memorial which formed the
basis of the changes aow taking place
all over this country. He was the au-
thor of the .new constitution, and might
be called the father of the new China.

I asked him whether he thought that
China would actually instal a modern
government. He replied:

"Undoubtedly it will. Our people havo
come to appreciate that we nidii adapt
ourselves to modern conditions and be
ruled along modern lines. V'e ieliere
that our old methods are gool. bi.-w- e

would add to thein the good that the
western world has discovered. "We are
studying modern politics, and within a
short timj we shall have a constitution
and parliament. Ac ording to our pres-
ent program, that time will come within
eight years."

"Will not this make great changes in
China?"

"Yes. It will make us by far the

of the compass, gunpowder, and print-
ing, as well as of other things. We shall
hardly square the circle or invent per-
petual motion, but the big discoveries cf
the future may come ns."

"How about the Chinese languege.
Will it bechanged?" w

T do not know. It will be modified
by our western studies. Indeed I thmk
mankind ought to have a world lan-
guage one for all .nations and tribes. It
might be something like Volapuk or
Esperanto."

A. Chinese ArcheoIosit.
From language the conversation drift-

ed to history. Tuan-Fan- g described the
wonders of ancient Egypt and the joy
he had in the museums of Europe. He
spoke of a national exposition which he
had planned for Nanking some time this
year, and said that he hoped to aid
China in establishing a national museum
of its own.

At this point the viceroy asked me if
I would like to see his collections, and
he Jed me to another part of his palace.
We passed through rooms filled with
carvings, rare bronze and ancient mar-
bles, any one of which would be a treas-
ure in our national museum at Washing-t- o.

I remember one table of solid bronze
which was beautifully carved. It was two
feet 'high, four feet long and upon its
metal top the tablecloth rotting had ox-

idized the bronze and left its mark. That
table was several thousand years old. It
was in use at the time the Great Pyra-
mid was built,1200 years before Rome
was founded, and more than 1400 be
fore Belshazzar had his great drinking
ooul, in vnv- - , mv iKiuu-wriiinj-

on the wall which foretold the doom of !

his empire. The table was a drinking
table such as the old Chinese emperors
employed at their feasts. It was dug
out of the ground near one of the an-
cient capitals of Shansi seven years ago,
and 10 bronze drinking vessels were
found upon it. The viceroy had these
brought out and placed upon the table
to show me.

Buddhaa over two thousand years old,
and tablets of Chinese writing-- dug from
to'vns which were standing when our
Savior was born in Bethleieai. in one
room, filled with marbles. I aw sttone

viceroy Egyptian collection, compris-
ing many statues and mummies. As I
left his excellency gave me 'a. catalog
of his archeological treasures, and also
a rare old porcelain vase as a memento
of any visit.
