Mayor Authorized to Sign a
Contract With Port-

land Company.
El Paso will ere long witness the

construction of a garbage incinerating
plant of 40 tons capacity daily to cost
$50,000 and a sewage disposal plant
which will not exceed 540.000 in cost

This was decided upon Thursday by
mayor Sweeney and members of the
city council when they discussed two
bids presented for the construction of
tho incinerating plant. One of theso was
presented by the Public Works Engi-
neering company, of Portland, Ore., and
its bid was for $57,357, while the Power
Specialty company, of New York, bid
$61,700, but neither concern bid on the
sewago disposal plant. The two bids
were rejected as they were considered
too high, the council having Issued
bonds in the sum of only $100,000 for
(the construction of the two plants.

For a time it looked as though mayor
Sweeney would have to reconsider his
determination to quit the mayoralty
this year and hold over for it seemed as
though it would be necessary to adver-
tise again for bids, dropping the plans
nresf-nte- bv Herrintr and Fuller, the
New York engineers, who prepared the I

plana for the two buildings.
However, Fred P. Smith, of "the pub-

lic works engineering company, of
Portland,, presented a proposition which
the council decided to accept and the
mayor was authorized to sign a con-
tract with him.

Smith agreed to present (the plans' for
the two buildings, to protect the city
on all patents and give bond in the sum
of $20,000 for the two plants if built in
connection.

He agreed to leave his plans open
to public competition but said he would
not allow the plant to be constructed
except under the supervision of the
company that he represented. He showed
plans of several plants which had been
designed and constructed by his com-
pany.

Smith will remain in the city until
Saturday morning, when he will report
back to the city council and the con-
tract will be signed.
