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Al St. Brom Arrives in Six
Days From Albuquerque

Afoot. -

Two Ifiindred and fifty-fo- ur miles in
six days, eight hours and 10 minutes
is the record established by Al St.
Brown, who today celebrates his 51st
birthday anniversary in El Paso and
who arrived here Sunday at 20 min-

utes after the noon nour, finishing his
walk from Albuquerque N. M. whence
he departed Monday March 14 at 4:10 In
the morning.

He claims to have made the follow-
ing time: First day, 31 miles; second
day 46 miles; third day 52 miles; fourth
day 50 miles; fifth daj', 55 miles; sixth
day, 20 miles.

Until he commenced his trip to El
Paso on a $200 wager, St. Brown had
been for a year and a half employed as
a bookkeeper by an Albuquerque ce-

ment company, having gone to that city
from Laramie, Wyo., where he had re-
sided since he left New York in his 2Sth
.y'ear.

He says that he learned to walk
while a member of the Olympic Athletic
club in New York while he was in his
'teens and continued for a few years
but has done no walking of consequence
for 20 years past.

St. Brown Is a man of mdium height
and both his hair and moustache are
iron gray while his eyes are also deep
gray. On his trip he wore an ordin
ary brown suit, using the coat only at
night a blue shirt on which were
sewed the American and Irish flag,
leggins and rubber heeled shoes.

He carried no extra weight except
a tij, cloth covered canteen holding
three pints of water and weighing
about a pound and a half when, full.

On his walk he followed-th- e Santa
Feright of way through from Albu-
querque and all along the route the
crews of the trains gave him water and
offered to permit him to ride but he
says he declined to take advantage of
this latter offer because he had made
a wager to walk.

If you chew tobacco, try walking as
a cure says St. Brown. ''The first day
I took two chews but after that I had
no use for the weed; it dries your lips
and causes them to split open."

He also said that in order to cure
sore or tired f2et he found mustard
baths the best application which he
could find and used them frequently on
the trip.
