At a meeting of those
interested held at the chamber of com-
merce Friday at 4 oclock, the commit-
tee on location was continued and it is
expected that final decision will be
reached this week. The acceptance of
either proposition will give the school
very desirable quarters in which to open
the first session of the school.

Horace B. Stevens presided at Fri-
day's meeting. The finance committee
through R. F. Burges reported nearly
$5000 already subscribed and only a few
individuals have ben seen so far.
Louis Behr for the committee on site
made a comprehensive report. It was
the general opinion that the school
should be located close in rather than in
any distant outlying division of the city.

Following the regular meeting a spe-
cial committee meeting was held at
which many details of the .school es-

tablishment were decided upon. The
year book is in the hands of the printers
and will be Issued within a few days.
The school is assured of substantial pat-
ronage from the start. It is estimated
that $15,000 will be necessary as cash
capital to establish the school on a
proper basis.

The business men and public spirited
women who are behind the movement
desire that the organization stock shall
be participated in by as many In-

dividuals as possible so as to give the
Institution a broad basis of popular
support and popular interest The El
Paso School for Girls is and will be
decidedly a community affair, and it
should be given the support due a
profitable public enterprise.
