not be determined before some time in
September.

Director E. Dana Durand is counting
upon a. roll of not fewer than 90,000,-00- 0

names. This estimate is based upon
calculations of his experts, and makes
allowance for an increase according to
the tendencies shown in the last three
previous censuses. Between 1870 and
1SS0 the increase in the population was
30 percent; between 1880 and 1890. 25
percent; between 1890 and 1900. 21. per-
cent. If the decrease should continue
at the same ratio there would be a fall-
ing off this year of the rate of gain to
17 percent. The immigration figures for
the past decade have been greater, how-
ever, than for any of the previous 10
year periods. Making allowance for
this augmentation from outside, it isi
fulculated that the increase for .thei
past 10 years will be about IS percent,
and as, in round numbers, the figure
for 1900 was 76,000,00, it is now cal-

culated that there prove to have been au
addition of about 14.000,000 soulS.

"Race Suicide."
Much interest is felt as to the show-

ing regarding the purels1 native increase.
The enumerations between 1S70 and 1900
show a startling tendency towards "race
suicide." and it is Mr. Durand's fond
hope that the reports of his 70,000 sub- -
ordinates may be able to check this ap-
parent define.

In
the country the remuneration will be
from 20 to 30 oents for eachffarm re-

ported, .while the pay for names will
range from 2 to 4 cents. .The districts
