Thesa Till o
useful funetion If they make [t evident
that leisure does not mean idleness Bul
the average man must earn his own
livellthood, He should be tralned to do
s0, and he should be trained to feel that
he occuples s contemptibie position If
he does not do so; thet he is not an ob-
ject of envy I he is idie, at whichever
end of the social scale he stands, but
an object of contempt, an object of
derision.

Strong and Brave Man.

“In the next piace, the good man
should be both a stropg and a brave
man; that i, he should be able to fight,
he shonid be able to serve his coumry
as R soldier if the need arises. There
ars well meaning philosophers who de-
claim against ths unrighteousness of
war. They are right only If they lar
all their emphasis upon the unrighte-
ousness. War iz & dreadful thing, and
unjust war is a erime agailnst human
ity. But it s such a crime because I
Is unjust, not because it iz war. The
cholce must ever be in favor of right-
eonzness, and this whether the aMerna-
tive be peaceé or whether the alternative
be war.

“The ghestion must not be merely, is
there to be peace or war? The question
must be, is the right to prevail? Are
great laws of righteousness onct
more to be fulfilled? And the answer
from a strong and virile people must be
‘Yed, whatever the cost.

A Nation's Blessing.

“Finally, even more important than
ability to work, even more important
than abllity to fight at need, Is it to
remamber that the chilef of blessings for
any natlon Is that It shall leave its seed
to Inherit the land. It was the crown
of blessing= In biblicen times; and it s
the crown of blessings now. The great-
est of all curses & the curse of ster-
Itity, and the seversst of sll condem-
nations should be that visited upon wil-
ful ‘steriilty The (first e=sential In
any c¢lvilisation s that the man and
the woman shaili be father and mether
of healthy children, so thst the race
shwll Increase and not decrease. If this
is not so, if through no fault of the
soclety there is failure to increase, it iy
a great misforiune.

“If the fallure is due to dellberate
and wllful faglt, then it is not merely
a misfortune, it is one of those crimes
of ease and s«lf indulgence, of shrink-
ing from snd sffort and risk,
which in the long run nature punizshes
n any other.

But, on the oth-
er hand, kesp clearly in mind ghat,
though it has been worth while to‘lake
one step, this does not In the least
mean that it may not be highly disad-
vantagecus to take the next.

“The good citizen will demand [iberty
for himse!f, and as a matter of pride
he will see to It that others receive
the llberty which he thus claims as his
own., Probhably best test of true
love of liberty in any country s the
way In which minorities are treated in
that esuntry, Not only should there be
complete liberty in matters of religion
and opinipn, but complete liberty for
each man 1o lepd his 1ife as he desires,
provided only that In =0 doing he does
not wrotig his nélghbor.”
