held was the Retail Merchants' league,
which a number of Insurance people
were to attend and participate in, but
on account of the fact that so few of
the members of the league were present,
the meeting became a general one.

Acting Asent I Heard.
At the outset A. H. Rodes repre-

sentative of the fire Insurance actuary,
who has opened offices in the City Na-

tional bank building, was introduced by
Horace B. Stevens. Mr. Rodes took as
a text an editorial of The Herald of
the issue of the 13th. entitled "The New
insurance .rcaies, 10 which ne i.uuiv cv- -
ceptions. While admitting that the
rates here were high, he stated that
they were based on complete investi-
gations of risks to which the properties
protesting were exposed. He said that
he did not believe the property owners
of El "Paso should take any organized
action or make any organized complaint
until the new rating had been thor-
oughly tested and tried out. He cited a
specific Instance of a piece of property,
showing wherein it failed to come up
to the standard specifications required
by Insurance companies, and showed
where the rating could be lowered by
complying with the specifications, stat-
ing that 40 cents could be taken off the
rate In this instance by a general house
cleaning.

Plied With Questions.
Mr- - Rodes, while on the floor, was

asked a number of questions, but his
answers did not seem to satisfy the
questioners. Several of the larger prop-
erty owners were there with cocked
ana primed kicks, and it was evident
that the meeting would not accede to
Mr. Rode's request to delay action un-
til the were tried out. In some
cases it developed that should the
property owners make the improve-
ments suggested bjr the insurance men
in order to make the specifications
standard, they would even then noi be
able to get the rates which they for-
merly got.

Mr. Rodes was asked by Mr. Stevens to
state how the new rates hnd been re-

ceived in other parts of the state. He
paid the people of Amarillo had made
a. strenuous objection, but that the
complaint had since been withdrawn.
The people of Fort Worth had raised
$10,000 with which to fight the new
lav.--, but he understood that the com-
plaint had also been laid aside. At
Dallas the rates have been lowered all
over town, but that city had probably
been paying a higher rate than El
Paso. Dallas's key rate is now 27
cents, whereas El Paso's is 50 cents.

Hudspeth and Slater.
Claud Hudspeth, state senator for the

El Paso district, was present at the
meeting and stated his connection with
the new law. He was chairman of the
committee to which it was referred In
the senate. He was personally opposed
to the law, he said, but he yielded to
the desires and judgment of his consti-
tuents who petitioned him on behalf
of the law. and the bill was reported
on favorably after having been kept in
committee for two months.

workers sprung a new one. This was
"running," as applied to the process of
distributing the concrete mixture over
the surface to be covered.

Running was hardly learned by the
rubbernecks who swarm around the new
buildings until the busy bees who are
responsible for the skyscrapers, switch-
ed to "shooting." This term originated
with the workers at the Schutz and
Krakauer building, where the pipe
system is used for conveying the mixed
concrete. A tower is first built, and
from this Is conveyed the concrete by j

The concrete mixer is located in the
basement of the building and the mixed
material is hoisted to the hopper at the
top of the tower by means of a bucket
hoist.

The work is also accomplished in a
much smaller space of time, as the con-
crete is conveyed to the work and pour-
ed as rapidly as it can be mixed.
