LOBIMER REFUSES

Chicago, 111.. May 30. State senator
John Broderick, who was indicted by
the Springfield grand jury on charges
of bribery in the election of "William
Lorimer to the United States senate,
has surrendered. He spent iast night
away from lns home in this city and
successfully evaded efforts of Spring-
field and local detectives to find him.

About noon today senator Briderlck
surrendered himself to ,.ie sheriff.

Lorimer Silent.
United States senator Lorimer arriv-

ed here Sunday. He left a few hours
later and his "whereabouts was a mys-
tery. The senator positively refused to
discuss any phase of the bribery scan-
dal involving his name.

He was asked to make a statement
regarding state senator Holstlaws's
confession, in whjch Holstlaw admitted
that he had received 52500 for voting
for Lorioier for senator.

"Holstlaw is In the same class with
White," said the senator. "I will not
discuss him. In fact, I will not say an-
other word."

Allowed to Capture Bluff at

Slaughtered.

Washington, D. C, May 30. Sever
fighting between the troops of presi-

dent Madriz and of provisional
president Estrada, took place early
this morning near Bluefields. Two
hundred prisoners were taken by Es-
trada's troops.

Rebels Hold Rama.
San Juan Del Sur, Nic, May .3. Gen.

Lais Mena, commander of the Insur-
gent forces at Rama, has refused to
surrender the town. Gen. Chavarrla.
has offersd to guarantee the lives of
the rebels.

President Madriz has ordered the
operations to continue until the town
falls.

Regnlars Ijoae Heavily.
New Orleans, La., May 30. A special

cablegram from Bluefields, Nic, says--:

"Hurling his troops time and again
against Estrada's trenches yesterday,
only to be repulsed by the terrific raa--
chine gun fire, Gen. Arias, commanding

i the Madriz forces beseiging Blue- -
fields, suffered heavy losses while the
defenders of the city had comparative-
ly little.

"It now seems that an attack on the
city would fail, as did Estrada's at-
tack on Managua. It is expected that
more fighting, will occur today.

"The government forces renewed
the attack on the city this morning,
carrying the outposts but were re-
pulsed by the Estrada, forces In a sar-guina- ry

conflict. The Madriz army-wa- s

thoroughly routed and fled In
every direction. Three hundred pris-
oners were captured and brought here.
This is one of the most decisive battles
won by the revolutionists and makes
rumors of peace, circulated here this
morning before the attack, probably
without foundation, as Estrada ap-
pears more confident than ever of
sweeping the country in two weeks."

Rebels Set a Trap.
Another dispatch says that Gen.

j Zeledon, of the insurgent army, haa
assumed a formidable position in the
vrar of Bluefields bluff and will make
an effort to retake the custom house.

A. J. Oliver, consul general of the
Sstrada government at New Orleans,
received a dispatch last night which
contains additional assurance that the
Estrada government allowed the
to be taken in order to trap the at-
tacking party of Madriz forces, which,
it is alleged, can . be accomplished.
While the number of Gen. Zeledon's
forces is not given, confidence is ex-
pressed in a safe repulsion by the Es-
trada army.

It was also stated that Gen. Gab
Cbnrad. of Louisiana, who has dis-
tinguished himself in the service of
Estrada, is active.
