The flag raising ceremonies fwere

Col. Sharpe, trim in
his fatigue uniform, started the flag
on its upward ascent promptly at 9
clock, as the Mexican band swung
into the refrain of the one national air
which is unversally respected by all
Americans.

S. Quackenbush and Lieut- - H. G- - Sharpe,
assisted the colonel in raising the flag,
while the celebration committee, mayor
W. F. Robinson, former mayor J. U.
Sweeney, and aldermen S. Blumenthal
and W. S. Clayton acted as the repre-
sentatives of the city at the formal
apeninnr of the celebration.

Baltic TO
in Midocean and Passen
gers Have Close Gall.

BIG-HOL- RAMMED
IN BOW OF BOAT

New York, July 4. With a six-fo- ot

hole in her side, the White Star liner
Baltic docked today, whS& the passen-
gers hurried ashore and congratulated
themselves on their escape from what
might have been a fearful midsea disas-
ter.

The Baltic on last Thursday night
rammed into the oil tank steamer Stand-
ard, bound from Philadelphia to Copen-
hagen. The shock aroused the pas-
sengers, who hurried to the decks

in a state of panic.
the Baltic lay rollng in the swell-

ing sea and water poured Into
jagged hole Jn her bow, captain Ran-
som and the officers succeeded in
quieting the passengers.

A patch was placed over the hole
and the steamer limped Into port.
seaman is missing, believed to have
been knocked overboard the impact.

The Baltic was the first liner to come
to the assistance of the wrecked Re-
public and Florida when the two vessels
were in collision off Nantucket Shoals
in January, 1909. The passengers of
the sinking Republic were first trans-
ferred to the Florida and when it
later feared that the Florida also might
sink, taken on board the Bal-
tic in a, rough sea by the Baltic's small
boats.

It was the wireless aparatus of the
Baltic, so effectually silenced night

orders of the captain, that first sent
news to of the rescue.

The Baltic sailed in her maiden trip
in June, 1904. Is 725 feet long, 75
feet beam 49 deep. has
seven decks, exclusive of the holds
a cargo capacity of 30,000 tons.
