In all cities i3ic older portions have
prown from small beginnings, and the
street plan has been the result of chance.
Occasionally a city is created upon a
site deliberately chosen, as- for instance
Washington. In such cases an oppo-
rtunity is offered, to create a plan pe-
culiarly adapted, to the special develop-
ment in mind. There are a few other
instances in this country where the fu-
ture "possibilities appear to have been
realized.

irom 700 to 900 feet apart. The values
of real estate havinsr become enormous,
it is now impracticable to correct mis-
takes m this original plan wjthin rea-
sonable limits of expenditure.

Need of Diagonal Streets.
A characteristic feature of most Amer-

ican cities is the lack of important diago-
nal strefrts leading to some definite po?nt
o. interest. These diagonals need notbe long or straight for their entire dis-tance, but different sections of them
should be free from deflections. This
is the charm of Washington and oflaris. One may follow the numerousdiagonal streets in either of these capi-
tals and be quite sure of reaching somepoint of interest.

Easy to Fill In Spaces.
When these controlino- - streets have

been definitely- - determined, we need not
worry about filling in the spaces be-

tween. Whether it would be advan-
tageous to have the intervening spacer
treated in a uniform mariner, is ques-
tionable. Here, where the toTapliy
suggest it. a serpentine system of streets
may be laid out.; there, a enerous depth
of lots, with space for gardens, may be
provided: here, again, we may lind a
irroun of narrower streets compactlv
built up with secluded court and small
houses fronting upon a little plot of
grass.

The Parking Svstem.
Xo reference has yet been mad to

a svstem of parks and playgrounds. The
policy of most of our cities, has been to
defer the selection of park sites until
the necessity for parks has become
