The com-
pany operates five steamers batween
New York and the Texas port and Intl-
mates that 4f the merchants of Taxas
stand by the company, fs the company
hsas stood by them during the past two
yoars and gilve the ships the necessary

The gancuncement of the taking over
of the Texas Clty line was purported
to be gfficial and September 1 was
named as the date of the transfer, but
from the latest announcement of the
Texas Cliy line that it is still independ.
ent, it would appear that theres hafi
been a hitch in the transfer.

The announcement mnkes no mention
of rates, =0 it Is presumed that ths old
rate, which fs chenper by nearly hailf
tkan the other coast lHoes, wiil be main-.
