For instance, the St. Louis Cardinals
will spend the first week in Houston,
the New York Giants pitch camp in
Ean Antonio, the third team will be as-

signed to Dallas and the fourth to
Waco.

The St. Louis team would have Gal-

veston as well as Houston to play, be-

cause the cities are within a short dis-

tance of each other. New York would
have Austin and San Antonio to draw
from. The third team would have a
dozen good sized towns around Dallas,
as well as Fort Worth, to draw from,
and Waco would offer a big territory
to the fourth team.

It is also suggested exhibition games
between the teams could be arranged.
The plan is said to be looked upon with
favor by the big league magnates and
may be arranged.

In his speech, Mr. Sweeney
announced that his clients did not
care to invest their money if it was
probable that the present or future city
councils would harass the company,
and he read numerous court decisions
reciting that factories are not consid-
ered in the light of nuisances, not-
withstanding any complaints that may
be made by nearby residents, if the
factories are conducted in a proper
manner.

Following the statements by Mr.
Sweeney, the petition was read, after
which all councilmen expressed them-- J
selves in favor of It.

At the public hearing, Mr. Sweeney
did not teH the councilmen who was
backing Mr. Cameron, although both j

aldermen McGhee and Clayton stated
last week to The Herald, very positive-
ly, that they would have to be shown
just where the money was coming from
and be assured that the plant would
be erected immediately, before the?
consented to grant the franchise.

The permit asked for, recites that
the packing plant shall be erected east
of the present Cameron stock yards,
but not on public property, the com-
pany owning all ground on which it
Is proposed to build: that the packing
plant company shall have the privilege
of connecting with the city sewage
system, and that the company shall be
responsible for all loss and damages
entailed by reason of the construction
of the plant. It is also,, stated that work
shall be commenced on t'.e plant with-
in two years, and that t e permit shall
extend over a period of but 30 years.
