Washington, D. C, Sept, 16. It is ex-

pected that the forthcoming returns of
the census bureau will show that the
life of the average American citizen is
several years longer now than in 1900-Tn- e

span of .human life has been length-
ening in America during the past half
century at a remarkable rate. The many
agencies that are engaged in arousing
the public conscience to the dangers
of contagious disease, together with the
successes that are attending the minis-
trations of preventive medicine, give
hope that by 1925 the average American
will have 20 years more of life than his
grandfather had a century before.

A table of the. expectations of hu-
man life recently compiled in toe
"healthy districts" of England and
"Wales, where the death rate is prac-
tically the same as that of the United
States, is full of food for thought and
shows the transitory status of human
life in a remarkable way. The siatistics
give a moving picture of an imaginary
nation. of 100,000,000 souls, all born in
a gjven year. As the film reels off,
one beholds the great battle for sur--
- aval, hears the funeral marches and
sens the unnumbered tnousands falling
out of the ranks as the years go by.

ity becomes less. There are fewer vie- -
tims, both relatively and absolutely, in
the 12th 3Tear tnan at any other period
up to the time when senility begins to
set in and old age becomes the ally of
death. In the 21st year humanity seems
to be catching its second wind. "When
this one age republic becomes 65, near- -
ly one-ha- lf of the original 100,000,000
are uuau. .tne succeeding -- o years are
more fatal in their consequences than
the preceding 64. During this quarter
of a century about 4S.000.000 die.

What Result Will Be.
In 90 years after tne birth of this

imaginary republic only 2,000,000 are
left to maintain it-- By the time of its
centenary all but 19,000 will be gone-A- t

105 years there still will be 500
left. At 107 there wHl be only 100
hoary headed survivors, but the ensu-
ing year will see the last of these.

The United States is now a nation
of approximately 100,000,000 souls.

In a single
quarter of a century London cut Its
death rate in tw- - ail mcn-a-v- l "he
span of the average life full 50 per-
cent.

Throughout the civilized world the
length of human life has practically
doubled in 350 years. And yet sani-
tarians and other 'students of public
health conditions declare that America
's barely starting through the open
door of oportunity. When one hears
the progressive medical man declare
that 500,000 American lives could be
saved every year if the nation at large
would only heed the lessons taught by
preventive medicine, he is inclined o

be skeptical. But if he will consider
what this science of preventive medicine
already has Gone and reflect how much
more it is doing today in communities
where it is best applied, he will con-
clude that the man who. seemed to be
a visionary dreamer is after all con-

servative. According to insunance sta-
tistics the mortality rate among indus-
trial policyholders is from 50 to SO per-
cent higher than that which obtains
among the welltodo. It Is mainly a
difference In sanitary surroundings.

Gain of the Nation.
The whole nation reaps a vast eco-

nomic gain, aggregating billions of dol-
lars for every that is added to
the average life. Supposing that only
30,000,000 of our population are bread-
winners, and that the net earning power
of each of them is SfOO a year, that
one year of added life is worth $3,000,-000,0- 00

to the nation. When we think
of adding five years to the average
life it means a growth in economic
wealth, sufficient to replace all our
railroad investments or to substitute
all our bank deposits.

But if the nation as a whole is the
gainer in this direction, not less so are
the insurance companies. Insurance
rates are made upon the basis of the
expectation of human life. The tables
of this exectation s.rc preparo.l frt--

the experience of years gone by. Nat-
urally, with the' death rate constantly
diminishing, and with the necessity of
basing insurance premiums on past ex-

perience rather than upon present con-
ditions, the . expectation rates are al-
ways higher than those in realization.
Consequently, when the mass of insured
persons do not die as soon as the ex-
pectation tables say they should, the
insurance companies reap a correspond-
ing reward.

So important is this as a factor of
profit in the insurance world that one
of the probabilities of the future Is that
all insurance companies will pool their
interests and create a big fund for the
financing of a nation wide campaign
in behalf of the public health. Already
one of the Dig companies nas estaD-lishe- d"

a welfare system, and has ar-
ranged for a campaign of education
through Its 15,000 agents scattered
throughout the country. It distributed
in one year 4,000,000 little text books
of healtn, printed in 10 different lan-
guages.

Xegro Pny.s HiRli Insurance.
Those insurance companies which in-

sure the lives of negroes feel them-
selves handicapped by the fact that
they have no experience tables of the
negro "race upon which to base their
premiums. Some of them are using
their best efforts to induce the negro
to live up to the sanitary standard of
the white man, and others are trying
to create an experience table especially
for the negro. But in the meantime,
the insurance companies are profiting
from the Jack of such tables. In order
to be on the safe side they charge the
negro a higher rate.

While women outrank men in the
matter bf longevity, and also in the rate
at which their span of life Is increas-
ing, they are not as highly regarded as
insurable risks. It is said this
arises from several causes. In the first
place, for reasons of delicacy, the ex-

aminations are not as thorough, and
experience has shown that they are not
as careful of the truth in answering
questions as men.

Vigilance of ilexican police since the
recent El Paso murder lias resulted in
what is considered, a valuable capture in
solving the Chinese puzzle. Wong "Wee
was arretted Thursday afternoon by
adjutant Valentine Onate, of the Juarez
police.

Locking himself in a room, the oriental
ac first defied the police, and later of-

fered the arresting officer 50 as a bribe
for libepty, Onate says. At the police
sta-tion- , ee actually cried, and pleaded
not to be sent back to El Paso. This
attitude aroused suspicion on the part of
the police, and El Paso authorities were
notified of the capture.
