FPrevious to his being accepted by both
sides, John E. Walker, office enginesr
in the civil enginesring department of
the Southwestern raiiroad syrlem, was
chosen as the third juryman, and was
sworn nnd toek his place In the jury
box. John A Bradford, a rallroad
coniractor, was <hosen atl the Monday
afternocn sesslen, as was HRobert L
Obear, & colipetor, who was the first
man upon whom the state and defence
could agree.
Four Challenges Umed.

The defence has used four of its
15 peremptory challenges already,
while the state has been forced to

challenge but once peremptorily. Mon-
day H. D. Bowie was the first to be
challenged in this way. E. M., Bray
folowed, and Tuesday momming the de-
fence also todk exception to E. A
Shelton and FHeérman Andreas. The
state’s peremplory challenge was used
in excusing J. R. Golden, manager of
the Golden Plumbing company. Tha
remainder of the veniremen were ex-
cused for cause, the greater number
of whom escaped jury duty by plead-
ing scruples against the death penalty,
or that they had fixed opinions.
