Pecos, Texas, Oct. 24 —The growth of
Fort Stockton, the new division point
on the southwestern extension of the
Kansas City, Mexico & Orlent railway,

Much of the passenger traffic has
been handled by automobiles for the
past two years, but it i= an innovation
in handling frelght by metor truck to
inland points in west Texas.
