"These mines," says
John Patrick, who has just returned
from the camp, "comprise 46 pertenen- -
cias, or 113 acres or ground, wnich is
well mineralized, the ore bodies lying
in a limestone and porphyry contact.
The old workings show-- where large
chambers of ore have been extracted,
but as no record of the property can
