TUESDAY THE VOTERS
CHOOSE BETWEEN THE

TWO GREAT PARTIES
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New York, Nov. 5. Will the 62nd
congress be Democratic or Republican?
is the most important question O be
decided at the elections to be held
throughout the country on Tuesday
next.

All the rigors of che campaign are
now over, and the candidates are anx-
iously awaiting the results of their ef-

forts. What the outcome will be is, of
course, problematical. Not since the
famous" free silver and gold campaign
of 1896 have political forecasters been
so completely in the dark.

Democratic leaders all over the coun-
try are highly jubilant, and wear an
air of unusual confidence. They not
only claim a majority Jn the house of
representatives, but en express the
belief that sufficient Democratic leg-
islatures will be eleoted through the
country to insure a majority in the
senate.

Complexion of Consrrens.
At present there are 391 members in

the lower house, of whom 217 are Re-
publicans and 174 --Democrats. Owing
to the growth of insurgency, which the
Democrats claim has caused an irree-concilab- le

split in the ranks of the Re
and the dissat

bill, the Democratic leaders feel con-
fident of overcoming this majority. To
this end they have directed their fire

a number of the socalled pivotal
states, such as Indiana, Illinois, New
York, New Jersey, Pennsylvania, Ohio,
Iowa and Maryland. Should they suc-
ceed in capturing the doubtful districts

these states, they would undoubtedly
be assured of a majority. Their con-
fidence in doing this is due in a great
measure to the early fall elections held

the down east states, and the spe-
cial congressional elections, which
were held to fill vacancies in the
house

Notable Precedent.
The most notable of these "was the

election in Maine, where a Democratic
governor was placed. In office for tin-firs- t

The Maine
Democrats also elected majorities in
both houses of the state legislature,
insuring a Democratic successor to
senator Hale, and two out of the four
congressmen. The election in Vermont,

Republican, Clement C. Dickinson, a
Democrat, was carried into office by a
substantial majority. In the fourteenth
Massachusetts district, a rock bound
Republican section, Eugene Foss, Dem-
ocrat, was elected to succeed the late
William C. Lovering, Republican. An-
other stirring contest occurred in the
thirty-secon- d New York district,
where James B. Havens, Democrat, was
elected to succeed the late James B.
Perkins, Republican.

If the Republican leaders are dis-
mayed at these happenings, they are
snowing no indications of fear, and ex-
press equal confidence at controlling
the next house.

'insurgent Movement.
The insurgent movement, which

manifested Itself so much in the last
session of congress, does not appear to
have spread with any great rapidity.
From the returns a number of the
states where this movement flourishes
the insurgents and regulars seem to
have broken about even. Kansas- - and
Idaho are the two exceptions.

The insurgents In thes.e states seers
to have complete control of the situa-
tion. In Iowa, however, there is a
strong fight, and, where the Republi-
can regulars gained the nominations,
the insurgents have placed independent
candidates in the field. Minnesota,
Wisconsin and Indiana are wholly in-
surgent, while the movement is strong
in Washington, Oregon and California,
The leaders feel confident, however,
that when the returns are counted on
election day, they will snow a balance
in favor of the Republicans, whetherregular or insurgent.

To Elect 2S Governor.
In socalled pivotal states, the cam-

paign has been exceedingly bitter. In
the election to be held Tuesday 8
states In the union will select govern-ernor- s,

while 36 will elect state legisla-
tures. The Democrats will make a
vigorous fight to get a majority of the
state legislatures in order to insure a
majority in the senate, in the next con-
gress. At the present time there is a
Republican majority of 26 in the upper
house. Thirty-on- e terms expire thisyear and the new state legislatures
will select successors when, they con-
vene in January. Of the 31 whose
terms expire, 24 are Republicans.

New York Fisht.
The fight has been an extremely bit-

ter one in New York state. Colonel
Theodore Roosevelt has stumped the
state for Henry L. Stimson and has
denounced the Democratic candidate,
John E. Dix, as the representative of
Tammany Hall and the Wall street In-

terests. Hearst has directed his fire
mainly against the Democrat:: 'icket.
He claims t( at if the Democritfc par
ty is put 'r j,cver, Tammany Hall will
control the state the same as it does
New York City.tT 5 '". tSi
high cost of living which is due thev
say. to the tariff.

They were unable to select a
candidate at the convention and "Eu-
gene Foss, congressman for the four-
teenth district, was finally picked by
the state committee to head the ticket.
Eugene Draper, the present incumbent,
is again at the head of the Republican
ticket.

The Democrate of Connecticut have
nominated a strong candidate In judge
Simeon E. Baldwin, who Is being op-
posed by Charles Goodwin. The Re-
publican organization In this state,
however, is very strong, and controls
the. four congressional districts, as
well as the congressman at large.

New Jersey-- also has an interesting
fight on her hands. Woodrow Wilson,
formerly president of Princeton uni-
versity, is running on the Democratic
ticket against Vivian Lewis, candidate,
uj. me jciepuoucan organization. Wil-- .
son has conducted a very vigorous
campaign.

Taft's Home State.
The fight in Ohio presents anotherinteresting situation. Here governor

Judson Harmon, the present Democrat-
ic incumbent, Is being opposed by War-
ren G. Harding, the Republican nomi-
nee. Both men have conducted vigor-
ous campaigns. Ohio will also elect
21 congressmen. At the present time
