Check to Welsch for Serv-
ices at Corpus Christi..

For ''services rendered McEIwee," is
the reason whj' a check for $26 was last
March sent to Henry Welsch, then a
member of the El Paso school board, by
the Texas Seating" company, of Ft.
"Worth, of which A. M. McEIwee is presi-
dent. The reason was brought tut at
the hearing of the case of McEIwee
TVednesda3' afternoon in the ?4th district
court, when he was called to answer to
an indictment charging him with offer-
ing to bribe an oficer.

The reason is set down in the ledger
of the Texas Seating company pn a
page devoted to the account of Hew
Welsch, and bears .the date of May 31,
1909. Incidental 13 the reason was quali-
fied at the hearing of the case b3-- the
statement that the services were ren-
dered at Corpus Christi.

Although not brought out at tho
hearing, it developed that McEIwee. at
Corpus Christi in May, 1909, was "a
candidate and was elected state deputA"
of the Knights of Columbus, and that
AVelsch, a delegate from El Paso, op-

posed him.
An Instructed Verdict.

McEIwee, however, was acquitted Wed-nesda-

afternoon, judge Harper sustain-
ing the demurrer offered by the defence
at the close of the state's testimony.
The demurrer recited that the state had
failed to connect McEIwee with offering
a bribe, and that no case had been made.
The defence did not have to put a wdt'
r.ess on the stand..

Witness Absent.
