Jose de la Luz Soto, a wealthy eat-
tleman, of Jiminer, znd one of the
most influential men of the state of
Chikuahua, accompanied by Abraham
Gonzales, president of the Aantireelee-
tionist eclub of Chihuahua, and st:te
leader for the Madero party during the

recent election, came from Jimenes
Wednesday to make their wills here
