Some Precautions for Per-
sons Sending Packages

Out of ToTvp.
The "Siop early" campaign is being

followed ,by the "ship early" campaign.
While thV merchants have about con--nc- ed

"the" people that they get the new
goods before they are picked over by
doing then shopping early, and most
people are.ilready, crowding the stores
to buy then- - Qhristmas gifts, the post-offi- ce

and express officials are now en-

gaged in fying to set the people to
"ship early ' to. put their packages in
the expresfi offices or postoffices as
soot as possible so that they will be
sure to get .hrough and be delivered in
time. There is always such a rush
about Christmas that it Is hard to get
packages through on time, therefore
persons having packages that must
go any distance, are being urged to
get them started as soon as possible, as
it is only 19 more 'days till Christmas.

In ihe case of express packages, the
eXpres company will furnish a small
label to paste on the package reading:
Don't open until Christmas." This will
Insure the package reaching its destina-
tion before Christmas and should re-
sult in the recipient not opening it un-
til that time.

Use woodeji boxes for packing. Glass
or fragile articles should be well pro-
tected. It may cost a few cents more,
but the danger of toss ' or damage is
very much reduced. True, 'if the ship-
ment Is lost or damaged the express
comrany will pay for it, but that will
give your friend or relative no pleas-Tar- e.

The postoffice doesn't pay for
such broken packes.

Write the address in full, state,
city, street and number on

the box or package with ink, or cray-
on. Tags are frequently torn off and
lost. .

If you want to prepay the- - charges
and send the package by express,
write the word "PAID"" in large, plain
letters on the package. Insist on a re-
ceipt and see that the amount paid is
marked on the receipt and package,
and the value of the package is declar-
ed thereon.

Write your own address in full some-The- re

on- - all packages, following the
prefix "Fr,om : --z --"

Tt is also well to enclose a card in
each box or package giving your ad-

dress and the consignee's address; so
that should the outer markings tie de-

stroyed, the inner mark , will 'Insure
prempt forwarding and delivery.

fPackages not shipped in wooden box-
es should be done up in strong wrapping

paper (not newspaper) and tied
with strong cord.

If package contains anything of per-
ishable nature, write the word "perish-
able" in large, plain letters on the box,
or package, to insure special atten-
tion and first delivery. Certain perish-
able articles are non-mailab- le, so if
not sent by express, the sender should
asK at tne nostouice oeiore raaumg.
