Phoenix, Ariz. 3Iarch 20. Former

In it he. said" he regret-
ted that Arizona had not been admitted
to statehood and expressed the hope
that the next congress would admit it,
but he took occasion to express his
opinion concerning: the recall feature ;

likely to cause much annoyance.
CoL Roosevelt addressed one of the

largest throngs ever assembled in the
southwest on the plaza. Col. Roosevelt
arrived from Mesa at noon, attended
a luncheon given In his honor by mem-
bers of the former Rough Rider regi-
ment and then proceeded to the plaza.

Next Congress Skould Admit It.
CoL Roosevelt said:
"I regret that 'Arizona was not ad-

mitted to statehood by the laet con-grets- s,

and I trust that the next con-
gress will without fajl admit It. The
objections to -- admitting It I regard as
without warrant of justices. Appar-
ently these objections have been chief-
ly or entirely due to the fact that
Arizona has adopted in its constitu-
tion the referendum, Initiative and re-
call.

"I do not agree "with the form in
which Arizona, has adopted the recall,
especially as regards the judiciary,
but while I regret that Arizona
should have adopted the recall in this
tfashion, I not merely admit, but in-
sist, that this is a matter purely for
Arizona's own decision and that
neither the opinion of myself nor any
other outsider has the slightest bear-
ing on Arizon's right to the privi-
leges of statehood. "What the views of
New York and Texas "upon the ques
tion may be has- - nothing whatever to j

do with Arizona's rights to its, own j

views.
"It is difficult for me to discuss se-

riously the assertion that the adoption
of the initiative, referendum and re-

call make a form of government
which is not republican. Switzerland
has adopted all three and to say that
Switzerland is not a republic is sim-
ply a contradiction in terms. Surely
mo one can expect tf be taken seri-
ously if ho asserts that Oregon or
California in its form of government
is not as absolutely republican as
Cornecticut or Pennsylvania, or Mis-
sissippi. This being so, there- can be
no ground for refusing to admit a
territory to statehood when Its pro-
posed constitution does, not essentially
differ from the actual constitution of
certain states already within the
union.

The principles of the initiative and
referendum may or may not be adapt-
ed to the needs of a given state under
given conditions I believe they are
useful in some communities, and not
ip others but to deny a territory the
right of statehood because it has
adopted these principles, Is as wrong
as to say that Vermont should not be
a state because its governmental sys-
tem is based upon the principle of the
town meeting. If the-- constitution of
the Tnited States forbids the use of
the referendum or initiative, then the
constitution should he amended with-
out delay. According to the varying
conditions in each state and according
to the limitations upon the use of the
iniriative fend referendum, this use
may or may not be wise in any given
instance; but the right to Its use 13

inherent to every community and no
community should be allowed 'to dic-
tate to any other community on this
matter.

Has Illicit to Try Experiment.
"Hi Is so with the principle- - of recall.

I do Tiot believe in its wisdom here' in
Arizona, as provided in the Arizona
constitution, but Arizona has an ab-
solute right to try the experiment If
it sees lit. Indeed, a system under
which judges are appointed for life
differs more from one under which
they are elected for very short terms
than the latter does from a system
which provides for the recalf. Each
state should have full liberty to act
as It chooses in xsuch a. matter, and.
therefore, each territory desirous of
being admitted as a state should have
the same liberty.

Cuellar Captures Insurrecto
Banner Has 25 of His
Men Killed.

GUNS EFFECTIVE!

The official report of Col. Samuel
Garcia Cuellar, who commanded the
federals at the battle of Casas GrandeS,
two weeks ago- - today. has been re-
ceived. It shows that he lost' 35 killed,
including one ofricer, and had 37

wounded. He says he burled 57yinsur-recto- s
and captured 40 prisoners, one

of whom has since died. Sixteen for-
eigners are among the prisoners, he
says. As all reports have said 17 for-
eigners were taken prisoners and he
reports that one of the prisoners has
died, he wasv probably a foreigner. The
colonel saysvseveral other 'officers be-

sides himself were wounded in the bat-
tle and gives their names. The report
throws a new light on several features
attending the battle- - The Teport ap-
pears in last "Wednesday's Mexican Her-
ald, reaching here Sunday. It says:

"Casas Grandes, March 7. With
real satisfaction I have the honor to
inform you that yesterday, March 6,
in a fight in front of Casas Grandes, j

morning to 5 oclock in the afternoon,
the enemy under Francisco I. Madero,
was completely routed and fled in
shameful- - retreat.

"I was in Ascension, March 4, when
I received word that Madero with 500
men was marching on Casas Grandes :
