Defects in Church Polity Alleged and Will Be Consid-
ered in Conferences—Churches Are to Hold Special
Union Labor Services—New Venture by the

Catholic Laymen.

Bishop Thomas B. Neeley,
Orleans, who for years has given study
to Methodist church polity, has come
to the defence of that pelity in raply
to attacks mow making by Methodist
ymen. fome laymen's associations, In
the conference held last spring, pro-
posed radigsl changes in Methodism.
Thess propositions have heen sent to
other psssociations, amd throughout
Methodiam North this fall it is expected
these changes will be heard and recom-
mended The fall conferances begin
about August 15, and the laymen's as-
sociations meet at the same times and

places,

Methodist Imymen charge fallure (o
Methodism in certain places, notably in
the large cities, owing to defects in
polity. The propésitions put forth
contemplate laymen sitting as mem-
bers of tha annoal eonferences as they

pow do in the quadrennial general con-
ferences; laymen as members of the
cabinets of bishops which make ap-
pointment= of ministers; the districting
of bishops, making each supreme in &
diorese pfter the Eplscopal or Catholic
plans; and the muitiplication of the
number of bishops so that each may be
familiar with his own fleld and stay
sufficlently long In ¥ to be able,to
lead Methodism in that fleld constant-
I and intelligently, Under the pres-
ent Methodiet plan hishops, now only
12 in number, hold annual conferences
in many parts of the country, and per-
baps do not return within the year to
ascerialn the sultability of their ap-
pointments of ministers, or the wisdom
of other decisions made Iin unfamiliar
fields and under hurried conditions.

In his defence of the present Metho-
dist polity bishep Neeley begina with
the Rav. John Wesley., of London, in
the first haif of the eighteenth century,
and follows the early Methodist organ-
ization as it came to America and grew
into the Msethodist church. He points
out to Methodist Jaymen that the
Mathodist system has three determin-
fnx parts: connectionsl, supervisional
gnd constitutional

op. “is part of 3 great system and nlll

the churches are homnd together by a
common eovernment. In this govern-
ment there I a system of graded over-
gight and authority, avd all the parts
of the church act under a written con-
stitutlon which guarantees the rights
of 2nch and every indlvidual

“At the summit of the supervisional
system is the episcopate. which Is not
g loeal or dlocesan epliscopate restric-
ed to a particular section, but one of
& Denarl
might Le assigned service In any part
of the churches This an itinerant
eplscopacy. but the s¥st providss for
permanent and thorough local super-
wision through & class of officers
who usad to he called presiding elders,
but now ars known as district super-
fntendents, This iz the loeal episcapate
ssuperintending limited districts, while
thes bishops ssupervise the district of-
ficers. thus ensuring a very complete
supervision both loral and general

“To this supervizional system
everwhelming mass of laymen
ministers are thoroughly loral
the system  hes vindicated ftself
throughont many generations Indeed.
the <hurch has besn most prosperous
when and where it has been most com-
pletely and erngiatently worked out
and the greatest fallureg have been
where the graded system of supervision
has been sllowad to fall into disuse In
whole or in part

“wWith a vigorous apiscopacy and
fistriet superintendency, this system.”
toncludes blehop Neeley, “is as near
perfect as human institutions can e
perfect Certain needs now pleaded
are the resulte of the non-working of
the system.”

NEW VENTURE OF CATHOLIC LAY=-
MENX LED BY FATHER SHEALY,
Catholic laymen of New TYork, led
by the Rev. Terence J. Shealy, 8 J.
of Fordham university. as spiritual 4i-
rector, are entering upon & work whol-
ly new in the Catholic church in this
oountry, and s¢ far ss known in any
other country. It Is & school for the
enlisting and training of Catholic lay-
men as public speakers and teachers
At firet normal work will only be
attempted, the plan being to create &
corps of experts who shall, In turn,
train other Cathelle laymen by the
holding of clssses in their home par-
Ishes. The studies will be soclsl ser-
vice and Catholiec apelogetics, and the
Instruction, both normal and primary,
will be plaosd as far as possible on
a college basis, with examinations and
practice work. The students are to
be volutteers only, and preference will
be given to college gradustes
The practical or material part of
the school will be the lecture on social
services. These will be begun in Oe-
tober next, and will bs given In the
rooms of the Fordham university
achool of law. .These rooms are In
Nassau strest, In lower Manhattan, so
that classes will be cronducted at the
noon hour on week days as well as
two week nights, The courses of study
are now in operation. Instructors will
be members of the faculty of Fordham

college.
culture, the preparstion of addresses,
pedagogy. snd will be given practice

work in the Instruction of other lay-
men in elasses held In parishes of New
York City and vicinity.

While the Jesuit priest named s the
prime mover In the enterprise, he 1s
heartily supported in his plans by a
large number of Catholle laymen of In-
flusnce.

The Rer. Chas £ Macfarland, secre-
tary of the commiasion has sent out
8 call to the secretaries of the minls-
terl2] associatlons ln the citles, recom-
mending that wherever possible a
anion service be held In one of the
churches on SBunday night, to which ar-
ganlzed labor and sll other working-
men and women be invited: and that
the warious ministers preach sermons
apprppriate to the occasion In their
own churches on the morning of Sep-
tember 1.

At a racent conventlon of the Amer-
lean Feéderation of Labor, a resolution
was unanimonusly adopted designating
the “Sunday preceding the first Monday
in Beptember as Labor Sunday and that
the churches of America be requested
to devote some part of this day to the
discussion of some phase of the labor
guestion.” The wvarious central and
lacal Inbor bodies were also reguested,
in this resolution, “to cooperate in ev.
ery legitimate war with the ministers
who thus observe Labor Sunday, seek-
Ing. with them. to seoure as large an
andlence of workingmen and otherz as
possible.”

One Farmer Expects Two
Meore Cuttings—Irriga-
tion Improvements,

—

The Herald will be delivered
to all parts of the city same
night of publication, at §0 cents
per month.
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Deming, N. M, Juily 24—W. W.
Crawford, Hving one-half mile east of
town, is making his fifth cutting of
alfalfa this season., This alfaifa waas
planted last September, the firac ¢ut-
ting being In March. The fifth crop
stood 36 to 40 [nches in height, the
five cuttings averaging one angd one-
half tons to the acre. He says le wiil
Eet two more cuttings this season. 1t
should not require much figuring
to determing whether alfalfa pays a
profit selling at $14 to $15 on the fleld,
with seven cuttings per season, each
cutting averaging one and one-half
tons to the acre, Mr, Crawford I3 now
gathering a first crop of alfaifa from
seed planted this spring.

The Mimbres Valley Irrigation com-
pany has purchased the ditch rights
of the Rio Mimbres Water Users' asso-
clation, commonly known as the Sehul’
right. Thia consolidation will be the
means of saving a great deal of water
for Irrigation purposes, for wherces
the sandy bed of the Mimbres river
absorhs antold quantities of walter,
the flood waterg will hereafter be
taken out at the upper ditch and
bropght down on hard ground to the
land under the Schull tract. Frequent-
iy in the past, a good head of water
would be In the river at the upper
headgate, whereas thers would be

no use hanging around here. Lobk at
that mob of people: they'd fill a domen
‘bases.
