cuss ways and means of sgecuring the
Texas delegates to the national Demo-
cretic convention for him. The mest-
ing has been calleq by Thomas B.
Love, former speaker of the house and
commissioner of banking and Insurance
during the administration of Gow.
Thomas M. Campbell, He has long
been active In Texas politics and has al.
ways been a strong supporter of Wil-
liam Jennings Bryvan. The fact that he
is actively Interested in promoting the
interests of Wilson is taken to indi-
cate that the influence of ex.-Gow.
Campbell also will be thrown In that
direction, ag the two men generally
work along the =ame lines in national
and state polltics
Wiison a Favarlte,

In Texas, so far as can be determined
from the expreasions of the Texan daily
and weekly press, sentiment seems to
favor the selection of Wilson as the
Democratie standard bearsr, Harmon
has some supporters, but the Wiison
sentiment seems to he predominant
among the politicians who have hereto-
fores controled the national delegation.
