TO REBUILD MUCH

OFSODTHWESTEHM

RAILRQAD

This Is Necessary to Handle
Heavy Through Trains

to Tucson.

The Southwestern system is prepar-
ing to expend $307,000 additional on
the western division of the line to
bring it up to the standard demanded
by the through business which will re-

sult from the completion of the road
into Tucson. The line from Lewis
Springs to Fairbanks is to be relo-
cated and reconstructed for a distance
of 11 miles, the grade reduced and an.
entirely new track with 85 pound
steel laid in place of the 60 pound
rails now on that part of the line.

The new roadbed will parallel the
old line along the San Pedro river and
the grade will be reduced from 1
percent to five-tent- hs percent to fa-
cilitate the handling of the through
freight and passenger business. The
contract for grading the 11 miles of
new track will be let and work started
by January first, in order that this
piece of track may be completed and
in use by the time the Tucson exten-
sions is done. The roadbed will cost

200,000 and the track, including
treated ties and the S5 pound steel,
will cost $107,000.

When the Southwestern was first
built it was a mine to smelter and coal
supply railroad. For this reason thegraces were allowed to remain steep
and the construction was not standard
in some places. This has been reme-
died and, with the completion of the
11 miles yet remaining of the old road
between Fairbanks and Lewis Springs,
the entire system will be of standard
construction. All of the culverts and
bridges will be made of concrete.

Track laying on the Tucson exten-
sion will begin as soon as the grade
Is established at the Fairbanks end.
Track laying- - machines will be oper- -

by the Southwestern along the
line as rapidly as it is "brouglit to
grade and it is expected to have the
entire track completed 15 days after
the contract time for the completion
of the roadbed. The shops and .round- -'
house at Tucson will also be built
while the grading Is being done and it
Is expected to haye everything ready
for the operation of the first train
over the extension into Tucson by Sep-
tember first, 1912.
